OTTAWA, Ont., Oct. 20.—(Special). 4
Wihen all the Canadian forces are in com-
trol at Halifax the strength of the garrison
will be 720 infantry, 525 artillery, 500 en-
gineens and 200 made up of details of the
Army Service Corps. This will make the
total strength between 1,550 and 1,600.
On Monday next, two officers and 62 infan-
trymen, and eight officers and 243 artillery-
men will leave Quebec on TMy; one
officer and four infantrymen will leave
London; one officer and 150 infantrymen
wiil leave St, Johne, Que. for Halifax.
