WASHINGTON, June 25 — The
‘Italian government - will - begin
talking business with the United States
“debt commission here today, the
seventh power to send' representatives
to the treasury to take up serious 'dis-
cussion of a settlement,  ‘Italy owes
the United States, roughly, $2,138,000,-
000. It has informed this government
that it earnestly desires to arrange a
commitment by which it can' amortize
the amount over a period of years.
Secretary Mellon and Undere Secre-
tary Winston, of the treasury, the chair-
man and secretary, respectively, of the
commission, will confer today with
Ambassador De Martino and Mario
Alberto, a director of the Credito

Italiano, one of the great Italian banks,
who have been detegated by their gov-
ernment 4o negotiate funding terms.

TWO SHIPS USED

TO CARRY PARTY

Return to Civilization Ex-

pected Inside of Three
Months.

WASHINGTON, June 24 — The
primary object of the MacMillan-
Navy expedition, which has gone north,
is to make a hydrographic survey by
alrplane of the last great unknown
eegion of the northern hemisphere, that
territory lying between the North Pole
and Alaska and covering 1,000,000
square miles, *
Scarcely less in importance will be
the exploration of fittle-known regions
such as Ellesmere island, Grant land,
Baffin island and sections of Labrador,
as \7ell as the ancient Norse settle-
ments on the ‘western edge of Green-
land. In addition, plant and animal
life, meteorological conditions, and
other scientific question of the far'
North will be studied, .4
Due- to the high mobility given by
airplanes, however, the expedition in-
tends to be absent little more thaw
three months. If all goes well BH
party. will be in full retreat to
South by early fall, in time to avs
the heayy .ice’ _mevement which, :

MacMilfan’s .Ninth Trip.

The expedition is headed'by Donald
B. MacMillan, veteran of eight Arctic¢
explorations, and is sponsored by the
National Geographic Society}, which
has contributed to its support both in
money and personnel, while the navy
will be a participant through person-
nel assigned to it om active duty and
airplanes and other supplies. '

Heading the navy contingent is

Lieut.-Commander Richard E. Byrd of
Winchester, Va., who has selected the
navy personnel and aviation equip-
ment and will .be responsible to the
secrétary of the navy, although work-
ing on corporation with the main ex-
pedition. With him are two officers
and four enlisted men of the navy,
while at their disposal are three air-
planes of the amphibian type which
can manoeuvre from the land, ice and
water. Little difficulty in their opera-
tion is expected, as MacMillan believes
the minimum temperatures encountered
will not be excessive.
The expedition after touching at
Wiscasset, Me., and then at Sydney,
N. S, for coal and other supplies, will
go- direct to KEtah, Greenland, where
the main base will be established.
From there the airplanes will go fo
Capt- Hubbard on the northern point
of Axel Heiberg land, to establish an
advance flying base.

Two Ships Being Used

Two ships are being used. The Bow-
doin, a veteran of other Arctic trips
with MacMillan, accommodates Mac-
Millan, scientists and other personnel
of the main expedition. The Peary is
conveying the three airplanes and the
navy section of the expedition. But
two of the airplanes will be used active-
iy in exploration, the third being held
at Etah with the vessels as a spare.
The plan calls for two airplanes to
scout northwest from Axel Heiberg
land in exploring the unknown region
and in looking for land which, possibly
of continental mass, is believed to lie
between Alaska and the North pole.
Unless land is discovered, however, the
entire unknown region will not be cov-
ered because of the limitation of the
aircraft operations. At least 200,000
square miles will be surveyed by hav-

Fi“verythlng possible has been done to
assure the safety of the expedition. The
National Geographic society ppints to
the fact that MacMillan, in his many
visits to the Arctic, never has lost a
man, and Secretary Wilbur says he is
satisfled the expedition has been
planned on soiind, safe lines. No effort
to reach the North pole is contem-
plated, MacMillan being contented with
Peary’s effort in that respect and 'the
Geographic society and the navy being
interested primarily in the scientific
questions awaiting study in the _Arctiti.
" To that end a complete equipment
and sclentific personnel  has been
brought together. The airplanes will
carry thorough mapping apparatus by
which the regions may be p.hotograph-
ed and plotted from the air, and an
assortment of motion and still cam-
eras. Arrangements have also been
pade for ‘obtaining color photographs
3 the regions to be visited as well as
their plant, animal and fish life.

All told, including the crews of tl)e
two vessels, there aré over 80 men in
the expedition. :

The officers will fly the airplancs
and the enlisted men will assist in the
work and keep the planes in condition.
Except for the wings, one of the planes
is to be carried assembled on the deck
of the Peary to Etah, but the other
two have been broken down and will
not be assembled until Etah is reached.

A complete radio equipment wi]l. be
carried, so that constant communica-
tion may be maintained with civiliza-
tion. Both the Peary and the Bowdoin
have high-powered standard navy sets,
while one of the two active planes will
have a standard navy set and the other
the short-wave apparatus recently de-
veloped. The plan is to send in daily
reports to both the navy department
and the geographic society for an-
nouncement to the press.

