The chairman
spoke in laudatory terms of the excellent
work of the membership committee.
Export Business.

The report of the Commercial Intell-
igence Committee was read by Alex.
Marshall, Toronto, and accepted.

This report the president said, was one
of the most important of the meeting.
He said that there was a bright future
for Canada in the export business, and
the work of the Commercial Intelligence
Branch was having gratifying results.

H. G. Waddie of Hamilton, in con-
nection with export, said that transport
rates, figured largely on those to Hali-
lax and Vancouver, were almost pro-
hibitive, due to the carload minimum.
The rate og $1.50 on a 40,000 pound car
and 60 cents on an 80,000 pound car, cut
the Canadian industries off from the
Japanese markets.

Thos. Roden of Toronto, advocated
the adoption of a distinctive mark to in-
dicate that the goods have been made in
Canada. He said the country was de-
veloping a high quality of goods, and
makers should be proud to have con-
sumers know that they were made in
Canada.

.T. L. Moffatt of Weston, Ont., asked
why the Canadian manufacturers were
not using the Canadian harbors to in-
crease their trade.

BRITAIN SHOWS
TRUST OF NATIONS

Gives Effect to Washington
Treaties Without Waiting
for Ratification by Other
Powers.

London, June 21. — The House of
Lords yesterday passed the second read-
ing of the*Treaties of Washington Act
of 1922. This bill makes effective the
two treaties signed in February at
Washington, one for the limitation of
naval armament, and the second for the
protection of neutrals and non-combat-
ants at sea and to prevent the use of
noxious gases and chemicals in war.

Lord Lee commented on the spirit and
trust the British government was dis-
playing. Great Britain, he declared,
| more than any other power, was depend-
ent on sea security, yet she was giving
the treaties effect without waiting for
ratification by the other powers.
