NEUTRALTZATION
OF WORLD CABLE
SYSTEM ADVOCATED

Holding Up U. S. Commerce
Development Says Com-
merce Monthly.

More Than Half World’s
Cables Are British Owned

—Additional Cables Neces-
sary as Extension of Mer-
chant Marine.

Laék of an adequate American cable
system is. a handicap to this country’s
foreign trade which must be removed
if we are to maintain our position in the
commercial world, declares the National
Bank of Cotamerce in New Yeork.

In the November issue of its magazine,
Commerée Monthly, the bank shows ihat
at present American exporters are de-
pendent for communicatien on commer-
cial fivals abroad, more than half the
existing cables being controlled by Great
Britain alone. The spending of thous-
ands of millions of dollars en our mer-
chant marine and other trade organiza-
tions under such conditions, it holds, is
a doubtful prospect.

“Until some effective international
agreement for the neutralization of the
wotld’s cable system has been reached,
the pressing need of American commerce
is the exténsion of American cable fa-
cilities,” Commerce Monthly says. “With-
out such a system American foreign
trade s faced with .the difficulties in-
separable from doing business over a
system largely owned and managed by
the commercial rivals of the
States.

Nore Cables Needed.

“In certain regions present cable fa-
cilities are so congested that, apart from
national considerations, new American
cables would serve a pressing interna-
tional need. The most acute need for ad-
ditional cable facilities at the present
time is in the Pacific Ocean. While over
the north Atlantic cables traffic has prac-
tically quadrupled since 1918, in the same
period Pacifie cable traffic has increased
nearly nine fold. Proposals for the lay-
ing of a new Pacific cable have béen
considered tentatively. The cost of the
new Pacific cable is a large sum of

| money, but the $40,000,000 which it is

estimated Japan and the United States
will expend upon each of their newest
battle cruisers, would probably suffice to
duplicate the entire existing plant.

“British interests own and operate
more than half of the cables now in use.
At the present time, too, Great Britain
possesses a practical monopoly of cable
manufacture, which Is strengthened by
British control of the gutta percha mar-
ket. Although far behind the British
system in the point of mileage, the
American-owned cables are second in
importance, and connect all the Ameri-
can possessions, as well as the Canal
Zone and the naval base at Guantanamo,
continental  United
Statés, thus providing the nucleus of a
comprehensive American system. Next
in importance at present to the Ameri-
can-owned cable lines is the French sys-
tem. Prior to the war, Germany had de-
veloped ambitious plans for a cable sys-
tem connecting the fatherland with all
the German colonies. Under the repara-
tions section of the Treaty of Versailles,
Germany was compelled to renounce on
her own behalf and on behalf of her
nationals all rights to the effective por-
tion of these cables.

“The experience of the last five years
has conclusively demonstrated that the
