To the great distress of both
police and doctors he insists on pro-
ceeding through the streets at foot pace,
and receiving the ovations of the crowd.

His Old Doctor

The emperor has only one physician
in ordinary, who, like the other person-
ages about him, is a friend of his
youth. Doctor Kerzl is more than sev-
enty years old and is an old campaign-
er, who does not believe in any kind of
pampering. He has accompanied the em-
peror on the battlefield and to count-

or has no faith in doctors or medicine
and it would appear that Kerzl shares
his belief. The emperor’s relatives have
often tried to persuade him to allow
a younger doctor to attend him. They
are afraid that Kerzl's views coincide
too exactly with those of the monarch.

The berth, however, is no easy one.
The emperor, forgetting the need for
prcautions at his advanced age, orders
his carriage without consulting the doc-
tor. The latter is sometimes only in-
formed of the monarch’s intention of
paying visits on a raw spring day, in
an open carriage, after the vehicle is al-
ready at the door, and the emperor has
sallied forth clad in nothing but his uni-
form, as he dislikes the military cloak,
land will not allow his attendants to
wrap him in carriage rugs like an elder-
ly verson who has lost'his vigor.

During ‘the last three years the grand
manoeuvers were put-off and a court ball
postponed indefinitely merely because it
transpired that the- emperor intended to
assist at both, and the doctors were too
anxious for his health. Knowing that
remonstrance was vain, they simply had
the court function and the military
event cancelled, as the only sure means
of keeping him at home.

The emperor-king does not take many
holidays, for he works harder than any
man in his kingdom, in spite of his ad-
vanced age. He is now spending a well-
earned ,outing at Ischl, and spends part
of his time rambling the mountains, in
that delightful part of the Salzkammer-
gut, quite alone, except when he per-
mits a game-keeper to accompany him, or
a forester to take him to the best point
for shooting one of the large herd of
deer that roam the forest. :

The forester, like the other attend-
ants on His Majesty, is an old man. It
was he who watched over the hunting
of the young arch duke, many years ago,
and the first person who comes to the
imperial villa, hidden away among the
trees with their luxuriant foliage, “by
command” is the forestér. He is gener-
"ally seen waiting the arrival of the train
from Vienna. The emperor, after his
official welcome §§" over, enquires what
prospects there are in the hunting
world, and his subjects are somewhat
startled every summer to hear that the
monarch has risen at 8.80 a. m., an hour
earlier than usual, for he always rises
at 4.80 and rides towards the top of &
mountain which forms part of the im-d

red yards on foot to the dense part of
the forest where stags may be shot by
the skilled stalker.

1% When the nionarch is'not in residence,
it is possible to view the shelter whence
he takes his aim, and even a good moun-
taineer has considerable difficulty in
climbing the ground, slippery with burnt
up grass. How the emperor, at his ad-
vanced age, can accomplish this, a gun
slung over his shoulder, with the danger
of it becoming entangled in the thick
undergrowth, passes the understanding
of those unatquainted with the mon-
arch, who in many respects is.as brisk
and healthy as a man of thirty. &fter
reaching the stand he waits for hours,
still, amid the wonderful calm of the
mbuntains, his hunter’s costume of
leather knee-breeches and a grey coat
faced with green, not showing up
against the forest green. Last year Doc-
tor Kerzl managed to persuade the em-
peror to take dinner at three, and go
forth on his hunting expeditions after
the heat of the day had passed.

and go throughout the summer; but the
children of the Archduchess Valerie are
the monarch’s favorites. They take up
their residence at the same time as His
Majesty, in the Ischl villa, and through-
out the summer the prim gardens and
forest walks, which extend upwards
from the villa grounds, are enlivened by
the voices of the children and their
friends. The archduchess has nine chil-
*dren, of whom the eldest daughter who
fell in love with her brother’s tutor at
Ischl last summer, is prime favorite
with the emperor.

She very wisely told her grandfather
that she could not live without her
handsome soldier lover, during one of
her walks with the aged monarch
among the moss-grown Ischl woods. He, |
acting as usual without consulting any-
one, summoned the lover to an audience,
made the necessary enquiries, and is-
sued his commands in the matter to the
somewhat scandalized archducal papa,
only after he had practically disposed
of his grandchild’s hand, without even
asking the formal consent of her par-
ents, for it is the emperor alone who de-
cides all matrimonial questions in the
imperial family.

Stage for Grandchildren

The emperor has rigged up a stage
for his grandchildren who always spend
part of the summer in rehearsing for
an amateur performance for his birth-
day on August 18th and in order that
the villa may not be reduced to confu-
sion” by the efforts of these amateur ac-
tors, the performance is given in a small
house called “The Cottage,” at the end
of the grounds, where they can make
as much noise as they choose without
the danger of disturbing the moarch or
his ministers, who are mdking frequent
journeys to Ischl this summer on im-
portant affairs of state.

The children of the imperial family
learn to do things properly. They train,
almost like regular members of the im-
perial ballet, for the birthday perform-
ance. As a rule their  mother or another
lady of the imperial family, writes a
short play, suitable for children. Some
twenty small archdukes and archduch-
esses take part, and attired as elves or
pages or in old Vienna costumes, per-
form pretty figures, with short recita-
tions. The first ballet master from Vi-
enna is in charge of the troupe of dan-
cers, and the emperor has the gratifica-

“The Big Fellow” remained one with
which to charm into political action all
the East Side.

Although noted for his many charities
in_life, Congressman Timothy D. Sulli-
van made no provision in his will to
perpetuate them after death. Of his
estate, estimated at about $8,000,000 a
fourth is left to Patrick H. Sullivan, a
brother; a fourth to Lawrence Mulligan,
a half brother; a fourth to Mrs. Mar-
garet Hickey, a half sister, and a fourth
