WHEN PEACE IS RESTORED

Issues Manifesto Declaring In-
- tention But Does Not Set
__Date for '/R~eti“relm§nt RE

Mexieo City, May 8.—General Porfiro
Diaz last night issued a manifesto to
the people of Mexieo, declaring his in-
tention of resigning the presidency as
soon as peace is restored.

In this manner the president has vir-
tually acceded to the demands of Fran-
cisco I. Madero that he make an-
nouncement of such intention.

As to when peace is actually restored,
General Diaz reserves the right to be
the judge. In the words of the mani-
festo, it will be “when his -conscience
tells him that he will not leave the
country in anarchy.”
The president said Yis determination
not to relinquish the presidéncy at this
time was not due to vanity or love of
power, because, as he pointed out, pow-
er at this time had no attraction, ac-
companied as it is by tremendous re-
sponsibilities and worry. He said he
was prompted solely by a desire to con-
serve the best interests of-his country.
The president makes it clear he did

while his country is at war, and that
he would not do so at any time under
compulsion.

President Diaz made public the mani-
festo this morning.

The promise of the president is made
to the people of Mexico and its receipt
by the revolutionist leaders will be in-
cidental.

It will not be sent officially to Judge
Carbajal for formal transmission to Dr.
Vasquez Gomez, one of the Madero’s
meémbers of the armistice commission.
That it will be sent to them immediate-
ly, however, by private individuals and
regarded as entirely satisfactory to
them is taken for granted.

CHIEF ENGINEER
ON ‘QUEBEC BRIDGE

G. B: Monsarratt, Head of C.
P. R. Staff, is Appointed
Chairman of Commission

(Special to the Times.)

Ottawa, May 8.—An order-in-coun-
cil-was passed on Saturday appoint-
ing G. B. Monserratt, at present chief
bridge engineer of the Canadian Paci-
fic, chairman of the board of engineers
in charge of the construction of the
Quebec bridge. Mr. Monserratt suc-
ceeds H. E. Vautelet who retired on
account of ill-health.

The new chairman of the board is
one of the best known bridge experts
on the contlnent and is Canadian by
birthi. The retiring chairman was also
chief bridge engineer for the Canadian
Pacific railway and was appointed by
the government to the Quebec bridge
board and Mr. Monserratt, who suc-
ceeded Mr. Vautelet on the C. P. R.
staff, again succeeds him as chief en-
gineer on the largest bridge wunder-
taking in the world. The salary at-
tached to the position is $1,000 a
month.

Montreal, May 8.—G. B. Monserratt,
bridge engineer of the C. P. R, has
received a telegram from Ottawa an-
nouncing that an order-in-council has
been put through appointing him as
successor. to H. E. Vautelet, the chair-
man of the Quebec Bridge commission.
Mr. Monserratt was born at Montreal
in 1871. He entered the railway ser-
vice in 1889 as structural draughts-
man in the offiee of the chief engineer
of the C. P. R.

LIBERALS WILL BE
BUSY DURING RECESS

[t is Believed . Public Opinion
Will Force Conservatives to
“Abandon Obstruction

Ottawa, May 8.—The adjournment of
parliament for two months, while Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and the Canadian par-
liamentary delegation are in England
attending the cordnation, will mark the
beginning of an educational campaign
for reciprocity throughout Canada un-
der the direction of the Liberal mem-
bers of the House. The opponents
have  plafined a similar <©ampaign
against the ratification.

The government is confident the re-
sult will be the creation of so strong a
demand for ratification that-the Con-
servatives will not be able to continue
their filibuster when parliament re-
bsumes, provided the United States in
the meantime takes favorable action.

It is understood Sir Wilfrid was in-
duced to propose adjournment chiefly
to put himself in a position to insist
that Hon. W. S. Fielding should take a
rest. Mr. Fielding had been under a
great strain during the last two years,
having - negotiated five international
agreements, besides doing an immense
amount of work on Canadian domestic
problems.

