FIVE THOUSAND
CHINESE DROWNED

THE DEATH ROLL AT
HONGKONG INCREASING

News Being Received of Disasters at
Sea—Property Loss Placed at
Twenty-Million Dollars.

Hongkonng, Sept. 20.—The full extent
of the catastrophe is not yet known,
but conservative estimates place the
number of Chinese who lost their lives
at 5,000 and the total of the material
damage to the colony at $20,000,000.

Word of disasters at sea is also be-
Ing received.

The steamer Albatross, with 150 pass-
engers on board, foundered near Aut-
umn pass and only six passengers and
two of the crew were saved and they
swam ashore,

The steamer Hongkong also was lost
and her entire crew is missing.

The steamer Ying Fata, from Sam-
chun, foundered and 130 passengers and
ten of her crew are missing. Only two
of the crew are known to have been
rescued.

Mrs. Hoare and her search party have
returned. They found no trace of her
husband, Joseph Charles Hoare, Ang-
lican 'bishop of Victoria, whose yacht
was lost during the typhoon.

Capt. Thomas, commander of the
river steamer Falshan, whose Chinese
crew clambered on board the French
mail steamer Polynesian when the Fal-
shan collided with her, saved his ves-
sel and 1560 Chinese passengers by
splendid seamanship. Fortunately the
engine room staff stuck heroically to
their posts. Capt. Thomas was left al-
most singlehanded on deck. He took
the wheel and navigated the Falshan
for an hour and forty minutes through
a tempestuous sea and finally beached
the vessel safely. It is believed that
she can be refloated without trouble.

The staff of the Jardine. Matheson
sugar refinery rescued two hundred
Chinese.

The losses of the Kow Loon codown
(warehouse) companay are estimated
at $750,000. Four thousand bales of
yvarn which were in storage there prob-
ably are irretrievably damaged.

The beach is littered with valuable
silks and many looters have been ar-
rested here.

There were several hundred passen-
gers -on board the Hueng Shan, from
Macao, which stranded off Lantao is-
land, and all the European passengers,
including three - women, were saved.
Many of the Chinese were drowned but
the total number of deaths is not
known. The position of the Heung
Chan is hopeless.

EXCURSION WS
GREAT SOCCES

EASTERNERS CHARMED
WITH SCENIC BEAUTY

Trip to Chemainus and Crofton Enjoel
by Large Crowd of
Visitors,

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The exocursion on the steamer
Charmer yesterday given by the Vic-
toria Trades and Labor Council to the
Dominion Congress was in every way a
great success. All the day was not
spent in pleasure, however, as all the
principal committees held sessions on
board, that on resolutions convening
as early as 9.30. As a result there was
a large amount of business ready for
this morning’s session.

With Capt. Robert Hunter in charge,
the steamer left the C. P. R. wharf
shortly after eight. Andrew Ross acted
as steward and, with a competent staff
of assistants looked after the comfort
of the inner man. The Fifth Regi-
ment orchestra played popular music
throughout the day, its work being par-
ticularly effective acecompanying the

choruses that were sung from time to,

time. All the officials of .the Congress
accompanied the excursion as well as
a number of citizens, including Dr.
Rowe, Alderman Stewart, W. H. Price
and John Jardine. August Hurberger,
of the local machinists’ lodge, brought
a handsome ecollection of dahlias and
crysanthemums with him that formed
an object of interest to the visitors
from the east. There were many ladies
present and quite. a number of child-
ren.

The weather was ideal, the water
absolutely calm and there was plenty
of brilliant sunshine. Local delegates
and others, in particular Capt. J. C.
Voss, pointed out different places of
interest, and when a stop was made
at Crofton almost all went ashore to
inspect the smelter. The visitors were
shown through the different depart-
ments and evinced great interest in the
operations of one of British Colum-
bia’s principal industries. There were
thousands of ducks at Sidney Spit,
skimming over the water in flocks of
dozens at a time.

Chemainus was the other place vis-
ited, the big sawmill of the Victoria
Lumber company being as .thoroughly
inspected as the short time available
permitted. A turn was then made and
the run home commenced. When the
Princess Victoria appeared in sight, on
her regular run to this city, much ad-
miration was expressed at her beau-
tiful lines and great speed. Gradually,
as it became dusk, the crowd gathered
in the saloon, a few vocally inclined as-
sembling on the upper deck near the
pilot house.
