North Shore Bridge Work.

FAST DRIVING ON BRIDGES,

The new steel bridge, which the local
government is about to build across the
mouth of Mill, or French Furt Cuve,
1 will make the distance from ‘down-rivec
points to Newcastle by the north side of
the Miramichi shorter, while it will aleo
do away with the use ef the portion of
the rcad including the two big hills ap-
proaching the present wooden bridge at the
aorth end of the grist mill dam,

Tenders bave already been received
by the Public Woirks Department for the
piersapon which the steel superstruciure
will rest and those for the latter are to be
called for st once, while the work of
buil ling the new road leading te the
bridge is already being arianged for.

The cootract for repairing Bathurst
Basin bridge between the town and fhe
villages of Bathurst will be awarded this
month, The old Bathutst bridge was
built 50 years ago and is 3,000 feet long.
It will be thoronghly repsired and the
present sidewalk attached to the bridge
will be placed onit. The work will make
the bridge as good as new and cust about
$7.500. o

The contract for the steel superstructure
of the Bactouche bridge has bven award-
ed to the Dominion Bridge Company.

Twenty-six other biidges—some new
and ‘others to b3 extensively repair.d—
and some'wharves, are also to receive 1m-
mediate attention.

Chief Cemmissioner LaB llois has had
the matter of dameage doune to truss
bridges by tretting over them impressed
apon him by reports frem different psrts
of the Piovince. It is shown that persons
of whom compliatiee with the rules mn this
regard might bly be expeocted
often violate them. They will—e pecially
when desk or dackness makes it difficult
to identify them—trot or run their horses
over the long spans of both steel and
wooden bridges, more damage therete
being due to this than to any other cause.
The Chief C i prop to
amend the Highways Act =0 as te provide
severe punalties for such recklessness and,
mesntime, bridge ciretakers are instruct-
od to be vigilant in presecuting sll who
violste the existing rules relating to driv-
ing faster than a walk over the class of
bridges indicated. 5

Canads’s Financial Buoyancy.

The statement of revenue and expendi-
tare of the Dominion for the first quarter
of the present fiscal yesr shows the
revenue to be as bunyant as ever. On
account of the difficulty between the
finance department and the auditor gener-
al there was only some $4,000,000 paid
out, so that an estimate of the expendi-
turs, oompared with the three months of
last year is not possible. The trouble
between the deparment snd the auditor
has now been amicably settled, and those
who have morey coming to them will be
able to receive their cheque without
further delay.

The revenues for the three months
ended with September amount to $17,-
833,104 compared with $15,187,367 fur
the same time last yesr, or an increase of
$2,646,737.

The total expenditure. for the past
three months is placed at $4 691,305 com-
pared with $7,976,993, but as already
said, thers are outstanding ascouunts un-
paid for the reasons mentioned.

The Wood Markst.

In their wood circular of 1st inst.,
Messrs. Farnworth & Jardine, of Liver-
| pool say :—
| “The arrivals from British North
] America during the past month have been
| 41,226 tons register, against 47,645 tons
register during the corresponding month
last year, and the aggregate tounage to
this date from all places during the years
1901, 1902 and 1903 has been 352 662,
381,441, and 378,701 tons respectively.

“The business of the past month has
{ been fairly steady. Imports on the whole
have been large, but the delivertes
generally satiafactory, and stocks with few
exceptions are not excessive. There is
little change in values to repor:, but the
| trade has been considerably disturbed
! owing to the financial difficulties of one of
| the large importing firms.

CANADIAN WOODS.
¢Pine Timber. —Waney.—The arrivals

on merchants’ account ;
have been small chiefly owing to the bulk
of the import arriving at the end of the
month, but stocks are wmoderate, and
values continue very firm. Square pine
has also been imported moderately, but
the demand -is gniet, and stocks are
adequate; values are steady. Red Pine—
There have been ne arrivals, the demand
is very limited snd stocks appear suffi-
cient, prices ure steady. Osk.—The
arrivals have again been mouderate, but
the deliveries rather disappointing, and
stocks have increatel; values are steady.
Elm.—There has been no import, but
with a good consumption stocks of prime
wood are now light, and values are firm.
Ash.— There is little enquiry. Pine
deals. — Compared with the previous
month, the arrivals have buen on & smaller
scale; the deliveries have been larg®, but
stocks are suficient; there is little change
in value to report. Red Pine Deoals.—
The demand . continues quiet, and the
stock is adequate. :

