'CLOSE NATIONAL LEAGUE RACE

It it were not for laws to the con-
trary a book on the National League
race for this season should make
about the best betting propositi
imaginable. With al t four th
of the six months’ journey finished,
not one of the eight starters can be
counted out of the money. There is
not a team against whose chances one
would care to lay the heavy odds of
finishing one, two, three, unless tradi-
tion be taken into accord as far as
Cincinnati is concerned.

For compactness and general all
the - National
League chase toward Pennantville this
year is the best the league has enjoy-
ed since its inception. The “Big
Three,” New York, Chicago and Pitts-
burg, have been successfully routed
and In some instances obscured by
the perseverance of the downtrodden
five others until right at this moment
it seems that Brooklyn and Philadel

pace with the slugging outfielders of
the younger organization, The other
members of the ten are pitchers, who
do not rightly belong there, as they
have only played in a few games.
Just outside of the first ten are Speak-
er, Lewis and Btrunk, all outfielders,
and all hitting above .300.

Can this searcity of hard hitting
outfielders in the National League be
the reason for the close race? There
are outfleld stars in the American
League, and there are only three
clubs in that organization that seem
to have a semblance of a chance to
win the pemnant this year. The
pitching in the American League cer-
tainly compares favorably with the
best in the National, so it must be the
weak hitting.

With such men as Dell of Brook-
lyn and Dale of Cincinnati, both dis-
carded by the St. Louis Cardinals,

phia are to upset precedent, history
and all other favors by riding along
on the crest of the prosperous wave.
Struggling from last place to sec-
ond in the standing of the clubs in
less than a month the Dodgers fur-
uished the sengation for the month of
July. In April and the greater part of
May it was the Phillies that caused
interest. Then the Cubs through June
furnished fodder for Chicago pennant
wishers, with the Phillies, Cardinals
and Pittsburg trailing close enough to
be gentle reminders that they, too,
were likely contenders.

Next the Phillies recovered from a
temporary slump and slid gracefully
into the pace setting position, where
they are now temporarily lodged,
threatened by the desperate Dodgers.
In the offing there is another team,
a club which made history last sea-
son, This organization, riddled by
misfortunes, with its pitchers just be-
ginning to be useful, has met with
many reverses so far, but now it seems
back on its feet, ready to fight once
more. Yes, the Braves can be con-
sidered in the race.

Braves Are Threatening.

During the last two weeks the
Braves have made the best advance
on the other teams of any time dur
ing the race. They won ten games
out of eleven starts and pulled out
of the cellar to mear the top. And it
seems that it cannot mean a great
deal to a team which at this time last
yvear was ten and one-half games be-
hind the leader. If George Stallings
can keep his club intact from now un-
til the finish of the season he probab-
ly will make good the predictions of
last winter that the Braves will re-
peat.

In considering the close race of
the league critics have advanced many
theories. Some assert that the hit-
ting has fallen off until it is almost
negligible, while others insist that the
league has more good pitchers than
ever hefore. Tt i{s true that several
young mound workers have come to
the front this vear and several veter-
ans have returned to winning form,
and also it is true the hitting has fal.
len off.

When it is taken into consideration
that only one outfielder of the league
is hitting above .300 it seems that the
critics who say the hitters are missing
have gained their point. In the aver
ages to date only “Davy” Robertson
is getting enough blows each game to
be enrolled among the batting leaders.
In the .300 class of hitters four first
basemen, two second basemen, a catch:
er and third baseman are the only
men getting regular wallops. This
brings up the questfon of where are
the slugging outflelders of years gone
by?

Not more than ten years ago a man
could not get a position in the outfield
unless he could hit the ball, and by
this it {s meant unless he could have
around .200 in the averages. But it
seems {t is different now, or probably
there 18 a scarcity of men who can put
the bat against the ball.

In the American League outfielders
st{ll predominate among the heavy
hitters, six of the first ten being gar-
deners. These include Cobb, Craw-
ford, Veach of Detroit; Jackson of
Cleveland; Thompson of the Athletics
and Kirks of Cleveland, who also plays
first base. Only “FEddie” Collins

Carlisle Smith, Braves, third base-
man, and “Vie” Saler, Cubs, first
baseman, ‘are the other men on the
top rung.

An argument in favor of good pitch-
ing could be advanced with the state-
ment that Sherwood Magee, of Boston;

“Cactus” Cravath, of Philadelphia;
«zach” Wheat, of Brooklyn; “Joe”
Connolly, of Boston, and George Burns
of New York, all known sluggers of
