"The Royal Government of Servla 
condemn all propaganda which may 
be directed against Austra-Hungary, 
that Is to say, all such tendencies as 
aim at ultimately detaching from the 
Austro-Hungarian Monarchy territor­
ies which form part thereof, and they 
sincerely deplore the baneful conse­
quences of these criminal movements.
TT Royal Government regret that, ac­
cording to the communication from the 
Imperial and Royal Government, cer­
tain Servian officers and officials 
should have taken part in the above 
mentioned propaganda, and thus com­
promise the good neighborly relations 
to which the
ment was solemnly engaged by the 
declaration of the 31st March, 1909, 
which declaration disapproves and re­
pudiates all idea or attempt $t inter­
ference with the destiny of the Inhab­
itants of any part whatsoever of Aus­
tria-Hungary, and they consider it 
their duty formally to warn the offic- (Telegraphic.)

3. The Royal Servian Government 
undertakes to remove without delay 
from their public educational estab­
lishments In Servie all that serves or 
could serve to foment propaganda 
against Austria-Hungary, whenever the 
Imperial and Royal Government furn­
ish them with facts and proofs of 
this propaganda.

4. The Royal Government also agree 
to remove from military service all 
such persona as the judicial inquiry 
may have proved to be guilty of acts 
directed against the integrity of the 
territory of the Austro-Hungarian

Austrian Ambassador tried, In a long 
conversation which he had yesterday 
with the Minister of Foreign Affairs, 
to explain away objectionable feature 
of the recent action taken by the Aust- 
rotHungarian Government. Minister 
for Foreign Affairs pointed out that, 
although he perfectly understood Aus­
tria’s motives, the ultimatum had been 
so drafted that lt could not possibly 
be accepted as a whole by the Servian 
Government. Although the demands 
were reasonable enough in some cases 
other not only could not poselbly be 
put Into immediate execution, seeing 
that they entailed revision of existing 
Servian laws, but were, moreover, In­
compatible with Servia’s dignity as 
an Independent State. It would be 
useless for Russia to offer her good 
offices at Belgrade in view of the fact 
that she was the abject of such sus­
picion in Austria. In order, however, 
to put an end to the present tension, 
he thought that England and Italy 
might ib3 willing to collaborate with 
Austria. The Austrian Ambassador 
undertook to comunicate Ms Excel­
lency’s remarks to his Government.

On the Minister for Foreign Affaire 
questioning me, I told him that I had 
correctly defined the attitude of his 
Majesty’s Government In my conver­

We 
would understand that fhe Austrian 
Government must consider that the 
moment had arrived to obtain, by 
means of the strongest pressure, guar­
antees for the definite suppression of 
the Servian aspirations and for the se­
curity of peace and order in the south­
eastern frontier of Austria. As the 
peaceable means to this effect were 
exhausted, the Austrian Government 
must at last apepal to force. They had 
not taken his decision without reluct­
ance. Their action, which had no sort 
of aggressive tendency, could not be 
represented otherwise than as an act 
of self-defence. Also they thought that 
they would serve a European interest 
If they prevented Servia from being 
henceforth an element of genenal un­
rest, such as she had been for the last 
ten years. The high sense of justice 
of the British nation and of British 
statesmen could not blame the Aus­
trian Government if the latter defend­
ed by the sword what was theirs, and 
cleared up their position with a coun­
try whose hostile policy had forced 
upon them for years measures so cost­
ly as to have gravely injured Austrian 
national prosperity. Finally, the Aus­
trian Government, confiding in their 
amicable relations with us, felt that 
they could count on our sympathy in 
a fight that was forced on them and 
on our assistance in localizing the 
fight, if necessary.
