London, Feb. 23~—~'The present la-
bor unrest is the result of a fiew and
clearer vision on the part of the work-
ems, brought about through the war.
Labor, instead of pregressing halting.
iy along the path of progress as dur-
ing the past generation, has suddenly
plunged tweutydive years ahead in
its views and demands,” said William
Brace, M. P, today.

! “The men now refuse to tolerate con
ditions, the existence of which their
fathers acoepted as a matier of Course,
We have suddenly reached a point
where the laborers with brains and
hands refuse to remain mere cogs in
@ machine and are determined to play
a part equal to that taken by the em-
ployers themeelves.”

1 asked Brace whether this justi.
fled the usg of the strike weapon,
which, as in the present instance,
can absolutely paralyze the industry
of Great Britaln,

He replied: “We haven't reached \a
etrike yet and shall'not do so until
every means of conciliation is exhaust-
ed. We miners are slow-moving, re-
_spongible people. We take the point
of view that the strike s our omly
means of being placed in equality with
our employers when the question of
ccllective bargaining arises. If the
adminietration finds other machinery
to provide this equality, we are will
ing to use it, but, as a last desperate
revort, we feel we are fustiiied in ue
ing the strike as a penfectly legiti-
mate instrument of warfare”

Asked his ideas on the immediate
cause.of the unrest, Brace replied:

“ft must be remembered that the
unrest in general as applied to the
population is caused partly by war pre-
strictions, strain and insufficiency of
food, but as regards the miners par-
ticularly it {s the result of the cumu-
1ative effect of innumerable individual
grievances.

“Hvery other man has his grievance
but the means of remedying it are
insufficlent. Consequently he -eithei
quits or nurses it. Our conelliation
hias falled. There must be some
means of meeting individual hardships
on the spot. We want some local, get-
atable tribunal for immediate decis
fons without letting bad feeling nour-
ith itself.

“The adminisiration realized this by
lmaking & concession to me last week
Swhere the workers' grievance was
righted, a decision invariably retro-
gpective.

“While we are aiming to remedy the

| situation by methods of concillation,
the administration must not permit the

! provocation of profitéering. If a strike
should oceur, we shall have done all
possible to prevent it.”

Asked whether the official position
had changed his previous views, Brace
said: “No, but I have discovered that
a sympathetic labor admintetration can
gometimes make even a bad law into
almost a good one.”

Among
trade union officlals the tendency
seems to be to remain non-commital,
pending publication of the details, but
the leaders of labor are far more
favorably disposed. ¢ James Sexton, a
member of parliament who represents
the transport workers, said today:

“We welcome this conference be-
cause of the moral effect upon Mabor.
Generally eyverything we can do to
concentrate attention upon the grave
matters confronting industry in this
country deserves the most sympathe-
tic consideration, and I am sure that
a really representative conference of
workers and employers will be of
great assistance.”

W, R. Appleton, secretary of the
teneral Federation of Trade Unions,
however, was more critical.

“We welcome the idea of a tonfer-
ence,” he sald, “but I think the func:
tions of that body will -have to be
very clearly dafined. Ofherwise it
will tend to diminish the effectiveness
and influence of parliament, and may
lead to conflicts of opinion.”

Neil Maclean, one of the New Glas-
gow members of parliament, said that
it the conference were to be success-
fu] it must not only include employ-
erg and officials of trade unions, but
the rank anqd file from the workshops.

But if labor seems ready to respond
there is to be found among the big
employers less inclination to become
enthusiastic. The attitude of the most
{mportant interests, like shipbuilding
and engineering, resembles that of a
man whose patience is about exhaust-
ed, yet who is resigned to any fate.
Ome and all say they are tired of con-
ferences which, to their minds, are
largely synonymous with broken
agseements and ambiguous phraseol-
ogy leading afterward to trouble,

Some say frankly they believe the
conference scheme to be only a red
herring dragged by the government
across the path. Others declare that
the men, having found employers
more inclined to make concession, are
now going beyond all limits of reason-
ablenegs. They scoff at the argument
of the miners that shorter hours and
higher wages are not inconsistent
with inereased production if modern
labor saving devices are installed.
They report that the miners have al-
ways fought the introduiction of up-to-
date machinery, and when such ma-
chinery wag installed tried to prevent
the employers reaping any advantage
therefrom.

