Mr. Andrewe represented the forty
grain exchange firms on whose peti-
tion a temporary injunction was is-
sued last week.

Chlaims Act lllegal.

Mr. Andrews was followed by Hugh
Phillips, K. C.,, counsel for the North
West Grajn Dealers’ Association, who
said that the Canada Grein Act itself
was an interference with the rights
of individuals and if it were ultra
vires no commission had any right
to enquire into conditions resulting
from it8 enactment.

C. P. Wilson, K. C, appearing for
the department of justice, said the
Crown did not propose to discuss the
validity of the grain act. .They took
the stand that parliament could make
regulations similar to those if the
board of grain commissioners under
other existing statutes. Elevators,
for instamece, could be classified as
public utilities even though operated
by companies incorporated under pro-
vincial statutes

Mr. Phillips insisted that his state-
ment of claim demanded a ruling from
the Manitoba court on the validity of
the grain act. Mr. Justice Curren
Indicated that he thought this phrase
of the case was purely an academic
one, and that the real point for argu-
ment wae, whether a valid commis-
sion had been issued, and had the com-
missioners efcéeded their authority.

A heavy electrical storm swept down
the St John River Valley this morm-
ing and shortly before noon gave
every indication of reaching the height
of its fury when it hit Fredericton,
but suddenly the storm appeared to
split and spent its fury in other di-
rections.
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At least one building between here
and Woodstock was struck by the
lightning, a barn a short distance be-
low Woodstock being struck by lightn-
ing and destroyed by the fire which
followed when the storm was sweeping
over that section of the valley district,
Along the entire St. John Valley from
Woodstock to a point a few mlies
northwest of Fredericton there was an
exceptionally heavy rainfall and tela-
phane wires are down in some sec-
tions as a result.

Along the Nashwaak Valley, where
much of the severity of the storm
expended itself, there was such a tor-
rific downpour of rain that the crops
in some places are said to have been
practically washed out of the fields
while the lightning was also severe, a
large tree at Taymouth being struck
by one of the flashes. There was,
however, no further damage in that
district so far as could be learned by
the New Brunswick Telephone Com-
pany’'s operators.

Much of the district swept by the
storm has been badly in need of a
heavy rain followed by warm weather
to assist the hay and grain crops.
