MODERN IDOLATERS'

WORSHIP GOLDEN CALF OF FINAN- !
CIAL EXCITEMENT AND STRUGGLE.

Blighting Effect of Bowing at the Shrine
of the Modern Calf of Gold—Temple
of This Mighty God of Modern Times i
—How Its Worship Blights & Man’'s
Whole Being.

Washington, Oct. 28.—In this dis-
course Dr. Talmage shows how the
spirit of greed destroys when it .takes
possession of a man and that money
got in wrong ways is a curse. Text:
toxodus,. Xxxii, 20, ‘‘And he took the
calf which they had made and burnt
it in the fire, and ground it to pow-
der, and strewed it upon the water,
and made the children of Israel drink
of it."

People will have a god of some
kind, and they prefer onc of their
own making. He.e come the 1sraelites
preaking off thewr golden earrings,
the men as well as the women, ior
.n those times therc was masculine
as well as feminine decoration. Where
did they get th.se beautiful gold ear-
rings, coming up as they did from
the desert? Oh, they borrow ed them
of the - Egyptians when they left
gypt. These carrings are pi ed up
into a pyramid of ghttering beauty.
““Any wmore earrings to Lring?'’ says
Aaron. None. Fire is kindled, the
carrings are melted, and poured into
a mold, not of an eacle or a war

e

sharger, but of a silly cali. The gold
cools down, the mold is taken away,
.nd the idol is set up on its fou
egs. An altar ig buit in front ol
he shining calf. Then the proplc
throw up their arms and gyrate and
shriek and dance vigorously and
worship.

Mcses has been six weeks on Mount
Jinai, and he comes back and hears

he howling and s2es the dancing of
these golden calf fanatics, and he
oses his patience, and he takes the

two plates of stone on which were
written the Ten Commandments and
iings them so hard against a_ rock
that they split all to pieces..

are compelled to drink of that brool
or not drink at all.

Its tempie is vasie
than St. Paul’s cathedral in England.

'nd St. Peter’s in Ttaly, and the Al-
hambra of the Spaninrds, and the
Darthenon  of  the Greeks. and the
Taj Mehal of the Hindoos and all th
cathcdrals put together, 1ts pillaus
are grooved and ivted with gold, and
its ribbed arches are hovering  go'd,

chandelicrs  are descending*
floors are tessellated
are crowded

and its
go'd, and its
gold, and its vaults

heaps of gold. and its spires and
donus are soarins gokl, and its or-
gan pipes are resounding d. .and
its pedals are tramping goid, and it=
stops pulled out are flashing gold.

Further, cvey god must have . not

Tts altar. is net
m-d» out of stone as other altars bul
out of counting room desks and fire-
proof safes, and it is a broad. a long.
a high altar. The victims sacrificed
on it are the Swartouts and the Ket-
chams and the Fisks and 10,000
other people who are g'ain before this
gelden calf. What does this god care
about the groans and struggles of
ike victims before it? With cold, me-

tallic- eve it looks on and yet lets
them suffer. What an altar! What
a sacrifice of mind, body and soul!
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The physical health

of a great multi- .

tude is flung on to this sacrifical al- |

tar. They cannot sleep, and they
take chloral and morphine and in-
toxicants. Some of them struggle in
a nightmare of stocks and at
o’clock in the morning
up, shouting, “A thousand shares of
New York Central—lOS‘/z——-lako nr’
tintil the whole family is afirighted,
and the speculators fall back on their
pillow and sleep until they
awakened again by a *‘corner’’ in Pa-
cific Mail or a sudden “pige’”’ of Rock
Island. Their nerves gone, their di-
gestion gone, their brain gone, they
die. The gowned ecclesiastic comes
in and reads the funeral service,
«Blessed are the dead who die in the
Lord!”’ Mistake. They did not ®‘‘die
in the Lord.” The golden calf kicked
them!

The trouble is then men sacrifice
themselves on this altar sﬁggestcd in
the text they not only gacrifice them-
gelves, but they sacrifice their fami-
lies. If a man by a wrong course is
determined to go to perdition, I sup-
pose you will have to let him go. But
he puts his wife and children in an
equipage that is Jhe amazement of
the avenues and the driver lashes the
horses into two whirlwinds, and the
spokes flash in the sun, and the gold-
en headgear of the harness  gleams
until black calamity takes the bits
of ihe horses and stops them and
shouts 'to the Juxuriant occupants of
the equipage, ‘‘Get out!’”’ They get
out. They get down. That husband
and father flung his tamily so hard
they never got up. There was the
mark an them for life—the mark of a
split hoof—the death~dealing hoof of
the golden calf.

