We have had a tremendous excite:
ment over a snpposed case of wholesale
poisoning at a temperance pic-nic. Three
St. John boys, overhere on a rather good
time, and three of their Digby friends,
were refused the privilege of going to
Bear River on a temperance excursion,
and sothey hired a team and drove over
on their own account. During the ddy
the mouths of many of thg party began to
get -sore, and it ~whs diseov-
ered that the water had been drug-
ged. The word went forth that
the whale party had been poisoned, and
the alarm was great. Antidotes were
called for loudly. If there had been any
brandy within reach the whole party
would have got drunk. But there was
pothing to be had but buttermilk and
Other - temiperamce antidotes: - Some
fancied that the poison was already gnaw-

ing at their vitals, some engaged in pray-
er, some simply cried for their mothers,
and all were distressed.

After consultation it was decided that
the St. John boys were the poisouners,
and, on the return of the party
writs were issued, and the boys
placed under arrest. After consultation
the boys decided, rather than have the
ease go to trial, to pay $150 to settle it;
without confessing thatthey were guilty,
and they were set at liberty. It is not
known what drug was used. The doctor
who is accused of having supplied it has
been given onc weck to pack up and
leave.
