CONSTITUTION

OF THE

CATHOLIC TRUTH SOCIETY OF O'TTAWA
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NAME.

1. The Society shall be called the * Catholic Truth
Society of Ottawa.”

OBJECTS.
2. The objects of the Society shall be:—
(1) To disseminate among Catholics small and
cheap devotional works.
(2) To assist the uneducated poor to a better
knowledge of their religion.
(3) To spread among Protestants information
about Catholic Truth.
(4) To promote the circulation of good, cheap
and popular Catholic books
3. The Society shall be conducted as a branch of
“ The Catholic Truth Society ” of England.

OFFICERS.

4. The Society may elect one or more patrons.

5. The officers of the Society shall consist of a
President, two Vice-Presidents, a Secretary, a Treas-
urer and an Executive Committee of ten, who shall
be elected by ballot, separately in the above men-
tioned order at the annual general meeting of the
Society, and who shall constitute a committee for the
