I do, accordingly, by this Proclamation, give notice, that I have appointed, and do
hereby appoint, Thursday, the Twenty-sixth day of January next, at Halifax, for the
meeting of the said General Assembly, for the Dispatch of Business—and I hereby
require the Members of the Legislative Council, and the House of Assembly, to
attend in General Assembly on the said day, at Halifax—whereof they, and all
others concerned, are to take notice and govern themselves accordingly.
