An attempt was made to train the

A Prompt Response by Firemen. 
There was no delay in turning in 

the alarm and certainly none on the 
part of the brigade.

The town team, at work near 
the hall were soon bounding out with 
the hose reel and Simcoe was aware 
that only a stern fight would save 
the towns central and chief indus­
try.

Fire Fought With Judgment and 

Daring.
If those responsible for the low 

pressure they obtained at the Litho 
fire did not benefit from the exper­
ience, the firemen took a cue from 
theirs. They kept for the most part, 
on the windward side, reared ladders 
to windows or entered the doors at 
the third
fought the fire to its teeth; and with 
such success that the fire was con­
fined to this storey and the roof 
collapsed only about the ventilators. 
The contents on the three lower 
floors were deluged with water. The 
walls remain intact. Some of the 
machinery may be serviceable, but 
there is a great loss of very valuable 
machinery and much material par­
tially manufactured and on this 
floor.

The open corn and pea sheds to 
the east, temporarily sided in and 
filled with beans in bags, were kept 
wet by men working from doors and 
windows on the floor under the con­
flagration with intermittent assis­
tance from outside.

Gains Continue

Headquarters of the French Army 
the French Front, Tuesday night. 

April 17—(Delayed) — (From a staff 
correspondent of • the 
Frees)—The initial success of 
French in tlie great battle begun 
yesterday continued to-day, 
despite most desperate 
from the Germans their front posi­
tion was occupied along another 
twenty miles extending eastward 
from Rheims to Auberive.

Germans Strong
The strength of the Germans can 

be gauged by the fact that they em­
ployed nineteen divisions of front 
line troops. The trenches were ab­
solutely filled with men, and ac­
cording to prisoners, who now num­
ber over 13,000, they had orders to 
stand until the last, but could not 
resist the French artillery and in­
fantry.
