At first sight no head was visible,
and the neck only appeared to end in a
beak. The whole body of the bird is
under water while swimming, only the
long neck was seen. If it was frighten-
ed it disappeared altogether under the
water, or fly rapidly away. Another
peculiarity which we noticed was that
when the bird had left the water it lay
down on a bush with outstretched wings
to getdry. The flesh of this creature has
an unpleasant, oily flavor.

item, and while its burden falle with
greater pressure on the poorer classes,
others will feel it to no inconsiderable
extent. Difficulty will be experienced
in collecting the ment.

The council this year reduced the as-
sessment to $38,000, and that we believe
was & good move, provided of course the
expenditure is kept within the income.
To do that, however, the most rigid
economy must be practiced. Last year
the interest item alone summed up
$9,574, and this year we presume it will
amount to about the same figure. That
will leave $28,486 with which to carry on
the affairs of the city, if the full assess-
ment is collected which is not by any
means very probable, ‘The ‘amount

at the disposal of the council
will be small. We trust it will govern
itself accordingly.

There 18 no urgent need for new public
works, and no outlay in that direction
should be encouraged. All that is requir-
ed is that our ordinary services should be
efficiently maintained. Our roads and
streets want some little repair, and re-
quire to be kept clear. Well directed
effort can accomplish that without much
outlay. OQur public squares and landings
need more attention than was given
them last year. They should present a
respectable appearance in the summer
season at least. Attention might be
directed to & dozen and one other mat-
ters which need looking after, but all of
which need occasion no extra outlay.
Qur various services can be proper-
ly managed with the amount which will
be at the disposal of the council, if
economy is the order of the day.

The people of Stanley are quite in earn-
est in their efforts to secure the con
struction, at no distant day, of what is
known as the York and Carleton rail-
way.

The minister of justice
had further argued that in England the
qualification of & member was the only
ground of interference, and parliament
had so interfered in the case of John
Mitchell, but in deciding that Mitchell
was disqualified, he (Mills) pointed out
that while Gladstone voted that Mitchell
was disqualified, he had not voted to
give the minority candidate the seat.
