Friends of John Nelan; of Wel-
land Canal Fam%‘fPetitioning
for His Release.

Kingston, Ont., July 18.—It is under-
stood here that John Nolan, the last
of the trio of dynamiters who were
sentenced to life imprisonment in the
Kingston penitentiary for attempting
to blow up the Welland Canal 14
years ago, will be pardoned and de-
ported to Ireland. Pressure is being
brought to bear on the Department of
Justice by Nolan's friends to secure
his release. Nolan is about 50 years
old and is a physical wreck, and it is
being urged that he be released in or-
der that he may spemnd his last days
in freedom. Since the release of Dull-
man, who was the leader of the plot
to strike a blow at Great Britain in
the cause of Home Rule for Irelnnqﬂ
through the wrecking of the canal,
Nolan’s friends have been very ac-
tive, and it is probable that in a short
time a petition will be presented to
the Government asking for his par-
c¢on and representing him as a tool of
the master mind, Dullman. Noaln
has not been in good health for some
time, and recently he was transferred
to the pile, despite the fact that he
is one of the model prisoners.

Nolan was in America only a short
time when he became involved in the
activities of the secret society which
planned the wrecking of the canal
He will be quiétly deported as soon
as he is released.

Dullman was released last week and
Walsh died in a local hospital a few
years ago.

His Majesty will throw his great influ-
ence toward the side looking for an
amicable settlement.
