HAWAII, THE " PEARL OF 
THE PACIFIC."

Tbe Eleventh of a Series of 
Letters by John R. .Musick

The Overthrow of Mon­
archy.—The Provincial 

Government

Tbe feeling is still too bitter between 
the Republican, or P. G.’a, a, they ate 
contemptuously called by their enemies, 
and the Royalists tor the exact truth a. I 
to the overthrow of the monarchy to be j 
obtained. The political feeling here is 
at about the same heat it was in the 
United States in 1866. The Royalist, 
.till call the government ‘ Provisional,’ 
and refuse to recognize it.

To understand the cause of the over­
throw of monarchy one must have some 
knowledge of the history of Hawaii. In 
the latter pattof the 18th century a pow 
erful chief ot Hawaii, known as Kame- 
hameha, captured two American sailors 
named Davis and Young. The latter 
was a boatswain on the Boston frigate 
Eleanor, the former on a little sloop, the 
Fair American. The latter vessel was 
seized, its captain and crew, with the ex­
ception of Davis, killed, and its cannon 
taken on shore. Young and Davis, be­
ing expert gunners, were spared to man­
age the artillery for Kamehameha, who 
at once began the conquest of tbe whole 
group of islands. The two Americans 
were his generals, they married the 
daughters of chiefs or princes, aud were 
given high offices.

After several years of war all the Sand­
wich Islands were conquered, an! Kame­
hameha declared king over all. He was 
succeeded by four direct descendante 
known as Kamehameha II., III.,IV.’, V. 
The natives having abolished idolatry, 
tn the year 1820 the missionaries sent by 
the American Board of Missions came to 
con veil them. They were kindly re­
ceived by the natives, but by this time 
the islands had become a rendezvous lor 
whaling vessels, whose officeis and crews 
were lewd, lawless men, and they ob­
jected to the restraints of religion and 
decency.

The missionaries, however, had come 
to stay, and, in an earnest manner, be­
gan the conversion of the heathen. They 
were often threatened ly the lawless 
sailors, who regarded their upright lives 
as a standing rebuke to their own im­
morality. But, in spite of all threats 
and danger, the missionaries held their 
ground. They had the respect and con­
fidence of the kings, who remained their 
friends, and the cause of Christianity ad­
vanced until all of the islands were 
brought under its sway. Missionaries 
who came to the islands young men, 
raised families of children, grew old, and 
died. Children born on the islands grew 
up, died, and left children, natural born 
Hawaiians, the same as any American 
citizen to-day is an American.

The business interests of the islands 
soon began to attract the attention of 
the world. Americans came to engage 
in agriculture or mercantile pursuits. 
These dota ou the face of the globe as­
sumed great importance, and the English, 
always jealous of any advance cf Ameri­
cans in the acquisition cf territory, be­
gan to turn their attention toward the 
islands.

As the Ametican Congregaticnalists 
and Presbyterians bad succeeded so well, 
the Chutch of Englsnd, from purely 
political motives it is claimed, began a 
religious conquest of the islands. I rout 
this time on there was a struggle between 
Americans and English to control the 
ruling monatchs.

Kamehameha III gave the people the 
first liberal constitution. All the Kam- 
ehamehas seem to have been friendly to 
the Americans, as they were probably 
under the influence of Ynung and Davis 
and their descendants.

The anti-missionary party in lime be 
came tbe ajiti-Ameriean party. History 
shows how England has sought in the 
past to get control of the islands, and 
how she objected to the annexation of 
them to the United States during the 
Forties, as the trade at that time with 
the United States was increasing in pro­
portions that'alarmed her.

Tbe direct liue ot Kamehamehas end­
ed with Kamehameha V. After one or 
two short reigns, David Kalakaua was 
elected king. Though a dissolute man, 
with many weaknesses, he seems to have 
lmd an idea of justice and l ight. But he 
tried to please all parties, and, of course, 
failed.

By this time sugar aud rice plantations 
had become a source of great wealth in 
the islands and Americans with pluck 
and energy were peopling the country 
ami getting the cream of its industries.

The lands had previously been divided 
among the common people in a way that 
was equitable tb all, the assertions made 
ou the floors of the American Congress 
to the contrary notwithstanding. Under 

; the old kings all land was invested in 
their name, as lauds originally were in

Ureal Britain. These kiugs distributed 
them somewhat according to the feudal 
system, to chiefs, reserving great tracts 
of what are still called crown lauds. At 
the suggestion of the missionaries large 
quantities of lands were set apait for the 
common people, and these lands, though 
small in acreage, composed nearly all the 
very best soil on the islands. They were 
the taro patches and rice fields, some of 
which are to-day worth five hundred dol­
lars per acre, while there are vast tracts 
of lava-strewn mountain land not worth 
one dollar for live hundred acres.

Atnjng the many American emigrants 
to the islands were shrewd business men, 
who procured long leases on sugar lands 
and bought large tracts from the king. 
British influence was brought to bear 
upon King Kalakaua. He was told to be 
‘a real king and have a great army and 
navy.' Public improvements were neg­
lected, roads became almost impassable, 
while the king secuted a large loan front 
England, and squandeted vast sums of 
the revenue in loans and on Hula dancing 
girls.

Kalakaua was not a bad man. He was 
a weak, vain man, and easily influenced 
by bad surroundings. He was constantly 
in need of money, though his annuity was 
greater than the salary of the President 
of the United States. He found himself 
hampered by ths constitution which lim­
ited bis power, and declared his intention 
of giving the people another constitution 
which was in reality a return to absolute 
monarchy.

Great excitement prevailed, and a rev­
olution was threatened by the people 
whose liberties were endangered, until, 
bowing to the popular will, Kalakaua 
permitted tbe constitution to stand.

