Hamilton Must Build 
Line From Dundas

If It Enters Power 
Scheme at Once.

May Be Litigation Over 
Gravel Pits.

The power enthusiasts who have been 
arguing that, if Hamilton did not plunge 
into the Government scheme at once, the 
city would be stuck for the cost of build­
ing a line in from Dundas later, were 
gixen another jolt by Chief Engineer 
Sothman. who visited the (Sty Hall yes­
terday. Mr. Sothman declared that the 
commission had definitely decided that 
the main switching station will be placed 
on the mountain side, near Dundas. whe­
ther Hamilton comes in now or at some 
future date, and the city will have to 
build and pay the cost of the line* from 
Dundas in any event. Mr. Sothman 
eavs that this can be done, however, 
within the estimate of Hamilton’s share. 
$115.000. It was decided to place the 
station near Dundas. because it would 
be cheaper and more convenient than 
building the line closer to Hamilton, the 
engineer explained. Mr. Sothman said 
the commission had practically secured 
the whole of its right of way and every­
thing i1 in shape to go ahead with the 
work. He declares that copper can be 
secured cheaper now than it was ever 
hoped to get it. and that the whole work

:i be done within the estimate.

Although the city, under legislation 
recently enacted by the Ontario Legisla­
ture. passed a by-law prohibiting gravel 
pits within the city limits, unless per 
mission was first secured from the city 
and certain restrictions imposed adhered 
to. the gravel pits in* the west end are 
still going full blast. It is said Edward 
New was served with a copy of the by­
law. but gravel is still being taken from 
the pit. Tut by-law will likely have a 
severe test won', as the city will proba­
bly institute a proeecution. It is believ­
ed that the owner will make a strong 
fight, and contend that the Legislature 
had no power to enact such legislation, 
as it interferes with vested rights. It 
would he possible for the city, under the 
statues. ;n prosecute anyone operating 
a gravel pit. if it could be shown that a 
nuisance was being committed.

Two Drowned
Guanajuato, Mexico, June 5.— 

Two women - are known to have 
been drowned, a score of persons 
are reported as missing, and pro­
perty to the value of $20,000 was 
destroyed late yesterday, the re­
sult of the breaking of the dam 
across the river at this place. The 
dam had just been completed. A 
bolt of lightning struck and de­
stroyed a similar dam just above 
the main structure, allowing the 
water to rush in in such volume 
as to destroy the latter.

MAY SELL LIQUOR 
IN GRAND STAND.

The steam railways running out of 
Hamilton are charged with discriminât 
ing against passengers to this city from 
Toronto to the disadvantage of Ham 
ilton merchant# ami business men. At 
the Finance Committee meeting last 
night Aid. Dickson pointed out that if 
ten people went from Hamilton to To­
ronto they could get a' reduced rate, but 
if a parly of the same size wanted to 
come to Hamilton they could get no re­
duction. The matter was referred to the 
Hoard of Trade. If an application for 
an order was made to the Railway Com­
mission it is believed about the only ef­
fect it would have would be to cause 
the railways to charge the full rate from i 
Hamilton to Toronto.

After discussing the matter pro 
and con for some time, it was decided to 
give a grant of $150, which is $50 less 
than usual.

I It was decided to send the Warden 
and County Clerk to the meeting of the 
Municipal Association at Toronto.

The Council took no action in regard 
to the request for a grant to tbe Quebec 
battlefields’ fund.

A resolution was passed this morning 
that leave be given to introduce a by- 
laxv granting aid to the town of Dundas 
tuxvards repairing that portion of the 
Dundas and Waterloo road in the said 
town. There xvas some lively discussion 
about fixing the assessment. Councillor 
Guest xvanted it fixed so as to ensure 
a revenue of $58.856.90. xvhich would 
wipe out the overdraft and save the in­
terest xvhich amounted to $1.000 lost 
year. After much discussion, principally 
between Councillors Guest and Gage it 
was decided to fix the rate at 3.5, which 
will be equal to a levy of $51,499g3.

A resolution was adopted that 6 per 
cent, be charged on all overdue taxes.

A deputation from the Hamilton 
Health Association were present asking 
for a grant of $1,000. They pointed out 
that the institution did not receive any­
thing for the patients from the county 
and had not sufficient funds to carry 
on the good work. They figured that the 
cost of each patient per day was $1.09, 
counting wages and all other expenses. 
The city allows 40 «>ents per city patient. 
After discussing the matter pro and con 
the Council decided to do likexvise. The 
association xvas given a grant of $420.40 
on this basis.

TESTED ENGINES.
Beth Steamers Case Goad Satisfac­

tion This Moriiag.

The lire department engines were 
tested this morning in the yard behind 
Central Station, and were put through a 
new test. When the pumps and suction 
power were tested, previously the en­
gines had to be pulled down to the bay. 
and this left the city open to danger. 
A well has been sunk in the tire station 
yard which docs away with that, anil 
the engines were tried out from the well 
this morning. Their suction pump* 
worked well, and the test was every bit 
as satisfactory as if the water was re 
reived from a hydrant. With colil water 
in their boilers to start witlirihe engines 
made good time in getting up steam, 
the new one starting xvork with a full 
head in eleven minutes, and the hid one 
in fourteen minutes.

Story That $2,000 is to 
be Spent.

McClemont Had Fine
Meeting Last Night.

Both Candidates Hold 
Meetings This Evening
“The liquor interests in Hamilton are 

going to spend $2,000. and more if neces­
sary, in this city, to secure the election 
of the Tory candidates."
