GREENWICH, May 12th, 1866.

GENTLEMEN:—Since my letter of the 28th 
April, the Lieutenant Governor has thought 
proper to dissolve the House of Assembly; 
consequently in a short time we shall again be 
in the turmoil and excitement of a General 
Election. All former elections sink into in- 
significance compared with the present. The 
question, not of Confederation, but of Consti­
tutional existence, is now to be brought before 
you, and it is for you to pronounce a verdict.

In the Royal Gazette of the 2nd May I read 
that the Lieut. Governor sinks the high and 
commanding position of the Representative of 
Her Majesty into a mere agent of the Govern­
ment of Great Britain, to carry out their 
schemes, however they clash with the interests 
of New Brunswick. He says: “Could the 
Lieutenant Governor, consistently with his 
duty, with his convictions, with his position 

.as an Imperial Agent, have returned any other 
answer to the address of the Legislative Coun­
cil than one similar in substance to that which 
he actually did give.” As an agent, certainly 
not—because he is compelled to carry out the 
directions of his principals; but as the Lieut. 
Governor and Commander-in-Chief of the Pro­
vince—as the representative of the Sovereign— 
as the first estate in the country, he is not com­
pelled to execute the orders of the Imperial 
Government, should they in the slightest man­
ner infringe upon our Constitution. We learn 
that the serfs in Russia are being placed upon 
a more favourable footing as respects their po­
litical status; and can it be possible that in 
the 19th century British Colonists are to be 
deprived of their birth-right as British sub- 
jects; their Magna Charta violated, and their 
political character disgraced.

By the last English mail it appears that the 
Government of Messrs. Gladstone, Cardwell 
and Earl Russell have been defeated on the 
Reform Bill; that in fact they do not repre­
sent the people of England—that is out of 631 
members present (an unprecedented number) 
they had only a majority of five, which virtu­
ally amounts to a defeat, as the Government 
are supposed to influence some 18 or 20 votes.

Sra,— As efforts systematic and determined,the insincerity1 arid hypocrisy which make the 
very name of Reform a scandal and reproach 
to public men, and I very much mistake the 
character and temper of this new House of 
Commons if it suffers another Ministry to trade 
upon the Reform cry—to introduce and aban­
don a Bill, and yet to remain true to the sweets 
of office. It was therefore absolutely impe- 
vative for the Government to stand or fall by 
their measure—and it needed no wise pro­
phet to foretell that whether they stood or fell 
must depend entirely upon the character of 
the Bill they introduced. :

I think the House will agree with me that 
there are three great essentials to the success of 
any Government attempting at this tine to deal 
with the question of Reform. The first is, that 
the attempt should be made by a strong Go­
vernment ; and Lord Russell himself told a 
deputation the opposition to a Reform Bill 
would be very determined and very formidable. 
Therefore a bill should only be introduced for 
the purpose of being carried ; it should be an 
instrument of Legislation, not of agitation.— 
Then the second essential is, that it should be 
for a generation at least, a settlement of the 
question—and the third is, that a Government 
bringing in a bill for the settlement of the 
question in the face of a formidable opposition 
should have the power of appealing to the 
Country by dissolution. I ask the House 
then, how many of these essentials are found 
united on the present Treasury bench ? Sup­
pose we take them one by one. In the first 
place, have we a strong Government ? On this 
point of course I can only apply a very obvious 
and very easy teat, yet one to which it is im­
possible for any member of the Government to 
take the least exception. Let us compare the 
present Government in point of strength with 
the last which attempted and failed to carry a 
Reform Bill in 1860. Well, in that Govern­
ment they were as less than ten members of the 
Cabinet with seats in the House of Commons. 
Only six of them remained when they deter­
mined to introduce this measure. Four of them 
were gone, and six remained without one single 
addition to their number for weeks after they, 
announced their determination to bring in a 
Reform Bill, and even within a few days of the 
meeting of Parliament, four of them were gone, 
and who were those four ? Were they Lord 
Herbert," Sir G. C. Lewis, the Duke of New 
Castle and Lord Palmerston ; those names re­
mind us that they were the great strength of 
the Cabinet.

All the physicians admit that the greatest 

difficulty they encounter in their practice is in 
conveying to the seat of a disease the medica­
ment that will counteract and neutralize it.

