The cremation system, which became
a necessity in our city, owing to the high
price of real estate for cemetery and
other purposes, has been fouud to work
well, as by it the land is for the living
and the urn is for the departed. The
needless expense formerly incurred by
the poorer classes in sable trappings and
expensive funeral paraphernalia, which
they could ill afford, is now re-
duced to a minimum, and the cost of
the pyre and a modest: urn for the
reception of the ashes of the dear ones
who are gone, are within the reach of
even the humblest of the city,”

THE FISHERY TREATY.
