BALES OF SILK STOLEN.
Unusual Theft Accomplished on the
Steamer Minnesota.

Seattle, Sept. 23—The Times pub-
lishes details of a theft of silk valued
at $4,000 shipped from Hong Kong to
New York on the Great Northern stea-
mer Minnesota. At Hong Kong on
July 28, 120 bales of raw silk in
skeins was shipped and checked by
the steamship agent. When the Min-
nesota reached Manila a consignment
of cigars was received, and the steam-
ship officers went to the silk to open
it to put in the cigdrs, the two being
shipped together in a watertight room
carefully locked.
