The destruction done to traps 
by the storm will take many hun­
dreds of dollars to replace, not to 
speak of the loss in fish, as there is 
no doubt that by the gale which 
wrecked the traps in the best part of 
trapping put trap owners out of hun­
dreds of quintals of fish.

The false reports circulated con­
cerning the fishery, are bound to dc- 

f preciate the value of fish, and the as­
sertions of those parties who send 
unreliable reports to the press de­
serve the strongest condemnation.

A Smash-Up.
BOY’S NARROW ESCAPE.

While Mr. John Smart, of Logy Bay, 
was bringing a load of dry codfish to
