Newfoundland Method­
ism Goes Over the Top.
EE POET or MISSIONARY COMMIT­

TEE SHOWS REMARKABLE RE- 
CORD FOR PAST TEAR.
The following report was presented 

by the Missionary Committee at Thurs­
day’s session of Conference :

Your Committee, with hearts filled 
with thankfulness to the Great Head 
of the Church, desire to report that 
the givings of our people to Missions 
this year have reached the sum of 
$24,333.00. The amount raised last 
year was $19,379.00, so that the in­
crease is $4,954.00. The objective set 
foi this year was $21,000.00, and we 
havce not only reached our objective, 
but passed it by $3,333.00. Eight years 
ago we were paying only $750.00 as 
salary, and, in addition to what we 
raised, were receiving $11,000.00 from 
the,Mission Board to enable us to 
meet our liabilities. To-day we are 
paying the Ministers on Missions 
$2,000.00, and, instead of receiving 
money from the Mission Board, we 
are in a position to give the Mission 
Board $4,000.00 for work in other 
lands. This splendid result has been 
reached through the loyal co-opera­
tion of all the Ministers in this Con­
ference, the generous response of our 
people, and the indefatigable labours 
of our Superintendent of Missions.

2. We heartily endorse, and sub­
mit for Conference approval, the fol­
lowing Resolution passed at the meet­
ing of the General Board of Missions 
in May last:—

“That this General Board of Mls- 
"sions place on record its conviction 
“that the time has come for a great 
“spiritual and missionary forward 
“movement in the Methodist Church 
“of Canada; that the definite object

The much heralded “Panzerkraft- 
wagen,” or German tank, made Its de­
hut In fair numbers In the great at­
tack of March 21st last One of these 
tanks slipped into a stone quarry 
and turned over on Its side, and a sub­
sequent advance by French troops 
placed this German machine well 
within Allied lines where It could he 
studied at leisure.

The German version of the tank Is 
a ponderous affair, quite In keeping 
with the “kolossal” tendencies of the 
Teutons. It weighs 45 tons, and car­
ries a crew of 18. In general appear­
ance It follows the French rather than 
the English design of tank, but is far 
larger than anything yet attempted by 
the Allies with the exception of the 
American steam-driven tanks which, 
at this writing, have not yet been In 
action. N

Following the practice of the French 
and British tank crews, the Germans 
have named each of the Panzerkraft- 
wagen. In the case of the captured 
tank It bears the name “Elfriede,” and 
carries on all sides the characteristic 
Maltese cross of the German air ser­
vice. Its armor varies from 1.2 Inches 
for the front plates to .64 inch on the 
sides and .8 Inch at the rear. The 
steel employed must be applied In con­
siderable thickness because of the evi­
dent lack of steel in Germany, and that 
In turn makes for a cumbersome, If not 
inefficient, tank.

As for armament, one 47 mm. or 1. 
86-inch rapid-fire cannon is mounted 
for direct fire ahead, and six machine 
guns mounted In pairs are placed at 
the sides and the rear. The 18 men 
of the crew have none too much room 
in this 23-foot tank, and the conditions 
during actual combat are certainly not 
unlike the proverbial sardines in a 
box. The conning tower, in which the 
driver sits, is entered from above and 
has hinged side-shutters; but it is re­
ported that observations even at mod­
erate range, is difficult owing to struc­
tural defects. The crew can get in 
or out of the steel box by means of 
two doors on either side. Every Inch 
of space wlthiÿ the tank is utilized to 
the utmost; in fact, folding chairs are 
mounted on the inside of the doors and 
ropes are hanging from the ceiling 
order to provide “straps” for the crew 
after the fashion of a crowded street 
car.

All In all, the Panzerkraftwagen, 
aside from an inclosed gear box which 
reduces the possibility of the gears 
getting clogged with tnud and dirt, 
presents no great improvement over 
French and British tanks which have 
fallen Into the hands of the Germans. 
If anything, it is merely more cum­
bersome through lack of proper ma­
terials, and therefore a poorer fighter. 
—Scientific American.

SUCCESSFUL BRITISH ATTACK.
LONDON, June 28. (Official.)

This morning English troops car- J 
ried out a successful operation on a 
front of about three and a half miles 
east of the Nieppe forest. Our line 
on this front has been advanced to an 
average depth of nearly a mile, and 
more than 300 prisoners and 22 ma­
chine guns have been captured. All 
our objectives were gained, including 1 
the hamlets of Le Pinnette, Verte 
Rue and La Becque. The enemy 
was taken by surprise and our casu­
alties are light. At the same time 
Australian troops attacked and cap­
tured hostile posts west of Merris to­
gether with 43 prisoners and six ma­
chine guns. On the rest of the front 
the situation is unchanged.

A SHOCK FOR THE HUNS.
WITH THE BRITISH ARMIES IN 

FRANCE, June 28. (By the Associa­
ted Press.)—Field Marshal Hinden- 
burg’s troops east of the forest of 
Nieppe got a nasty and unexpected | 
shock to-day when the British sud- j ■ 
denly drove forward in a surprise at- j. 
tack on a front of more than three 
miles, and hurled back the startled 
grey- coated soldiers to a depth of !,«• 
699 yards. The operation was an un­
qualified success from its inception 
and the attackers reached all their 
objectives in remarkably short time. 
By this thrust the British not only 
have greatly improved their position 
in this important sector, which lies 
north of Merville, but they inflicted 
heavy punishment on two hostile di­
visions that were holding the line 
here, the SL’nd division of Saxons, and 
the 44th reserve division of Reserves.
