ANOTHER DEADLOCK AT LAU­
SANNE.
LAUSANNE, May 4.

The Near East Conference has 
again reached a deadlock over the 
question of the protection of for­
eigners In. Turkey. Ismet Pasha 
head of the Turkish delegation, re­
fused even to discuss the amended 
text which was accepted by Ismet 
after adjournment ' of the Conference 
in February. The Allies do not con­
sider themselves bound by the Feb­
ruary text because it was accepted 
after the Turks had refused to sign 
the treaty. The Allies are insisting 
that arrests, seizures and domiciliary 
search affecting foreigners be carried 
out only when consented to previous­
ly by foreign advisers. Ismet insist­
ed that if the Allies repudiated the 
accord reached in the closing hours 
of the previous conference, and it 
was again found that a peace agree­
ment was Impossible, the world 
would know that the rupture had 
been caused by uncompromising at­
titude of the Allies. The delegates 
left the Conference in a pessimistic 
mood as the question is regarded as 
one of the most important before the 
conferees.

LIMITING CHINESE IMMIGRATION 
OTTAWA, May 4.

1 The House of Commons to-day pas­
sed a bill which will practically limit 
Chinese immigration ti> merchants 
and students. Hon. Charles Stuart 
intimated that a Canadian official 
would be stationed in China and any­
one seeking admission to Canada 
would be required to assure that of­
ficial of his bnnafldes as a merchant 
in the import or export trade with 
China. Peddlers, hucksters, laundry- 
men and so forth would not he admit­
ted. \
