“ blows !” When its editor wants to 
be unusually effective, he commences 
by casually remarking that the Her­
ald is the finest newspaper out, and 
proceeds to dilate upon its “ local 
and national 'repute” and the great 
abiiity of its editor, and the way in 
which it always gets ahead of the poor 
Mercury. The great need for his 
continually telling this to his readers 
is obvious.

For some time the Herald has been 
reduced to the necessity of wrangl­
ing with the Brantford papers, as The 
Mercury has something better to do 
than to play the editorial game-cock 
with him ; but our publication of a 
telegram from Mr. James Massie on 
Thursday gave him the wished-for 
opportuhity, and yesterday his long 
suffering readers are treated to a 
dbiumu of that spluttering, bragging 
misrepresentation, strongly spiced 
with personal abuse, in which the 
soul of the Herald delighteth.

night was the greatest ever hetftl 
that city, and one of the greatest 
ever held in Canada The capacious 
city hall was tilled to its utmost ca­
pacity; the feeling was enthusiastic 
to intensity; and the resolutions 
were carried with but a single dis­
sentient. The speech itself was, 
without exception, the most perfect 
oiatorical effort ever made in the 

country. During its delivery the 
silence of the audience was almost 
of painful intensity, such was the 
eagerness of the listeners to catch 
every word, while at the conclusions 
of Mr. Blake's most telling points, 
the room rang again and again with 
volums of applause. As an Intel 
lectual treat, it was of the finest or­
der; as a vindication of the cause of 
political honesty and of the outraged 
l ights of Parliament and the people 
it was unrivalled in force and vigor.

From such a âian as Blake, with 
such a subject to treat on, a splendid 
effort was to be expected. The 
issue before the people brings back 
the old days and memories of the 
time when the people were battling 
against a corrupt and tyrannical ex- 
ecutive for the right? which are now, 
in theory, part and parcel of the 
British Constitution.

Mr. Blake traced in minute detail 
the whole course of the plot which 
has culminated in the seizure of the 
reins of,Government by a dozen con­
spirators, who have peremptorily 
refused to submit themselves to the 
authority of Parliament. He showed 
the preparations—deliberate prepar­
ations—made for this series of out­
rages, in the Acts which gave 
to the Government almost uncon­
trolled power over the Pacific Char­
ter, and at tbe same time refused to 
the people a tribunal that could de 
tect and expose the Governmental 
violations of the election law of the 
land. He traced the various tricks
