= Railway, of shortening the present cir-
cuitous route, In the case of freight
!rnue Toronto, for instance, to Hamilton,
ad of carrying it on by Stratford
and around to Paris, connection should
be made at Berlin so that trains could
run from there to Paris direct. The
distance from Berlin to Paris by the
Stratford route is about 60 miles, while
the direet line would be only about 25,
of which 12 arc now in running order.
All that is necessary to make the present
route shorter by about 33 miles, and ob-
tain an air-line to Buffalo, isto finish the
12 or 13 miles of road between Galt and
Paris.

Tug BALANCE OF NATURE. — A ‘writer
says :—*‘¢ In the natural etate of things |
the balance hetween plant and anim
life, and the relations both have upon the
earth upon which they live and the air
which surrounds them, are most admir-
ably adjusted, as are ‘the effects of the
carnivorous animals upon thoese which
live upon vegetables. = In our cultivation
we break up the natural balance. ~ We
raise an excess of certain plants, and the
insects that live upon such plants in-
crease to a wonderful extont ; we kill off
insect-eating birds, and complain that
insects destroy our crops. . We destroy
every snake we meet and shoot every
owl upon sig; nd look about for re-
medies for tr and shrubs that have
been gnawed by mice-and rabbits. In
our cultivation we have undertaken to
supplant nature in producing better
plants than would: naturally grow, and
we must accept the rest as the natural
consequence.

Two Russian guns and carriages, tro-
phies of the Crimean war, have been re-
ceived at the Royal Arsenal, Woolwich,
having been retnrned from Colchester,
where they have stood as public monu-
ments for about seventeen years. 1t has
been notified that several other trophies
of a similar character have beengiven up
by the local authorities of other towns,
and that they are on their way to Wool-
wich, where they will be broken up.
There very few Russian guns to be seen
in the Royal Arsenal, Woolwich, and
these are, generally speaking, only such
as are remarkable for soms peculiarity,
one, for instance, having a cannon-hall
from a British gun Jodged in the muzzle
and jammed fast, The sentiment which
induces country corporations to return
their trophies out of a compliment to
the Duchess of Edinburgh will, we hope,
endure, but it is doubtful.
