Philadelphia, Pa., Feb. 28. Count 
Apponyi. the Hungarian statesman, 
visited Philadelphia today and tonight 
made the principal address at the 
Academy of Political and Social Bel- 
ence He took for his topic "The Men- 
ace of War as Europe Sees It."

Although Count Apponyi is here on 
n mission of universal peace, he de- 
glared this afternoon in an address to 
the students of the University of 
Pennsylvania that disarmament at the 
present time would be folly.

"The time for disarmament," he 
said, "a question most popular and 
which takes hold of the more unthink- 
ing minds, is not yet ripe. When it 
comes it must be simultaneous. It 
would be the height of folly for any 
nation to take the step at present 
when peace is not secure. We cannot 
do away with the fact that the possi- 
bility of war exists. Not to arm our- 
selves because we believe in peace is 
as foolish as not to lock one’s door be- 
cause one is for honesty

"Anyone who has known my pub- 
lie life would laugh at the thought 
that I should advocate disarmament. 
We can serve the cause of humanity 
at large only by powerfully evolving 
the institutions which exist between 
nations.

"Our spirit of patriotism will do its 
best to make peace secure by showing 
that the benefits of pence are greater 
than those of war."
