The recent additions to the plant of 
the McClary Manufacturing Company 
will when completed cost te the 
neighborhood of $50,000. The new 
buildings include a metal storage 
warehouse, which is a substantial 
three-story building, 81 by 110 feel, on 
the second flor of which is a complete- 
ly equipped and well-furnished dining- 
hast for the use of the company’s em- 
ployees; a molding shop addition, 100 
by 148 feet, and a polishing department 
addition 46 x60 feet.

Apart from these buildings now 
either completed or well advanced, a 
giant new smokestack will be erected 
shortly, 128 fest te height, and having 
an inside width of 6 feet 6 inches.

Thirteen Hundred Employees.
At the present time the McClary 

Manufacturing Company is employing 
no less than 1,300 employees, about 
equally divided between the down- 
town and Chelsea Green plants. Cot 
Gartshore states that despite reports 
of a scarcity of labor in the city, the 
McClary Company has no great diffi­
culty in securing the required num­
ber of employees. Men at this season 
of the year are looking for inside em- 
ployment.At the present time the com­
pany employs 200 more hands than at 
the same season last year.

Good Customers.
A recent order which is now being 

pushed through is for a carload of 
steel ranges for the Doukhobors in 
the Northwest.

Col. Gartshore declares that notwith- 
stalding what may be said to discredit 
them in some particulars, they are 
good customers, and have plenty of 
money to buy the latest heating and 
cooking equipments for their homes.

HUKOW FALLS TO
CHINESE INSURGENTS

Major-General W. D. Otter, C. V. 0. 
Commander-in-chief of the Canadian 
militia, visited London yesterday, ac- 
companied by his staff officer, Lieut.- 
Col. Howard, and conducted an in­
spection of the Seventh Regiment at 
the Armories Monday evening. There 
was a splendid turnout of the soldiers, 
and the officers had occasion to feel 
proud of the showing made. Every- 
thing went off without a hitch, and 
although the general would not ven­
ture an opinion, it is thought that he 
was well pleased with London’s crack 
regiment. To those who had the pleas- 
ure of witnessing the inspection the 
boys never appeared to better advant­
age. The men, with their big busby. 
on, and resplendent in their scarlet 
uniforms, were put through various 
drills and manoeuvres before the crit­
ical eyes of the general and the local 
officers, among whom was Col. Hod­
gins, D. O. C.

A Splendid Sight.
The general first inspected the men 

as they stood at ease. lined up the 
whole length of the building, while 
the band played "O Canada.” Passing 
slowly down the long lines, accompan- 
ted by the officers, not a detail escaped 
him, and he was apparently satisfied 
with the appearance of the men. Then 
the men were drilled in companies up 
and down the big floor. The bend 
and bugle band were also inspected, 
after which a tour of the different 
quarters was made.

After the inspection the general was 
entertained in the officers' room. Al­
though he gave comment on the pres­
ent conditions at the armories, he 
stated to the officers that it was most 
important to take a serious vew of the 
military calling. In order to be prepar­
ed for any contingency that might 
arise it was necessary to have the offi- 
cers and men of the regiments famil­
iar with the tactics and different 
phases of military work.Merely march­
ing and drilling inside an armory did 
not make a man a soldier. This might 
be all right for appearance, but in 
actual warfare it was the man who 
knew the conditions and had studied 
the phases of actual service that was 
the most useful.

Actual Warfare.
The general’s statements were not 

made with an attitude of finding fault, 
but merely to point out to the officers 
the importance of instructing the men. 
in the tactics of actual warfare. The 
Thanksgiving Day tactics at Dundas, 
in which nearly every regiment in On­
tario will take part, are held for prac­
tically thia purpose. The officers of 
the Seventh have been delighted so far 
with the splendid turnouts at the fall 
drills, and they are looking forward tr 
making a fine showing at Dundas.

The Revolution Is Now Spread­
ing to the Eastward.

The rebels also captured Hukow, a 
fortified town fifteen miles east of Kiu 
Klang.

The fall of Kiu Kiang and Hukow in­
dicates the spread of the revolution 
east ward, and that further difficulties 
for the Government at Peking are 
ahead. It also interrupts communica­
tion between Shanghai and Hankow, 
and heretofore wireless and post mes­
sages from Hankow have been tele­
graphed here from Kiu Kiang.

During the day no news from Han­
kow was received here, though ra- 
mors continued in circulation, and 
caused uneasiness. Thousands of refu­
gees are arriving from Nanking, which 
is reported as likely to fall into the 
lap of the revolutionists in a few days.

Wu Hu is the most western point in 
the direction of Hankow with which 
telegraphic communication is main­
tained.

Foreigners Protected.
The British, French, German, and 

Japanese warships are sheltering the 
foreigners. Kiu Kiang has several mis­
sionary stations.

It appears to be a question how long 
the revolutionary government will be 
able to control the mobs in the towns 
along the river, but foreigners appear 
to regard themselves as fairly safe. 
Foreigners at Soo Chow, in the Prov­
ince of Kiang-Sia, and at Foo Chow, 
in Fo-Klen Province, have asked that 
warships be sent there.

In addition to the popular disquiet­
ude the revolutionists are finding it 
easier to obtain financial assistance 
than is the case at Peking.

An unconfirmed report has it that 
the revolutionist* have demanded that 
the Taotai of Shanghai surrender the 
native city and port to them on con­
dition that order will be maintained.

None of 
them was certain enough of it to risk 
an advance to that end.

“Why will you not back my act if you 
think it will be a success?" she wae 
accustomed to ask all the managers, and 
“Bring me your completed act and I will 
book you for a trial week," was the 
invariable reply. Some managers, how- 
ever, as is the custom, held out hopes 
of assistance, taking a copy of the act, 
which possessed many clever parts.

The chief glory of this stately res­
idence, an Indian Hall, was much ad­
mired by the British sovereign. The 
hall is built to represent an Indian 
temple, the illusion being considerably 
enhanced by its hammered copper 
doors.

Only those who have entertained 
royalty, or have been on the spot 
while the august guests were in resi- 
dence, know the full extent of the 
exacting preparations that have to 
be made. As a general rule the King 
invites himself, for it is not eti­
quette to send a formal invitation te 
his majesty. Then some time in ad­
vance of the visit, the host submits 
a list of guests to the King, who it 
at liberty to strike out names and 
add others.

Before a royal visit Is paid to any 
mansion, the court surveyor subjects 
the whole structure to minute exam- 
ination, paying particular attention te 
the drainage, which occasionally hai 
to be altered to come up to his 
demande.