There are many species
of Arctic fish known to the explorer
that have never been studied by scien-
tists, and for that purpose color pho-
tography will be of invaluable assist-
ance. If land is discovered, it is felt
certain that interesting animal specles
will also be found there, for the land
will have been cut off from the North
Anmerican continent for centuries.
That animal life will be found there
is regarded as a certainty, inasmuch
as animal life has been found on every
land so far discovered in the Artic. In-
sofar as plant life is concerned, it is
pointed out that north of the Arctic
circle there are already known 807 va-
rities of flowers.

BAR GERMAN GOODS

Poland Retadliates For Berlin’s
Embargo on Coal— Eco-
nomic War.

WARSAW, June 24—The political
committee of the Polish Cabinet has
adopted a resolution that will result in
an economic war with Germany, as the
importation of various German goods
will be prohibited.

The amount of German products to
be kept out of the country will equal
the Polish loss in trade resulting from
the German embargo on coal after the
League of Nations arrangement for
the settlement the Silesian fields ex-
pired.

The period during which Polish and
Bilesian coal was exported to Germany
free, under the agreement following
the partition of Upper Silesla, expired
on June 16. Poland sent 500,000 tons
of coal a month to Germany. The
German government proposed to ac-
cept one-eighth of this amount after
June 16 on the condition that the
Polish government would give political
concessions to Germans in Poland.

Poland refused, and the Berlin au-
thorities notified Warsaw that no more
Polish coal would be accepted in Ger-
many-

THUMB IS NEARLY
SEVERED BY TRUNK

Ned Lynch Painfully Injured
When piece of Btaggage
Cuts Hand.

Ned Lynch, a C. N. R. baggage hand
at the Union depoe and a resident of
the North End, met with a palnful ac-
cident last evening at 11 o’clock while
unloading baggage off the Fredericton
train. Mr, Lynch was standing on the
depot platform with his right hand on
the baggage truck.

A heavy ‘traveler's sample trunk,
weighing in the vicinity of 250 pounds,
slipped in being transferred from the
train to the truck and fell on the
thumb of Mr. Lynch’s right hand. The
entire thumb was badly lacerated, the
first joint being almost severed. He was
rushed to a taxi and taken to the office
of Dr. D. C. Malcolm, where his in-
juries were treated, being later driven
to his home.

M. C. A, and Miss D. McArthur, of
the Y. W, C. A,, who had given the in-
struction to the classes.

The life-saving tests mark the close
of the swimming classes which through-
out their six weeks have been very
popular.

A lavish display of flags and bunt-
ing arranged under the direction of
Capt. A. J. Mulcahy, lent an added
note of pateiotism and typified the
spirit of rejoicing which characterized
the whole proceedings and a choir of
200 school children directed by Prof.
J. F. Browne sang very sweetly ap-
propriate patriotic songs. ;

Dr. L. M, Curren, M. L. A., chair-
man of the Board of School Trustees,
laid the cornerstone and addresses were
given by Hia Honor Lieut.-Governor
W. F. Todd, Hon, Fred Magee, chair-
man of the Provincial Vocational
Board; His Worship Mayor Potts, who
urged the establishment of Industries
to employ the pupils trained in the vo-
cational school in order that they might
remain in the city; Rev. A. L. Black-
lock, of Waltham, Mess., who, with A.
H. Manks, of Boston, was representing
the Boston Canadian Club; Dr. W. S.
Carter, chief superintendent of educa-
tion, and Chancellor C. C. Jones, of the
University of New Brunswick. There
were present representatives of the pro-
vincial government, departments of
education, municipal authorities, and
the most prominent of the oitizens of
Saint John. :

Dr. “Curren as chairman expressed
gratitude that so many distinguished
visitors had come to take part in the
programme. He regarded the laying
of the cornerstone as a momentous
event since the building was to be the
largest school building in New Bruns-
wick and the first erected for voca-
tional training alone.

His Honor Lieut.-Governor Todd was
called upon as the first speaker and said
this was surely a red letter day for
Saint John if a “day” could be taken
as a three-day period covering thetime
during which the city had witnessed
the opening of its magnificent hotel and
the laying of the cornerstone of its new
vocational school. He spoke of the
cause of education as second only to
that of religion in the advancement of
civilization and the uplift of the people.

The encouragement the Anglo-Saxon
race had always given the cause of edu-
cation forced along to the present time
had brought the greatest civilization
the world had ever known.

BUILDING FOR FUTURE,

The Lieutenant-Governor reminded
the young people that in improving
their mental powers they were not only
bettering their own condition but build-
ing for future generations and advanc-
ing civilization which meant so much
for the prosperity of Canada and the
peace of the world. He exhorted the
children not to fail in their school
duties; to have sympathy with their
teachers and aid them in carrying on
their work. Teaching, His Honor de-
clared, was one of the noblest profes-
sfons. He warmly congratulated the
school children on the excellence of
their chorus singing. Very heartily he
congratulated the people of Saint John
on having grasped the importance of
vocational education and arranged for
the erection of a school in which the
pupils would have an opportpnity to
decide what was to be their vocation
in life. He referred to the saying of a
United States expert that the people to
choose as chemists were those wha
wanted to do nothing else but chem-
istry.

'l‘yhe Lieutenant-Governor closed his
address by admonishing the children
that as they were able to develop their
rnatural talents in the training the
vocationial school would afford, they
would work to the betterment of them-

selves, their city and the country at -

large.