In addition to this, the government
wes informed that the United States
senate probably would not vote on the
agreement until July; and as it is cer-
tain the Canadian opposition will con-
tinue its filibuster until Washington
has taken final action. Londen influ-
ence was a great factor in the situation.
When dispatches reached England say-
ing Sir Wilfrid probabiy would be com-
pelled to remain away from the confer-
ence and the coronation, the British
authorities became exereised. It is
understood personal méssages were
gent to Sir Wilfrid by Xing George,
Premier . Asquith = and. other British
leaders urging hini to reconsider his
intention- to remain at Ottawa. No
date hasibeen fixed for adjournment.
It may come any day between May 20
and June 1. .

JLIBERAL RETURNED

IN BYE-ELECTION

Godfrey Baring Elected for
Barnstaple, but Majority
is Reduced

(Special to the Times.)

London, May 8.—The result of the
bye-election for the -Barnstable divis-
ion of Devonshire was announced to-
day as follows: Godfrew Baring, Lib-
eral, 6,239; C. S. Parker, Unionist, 5,771
Liberal majority 469. The total vote
cast was the heaviest in the ‘history of
the constituency.

Last December E. J. Soares, Liberal,
had a majority of 882 and 2,045 the pre-
vious January. Mr. Baring, who form-
erly sat for the Isle of Wight,"was de-
feated at the late general election”for
Davenport.

SEEK HIGHER WAGES.

Representatives of the C. P. R. Tele-
graphers Will Interview Officials.

Toronto, May 8.—At a mceting of re-
presentatives in the Palmer House of
the Order .of Railway Telegraphers,
eight delegates. were appointed to go
before the C. P. R. officials. at Mon-
treal to make a demand for a general
increase of salary, a raise of the mini-
mum wage, now about $87 per month,
and géneral improvements-for all oper-
ators with changes in the ' working
rules. The eight tclegraphers repre-
sent 1,700 men working en the Cana-
dian Pacifie railway from the Atlantic
to the Pacific. At the present time the
lowest salary paid to the operators
on the road is in the neighborhood of
$67 per month, but it must be remem-
bered that ‘the telegraphers have.long
hours and work Sundays. Just what
increase will be asked is not as yet
known, but will be decided later by the
<1airman of the different districts along
the C. P. R. Some of the wages, how-
ever, run as high as $150 per. month;
The move is made independently of the
telegraphers’ convention which is be-
ing held in the city to-day.

PASTOR ATTACKS TRUSTEES.

Causes Senation By Statements in His
Farewell Address.

Ont., on the Lake of the Woods dis-
trict, bush fires have been raging for
the last two days. There is no settle-
ment there. Fire rangers report -the
country is afire, and small fires aleng
the railway right of way at many
points may spread from the— danger
portions.

Many Fires Raging.

Williams, Minn., May 8.—Bush fires
are raging to the north of here and
settlers fear a repetition of the disas-
trous conflagration of last fall. The
bush was never so dry as it is at pres-
ent time, for no rain has fallen this
year. The Rainy river is lower now
than it was when the snow fell and
conditions -generally are ideal for the
biggest fire in the history of New On-
tario ‘and northern ' Minnesota.

This morning fires are within five
miles of this town, and coming this
way. They are raging between here
and Beaudctte, and also between here
and Warroad. Few of the settlers slept
lagt-might. fearing that at gny memlir
tiWind might “rise, sweeping R
flames down on their holdings.

Boston, May 8.—Forest flres caused
great damage at many points in Necw
England yesterday, sweeping over
thousands of acres of valuable wood-
lands.

PROPOSED REFORM
OF HOUSE OF LORDS

Lord Lansdowne, Unionist
Leader in Upper Chamber,
Qutlines His Scheme

TLondon, May 8—Lord Landsdowns,
leader of the opposition, in the House
of Lords to-day presented his long
deferred statement for the reform of
the upper chamber.

He proposed that the Lords be re-
duced to three hundred, constituted as
follows: ‘One hundred chosen for a
term of years from the existing house,
with the safeguard of a minority re-
presentation introduced by a propor-
tionate vote; fifty of standing, such as
cabinet mintsters, governors of do-
minions and others of renown in the
service of the state, fifty peers nom-
inated by the ministry of to-day for a
term of years and one hundred elected
th'a short term by county councils
and borough councils.

The bill also will seek to restrict the
exercise of the royal prerogative in the
creation of new peers.