““New Branswick and Nova Scotia
Syruce aud Pive dcals.—The arrivals dar-
ing the past menth have been large, but
considerably less than the corresponding
month last year, viz.. 16,700 standards
! againat 20 630 standarde; the deliveries
havs been satifactory, and stocks here
ate now faiily light; valnes are well
maintained.” :

Lumber Cazmps “Wireless.”

Out 1in Michigan they, are introducing
the Marconi wireless telegraph in lumber
camps, with a-terminal station at Uharle-
voix. The capacity of the plant is for the
transmission of messages up to a radius of
one bundied miles. This is, we under-
stand, the first time that wirelass tele-
graphy has been used in connection with
lumber operations. Referring to this
subject London Timber Trades Journal
says: ‘Terminals will be established in the
several lumber camps which are now 30
or 40 miles from railroad or telegraph
facilives, bringing tnem. in close com-
municat on with the outside womld. The
plac bas been received wiih joy by loggeis
aad lumbermen generally, asis will be a
msrked improvement over preseut
methods of communicutien, which now
require from one to t=o days’ travel.”

A Mew Fiscal Deotrine for @ B.

Hon. Mr. Chamberlain whose resigna-
tion of the office of Scretary of State for
the Culonies caused such a sensation‘last
month, is vigorously promoting his new
fiscal cawpaign in Great Britain. Ad-
dressing an audience of four thousand
paople in Greenock on Wedunesday of last
we:k he dealt with retaliation and re-
ciprocity. He said he was a free trader
aud wanted to live harmonisusly with his
neighbors, but he desired free exchange
with all nations. If they would not ex-
change he was not a free trader at any
vrice. He respected ‘‘our Awmerican
cousins,” had considecable respect for the
Germans, and great respect and greater
friendship for the French. The policy of
these nations was to use tariffs to ease the
home trade and exclude foreign trade,
while under the present system in the
Uni‘ed Kingdom trade was steadily de-
creasing.

Asking why the foreign pretective coun-
tries, even small nations like Sweden, had
all prospered, he said he believed they
were batter ateatogists than the British,
Their policy as enunciatel by the late
President McKinley, Lincolu, Bismarck
aud other dist nguished statesmen, had a
great deal behind it. e continued ;—

* I say that you are inconsistent. You
are adopting a suicidal course. If you
persist 1n the present policy your workmen
must ei her take lower wages or lose their
work.”

M. Chamberlain reforred to the enorm-
ous output of the United States Steel Cor-
poration works, and the diminishing home
demand in the United States for steel,
and contended that this steel would be
gt to Great Britain, the only free
market, and he said :—

“I warn yqu that within two or three
years you will have dumped here $10,000,-
000 tons of American iron, and thousands
of British wotkmen will lose employment
for the sole benefit of Awmerican manufac-
tarers and American workmen.”

He said agriculture in Great Britain
was practically destroyed, the sugar trade
snd silk trade gone, the iron and wool
indostries threa:iened, and the same fate
would come to the coiwton trade. He
continued :—

“How long are you going to stand it ?
England is not afraid of foreign countries.
She is the greatest market in the werld,
and foreign countriee are her best cus-
tomers.”

In conclnsion, Mr. Chamberlain- said
that he had been told he was risking his
political life, but he had risked it before
and he had no fear for the persenal result.

The St. John Sun, Moncton Times and
similar papers have apecial despatches
stating that Mr. Chamberlain sent a
deputation to Canada aome time since, to
iaterview Hon. Geo. E. Foster with the
object of inlucing him to join Mr.
Chamberlain in agitating that gentle-
man’s new ttade policy in Great Britain
and that Mr. Fo.ter acquiesced and is to
leave for England on Saturday, 17th
inst. to join Mr. Chamberlain. It is to
be hoped that Mr. Foster will not make
the claim in Eogland that he represents
the people of Canada.