There are still other employers who
say outright that present demands
cannot be ‘conceded “to and that
measures should be taken to kill the
idea that the section of labor,
though its ability to put the commun-
ity to the extremes of inconvenience,
may thereby derive any bengfit or
gain whatever they choose. In” their
opinfon it ig better to fight it out now
and have the matter settled than to
arrange for further temporary com-
promises.

“The community can put up with in-
convenience as long as the strikers
can,” express the general feeling of this
party of employers. Althoukh it will
enter a conference, at the desire of
the government it holds that the limit
of concessions has been reached and
that further toll on capital will tend
ouly to strangle Industry.

MANY KILLED IN
TRAIN WRECK

Baltimore and Ohio Passenger
Train Crashes Into a Double
Header — Seventy-five In-
jured, Many Fatally.

Pittsburgh, Feb. 23.—Nine persons
are known to have been killed and
seventyfive others injured, many fa-
tally, when a Balvmore and Ohio
railroad passenger train crashed into
a double-header locomotive here last
night.

The accident occurred near Swin-
burn street, on Second Avenue, at
which point the tracks are elevated
above the surface of the street. The
nine bodies which have been brought
to the morgue are <rushed and show
mute evidence of the terrific impact
between the passenxer train and the
‘big locomotive.  Hospitals, to which
the scores of injuréd were rushed, re-
port that many of the patients are fa-
tally hurt, and it is expected the death
list will be increased.

All the victims of the accident live
In and about Pittsburgh, many of
them coming from the city of Mec-
Keesport, near here.

London, Feb. 28.—Great Britain has
made the first real move toward lift-
ing the blockade on the neutral pows
ere and Russia. The British Board
¢l Trade has issued a general license
permitting Britons to resume trade
with Turkey, Asia Minor, Armenia,
Eyria, Bulgaria, Black Sea ponts| and
Lussia, \

Exporters may now obtain licehses
from the trade department.

British shipping companies, notably
the Cunard line, the Ellerman Wilson
line, and the Maclay and McIntyre liae,
the latter being partly owned by Sir
Joseph Maclay, shipping controlles,
have already .made ' arrangements o
establish services with the Russian
Black Sea ports.

Under government direction 1lists
have been prepared of goods needed
and exports available in the enemy
vountries as well as in southern Rus-
sia. This means that Great Britain
iztends to embark immediately upon
a big export campaign. - Before the
war Germany's exports to Russia
amounted to 643,000,000 roubles and.
Great Britain's 174,000,000.

On Thursday the British Manufag«
turers’ Corporation, composed of some
three ‘hundred flrms, is expected to
approve the terms of fusion with the
Federation of British Industries, repras
senting more than eight hundred man-
ufacturing firms and 170 trade asso*
ciations. The object of both organizas
tions is the same, viz, the develop:
ment of British export trade.

TREATY S00N READY FOR GERMANS

It is Highly Important as it Settles the Disarming and De-

mobilizing of the German

Forces Down to a Small

Police Basis of Between Five and Ten Divisions.

Paris, Feb. 22—The Supreme War
Council has completed the main de-
taflg of the military treaty which Mar-
sha! Foch will soon present to the
Germans. It will be further perfectud
in detail at a meeting of the council
on Monday and then finally passed
upon by the council of the great pow-
ers on Tuesday. This document is a
highly important one, being, in fts
terms. a permanent armistice, but, in
effect, a military treaty, disarming and
demobilizing the German forces down
to a small police basis understood to
be between flve and ten divisions of
1,000 men each, with a similar com-
plete naval and aerial disarmament
and the dismantlement of the frontier

fortifications, as well as Heligoland
and the Kiel Canal.

The economic and boundary quess
tions with Germany are left for later
determination, but, from the military
and naval standpoint, this treaty will
be completely effective in terminating
the war, making impossible any re
sumption of it. The treaty will also
have the effect of releasing all the
Allied troops, except in the establishe
ed areas to be occupied until the de-
finite peace treaty is signed.

This military treaty will be so effec.
tive in ending the possibility of hos
tilities that it is construed, in some
quarters, as definitely ending the war,
although there may still be the techs
nical question whether the final end.
ing of the war does not awalt tha
signing of the final treaty of peace.