Still the degrading
on, ahd the devotees kneel and kiss
the dust and count their golden
heads and cross themselves with the
blood of their own sacrifice The
music rolls on under the arches. Tt
is made of clinking silver and clink-
ing gold and the rattling specic of
the banks and brokers’ shops and the
voices of all the exchanges. The
soprano of the worship is carried by
the timid voices of men who have
just begun to speculate, while the
deep bass rolls out from those who
for ten vears have been steeped in
the seething caldrey. Chorus of voices
reioicing over what they have made;
chorus of voices wailing over what
they have lost. This temple of which

worship goes

T speak stands open day and night,
and there is the glittering god with
his four feet on lLroken hearts, and

there is the smokine altar of sacri-
fice, new victims every moment on
it, and there are the kneeling devo-
tecs: and the doxcloey of the wWor-
chip rolls ong while death stands
with moldy and skeleton arm beat-
ing time for the chorus—‘‘More, more,
more!’’ .
Some jpeonle are very much sur-
rrised at the actions of people in the
Stock Exchenee, New York. Indeed,
it is a scere sometimes that pera-
lvzes desceription and is beyond the
imagination of anv one who has
never loored in. What snapping  of
finger and thumb ond wild gesticula-
tion and raving like hvenas  ond
stamping like hufinlos and swaying
to and fro and jostling and running
one upon another ard deafening  up-
roar. until the president of the ex-
chanee strites with his mallet. four

or five times, ervineo, “QOrder, or-
der!” and the astonished spectator
roog out into the fresh air feeling

that he has escaped from pandsmon-
jum. What does it all mean? T will
tell you what it means. The devo-
tees of every heanthen temple cut
themselves 1o picces and - yell and
gyrate. This vocifaration and gyta-
tion of the Stocr Exchange is all ap-
pronriate. This is the worship of tho
golden calf.

But my text suggests that this
worship has to be broken up, as the
behavior of Moscs on this occasion
indicated. There are those whn say

that this golden calf spoken of 40
the text was hollow and merely
plated with gold. otherwise Moscs

could not have carried it. T do not
know that, but somechow, perhaps
by the assistance of his friends, he
takes up this golden calf, which is
an infernal insult to God and man,
and thrcws it into the iire aned (oS
melted, and then it comes out and is
cooled off, and by some chemical ap-
pliance or by an old fashioned fle it
is pulverized, and it is thrown into
the brook, and as a pinishment the
people are compelled to drink the
navseating stuff. o you may deperd
upon it that God will burn and he
will grind to pieces the golden calf
of modern ddolatry, and Le will com-
pel the people in their agony to
drink it. Jf not before, it will be so
on the last day. I know not where
the fire will beein, whether at the
“Battery’” or Lombard street, vhe-
ther »t Shoreditich or West IEnd, but
it will be a very hol blaze. All the
Giovernment securities of the TUnited
States and Great Dritain will curl
up in the first blaze. All the money

safes and deposit vaults will melt
under the first tourh. The seca will
burn like tinder, and the shipping
will be ahandored forever.. The

melting gold in tre broker’s window
will burst throvch the melted win-
dow glass into the street, but the
flvine popnlation will not stop to
scoop it up. The ery of “Fire!’" from
the mountain will be answered by
the cry of ‘“‘Fire!”” in the plain. The
conflagration will burn out from ihe
continent toward the sea and then
burn in from the sea toward the
1and. New York and Tondon with
one cut of the red scythe of destrve-
tion will go down. Twentv-five
thovsand miles of conflagration! The
earth will wrap itself sround and
round in shroud of flame and lie
down to perish. What then will he-
come of your golden calf? Who then
so poor as to worship it? Melted
or hetween the upper and the nether
millstona of falling mountains ground
to powder. Dacon down. Moloch
down, Juggernaut down, golden calf
doon'

But every day 18 a day of jude-
ment, and God is all the time grind-
ing to pieces the golden calt. Some
years ago in a time of panic we
tearned as never before that forgares