It is said that at this time the king's 
sister, Princess Liliuokalani, was in Eng­
land, a guest of Queen Victoria, studying 
royal life. She was very indignant at 
bet brother yielding to the wishes of the 
American Hawaiiens, and on her return 
to Honolulu a revolution was precipitated 
by some of her friends to depose the Jting 
and p'ace her on the throne. The Amer­
ican settlers on the islands went to the 
rescue of the king, and the rebellion was 
put down.

King Kalakaua died January 20, 1891, 
and was succeeded by his sister, Lilitto- 
kalani, as queen. The queen was tho­
roughly English ineducation and sympa­
thy. From the first she displayed intense 
hatted for the American missionaries. 
Left alone she might have made an ex­
cellent monarch, for those who know 
her tay she possesses many good qual­
ities ; even her political enemies deny 
the slanders against her personal char­
acter. But the queen was ill-advised. 
Her race prejudices were roused by inter­
ested persons. The American mission­
ary was held up in tbe light of a moral 
pirate, who had left his conscience at 
Cape Horn, and come to rob and plunder 
the natives as the Spaniards had done in 
America, aud all under the guise of 
religion.

In various ways she kept her subjects 
alarmed by threats to deprive them of 
their constitutional libeitiee. Though 
her salary and income from crown lands 
exceeded the salary of the president of 
the United States by nearly twenty thou­
sand dollars, she was not satisfied. She 
was advised to be a queen in splendor as 
well as name. A crowd of evil designing 
friends were constant.y about her advis­
ing her to do what, they shoujd have 
known would be her ruin. There were 
neatly two thousand Americans aud over 
one thousand Germans, as well as many 
English, at this time living on.lhe islands, 
who did not believe in the divine tights 
of kings. Many of these had, by thrift 
l#6d honest toil, accumulated propet ty 
smnunting to millions. With them it 
was a business proposition. Should they, 
in order to maintain a tradition born in 
tbe dark days of barbarism, and cradled 
in ignorance and superstitiou, yield up 
the hard earnings of their lifetimes ?

It finds fault with them all, but 
inclines to those counities whose interests 
are equally opposed to the American- 
Japauese claims.

Usmmiott farliamrnt.
Ottawa, March 23.—In the bouse 

this afternoon, Mr. Laurier made one of 
his good nature! declarations in parlia­
ment which seemed to put everybody 
in good humour and shows that the 
opposition leader reads the signs of the 
times. Rising on the orders of the day 
bring called, he said : 11 suppose that 
the house is anxious to know from the 
leader of the house whether there is any 
truth in the rumor tbàt a commission 
has been appointed to proceed to Winni­
peg to confer with the Manitoba govern- 
rnsut in respect to the Manitoba school 
question.'

Sir Charles said in reply to tbe leader 
of the opposition : I may say that such 

delegation has been appointed, con­
sisting of the minister of justice, the 
minister of militia, and Sir Donald 
Smith, and it proceeded to-day to Win­
nipeg for the purpose of opening ne­
gotiations with the government of Mani­
toba, which, as this house is aware, has 
been good enough lo adjourn the legisla­
ture of Manitoba until the 16th day of 
April, iugl*»d of proroguing, as it had 
intended before these arrangements were 
made. I take this opportunity, re­
marked Sir Charles, of saying how glad 
the government will be to have the kind 
co-operation and influence of the leader 
of the opposition with his friends in the 
government of Manitoba in doing what 
he can to facilitate the object of the com­
mission.

Mr. Laurier remarked : 1 am glad to 
say that the hon. gentleman will have 
that and always has had it. Although 
this is a tardy step, I think it is a most 
important step, that they have taken of 
doing at last what they should have done 
long ago, in my estimation. I would 
fuither ask whether it is the intention of 
the goverument to lay on the table of the 
house the commission ant! instructions 
given to the commissioners?

Sir Charles Tupper replied that toe 
papers wouli be duly laid before the 
house, ÿ

Sit Charles Tupper, replying to Mr. 
Casey, stated that no allowances for 
Douse rent, travelling expenses, etc., had 
been made to Sir Charles Tupper while 
acting as high commissioner, without 
salary. The order in council appointing 
him acting high commissioner had been 
cancelled and a new order passed request­
ing him to supervise the high commis­
sioner’s office for the present.

Mr. Wood informed Air. McShane that 
communications had been received from 
theatrical managers and citizens of Mont- - 
real in reference to the existing duty on 
scenery, costumes, etc. Tariff changes 
on this subject wsre in contemplation.

Mr. McNeill rose to move that it 
would be to the advantage ot Canada and 
the empire a« a whole that a small duty 
(irrespective of auy existing tariff) be 
levied by each member of the empire 
against foreign products imported by 
them, and that the proceeds from such 
duties be devoted to purposes of imperial 
inter-communication and defence. The 
originator of this scheme was Mr. 
Hnfmeyer, South African statesman. 
The proposal that a duty of five per cent 
should be levied ou foreign imports over 
ar,d above whatever might pievail in 
different parts ol the empire. The 
amount raised would be sufficient to 
defray the expenses of the defence and 
allow subsidies for steamships and a 
balance still remain. It was not propos­
ed, of course, that the money raised in 
Canada should be spent by any other 
country than Canada.

Mr. Davin, iu seconding the motion, 
said it xvas a good omeu that the move­
ment for imperial federation =hould 
come irom tbe colonies.

After recess, Mr. Weldon, resuming 
the debate, proceeded upon the aesump- 
lion that the mover's estimate contem­
plated the raising of about enough, by a 
preferential rate, to pay the cost of the 
militia and steamship subsidies. Five 
per cent, duty, even, would not leave 
much surplus above the cost of these two 
Hems tn he dex-oted to the larger impe­
rial defence.