But a liquid substance, 
as everybody knows, can be charged with the 
essential properties of any and every substance 
in the Materia Medica, and there is no herbial 
extract which it will not hold in solution with 
all its preventive nnd curative virtues un-

vernment comes in and sees fit to countermand 
the orders previously sent to their agent, in 
what position would Governor Gordon then be 
placed, or bow would New Brunswick stand, 
so far as Responsible Government is concern­
ed. We had better be a Crown colony, 
than—having the semblance of authority over 
our own affairs, with all the expense attendant 
thereon—be thus trampled upon, and our pri­
vileges interfered with by the Colonial Secre­
tary of the day. I believe the people of New 
Brunswick are hardly yet prepared tamely to 
give up their rights; that the Anglo-Saxon 
spirit will be aroused, and that they will treat 
with becoming firmness the attempt to coeroe 
and override them.

Last year our Legislature passed, by an al­
most unanimons vote, a Treasury Note Bill, 
which would have increased the circulation 
£100,000, the notes to be based upon the se­
curity of the Province. Unfortunately a sus­
pending clause was attached to the bill. (It 
is said at the instance of His Excellency.) — 
This Bill, perhaps as important to the welfare 
of New Brunswick as any measure that has 
been brought before the Legislature for years, 
has never, to this day, received the royal as­
sent. £100,000 added to the circulation would 
have stimulated business, and would have 
greatly benefitted the industrial classes, as well 
as the merchant, the manufacturer and the 
farmer. But because we had exercised the 
rights granted to us, and refused to go into 
Confederation, Earl Russell and his colleagues, 
considering that we must be made to feel the 
consequences of our refusal, do not advise Her 
Majesty to give her assent. Here was a mea­
sure that was entirely local, not interfering in 
any way with Imperial interests, and desirable 
for the more advantageously carrying on our 
public works refused, because New Brunswick 
had returned a large majority to the Legisla- 
ture, opposed to the Quebec Scheme. We are 
nauseated by the Confederate schemers and 
shallow politicians, with the hacneyed charge 
of disloyalty, because we refuse to do the bid­
ding of Mr. Cardwell and the British Govern­
ment, through their agent Mr. Gordon. If it 
is disloyal for the Constituencies of this Pro­
vince to go counter to the wishes of the Im­
perial Government, by the same rule those 313 
members of the House oi Commons, who voted 
against them on the 28tn April, for the pur­
pose of turning them out, are disloyal in a 
still greater degree, and Mr. John Bright and 
his confreres, (numbering some 33, out of a 
House of upwards of 650), are loyal. This 
Mr. Bright, member for Birmingham, be it re­
membered, has again and again expressed his 
admiration of Republican Institutions, he has 
been charged, and I believe correctly, with a 
desire to sweep away the Monarchy, as well as 
the House of Peers. We in New Bruns­
wick, many of whom are descendants of 
the men who, from love of the British Constitu­
tion, left comfortable homes, are told that we 
are disloyal, and traitors to our Country, be­
cause we do not slavishly obey the orders of a 
Government kept in power by this Mr. Bright.

In the Confederate newspapers Mr. Cardwell 
and his colleagues, Earl Russell and Mr. Glad­
stone, are lauded to the skies, as men of talent 
and great statesmen. I beg to differ with those 
encomiums, and I am strengthened and con­
firmed in every opinion by the opinions of 
those able to judge, and who have kept in view 
their movements. Among others Mr. Hors­
man, in he debate on the Reform Bill, says, 
“my right hon. friend (Mr. Gladstone,) began 
by a reference to the past, but of what does that 
history remind us? Five times have the lips 
of royalty been stained by promises, which 
have never been kept ; and five times have Her 
Majesty’s ministers been committed to pledges, 
which have never been performed. That is very 
true. It is very sad, and it is very diseredita- 
ble, but to whom? Not to the House bi Com- 
mons, for the House of Commons was never a 

• party to those pledges, and is not bound to 
whitewash. the character of ministers, whose- 
proceedings, when an opportunity offered it- 
self, it invariably disapproved. But when my 
right hon, friend told us that five Cabinets had 
been committed to Reform, he omitted to ex­
plain that on four of those five occasions Lord 
Russell was a prominent member of the Ad- 
ministration ; that it was he, and he only, who 
insisted upon the introduction of these Reform 
Bills, and that they ware notoriously intro­
duced less to meet the exigencies of the nation, 
than to meet the exigencies of a particular 
minister, and that every one of those bills 
was opposed to the opinion of Parliament end 
to the sense of the nation. * But that makes 
a very great difference. This is an important 
fact, because, when the authority of history 
is invoked to influence and to guide us io 
this matter, there is a vast difference between 
one individual minister lour times insisting 
upon the necessity of a change, and four dis- 
tinct and separate ministers approaching the 
question from opposite points of view, and 
concurring in the same necessity.”

From 1862 to 1866 thia question of Reform 
had been agitated under the most fa vorable cir- 
cumstances.
