Three addresses given under the 
general theme of "Pastoral Leader- 
ship in Missionary Enterprise,” with 
the discussion following each, con- 
stituted the morning's program at 
the World Missions Conference 

meeting in Wesley Hall. The aud- 
lence was largely composed of clergy 
from London and the district, with a 
few local laymen. Rev. W. L. Armi- 
tage of St. James' Church, South 
London, acted as chairman.

Dean Tucker of St. Paul's Cathed- 
ral who spoke from the subject, “In 
Organizing His Forces,” dealt par- 
ticularly with the pastor as a finan- 
cial force for missions.

"In all churches," he said, “we have 
failed to reach the rich of our con- 
gregations. In the forward move- 
ment, for instance, the rank and 
file did nobly, but we fell down all 
along the line in the matter of the 
rich. In the Church of England very 
few wealthy Anglicans gave anything 
commensurate with their means. 
If we could only reach our wealthy 
people, all the financial problems in 
connection with missions would be 
solved.

“There still remain a few who 
cling to the ancient custom of giving 
a tithe of their possessions. While 
I am not advocating this system, it 
would be a fine thing if people could 
be induced to give to missions, one- 
tenth of what they spend on them- 
selves.

Associated Press Despatch.
London, Nov. 6.—Practically all the 

major political prophets and not a 
few of the minor political speakers 
are unanimous in anticipating an 
election in January.

The women's vote will be more im- 
portant than ever, consequently a 
great educative campaign concerning 
tariff mysteries and such matters will 
be begun almost at once by all the 
political parties.

H, H. Asquith is to warm up the 
free traders at a great demonstration 
in London next week. The Morning 

• Post, which is not often found in 
agreement with Ramsay Macdonald, 
the Labor opposition leader, declares 
the latter is right in saying the issue 
is not between free trade and pro- 
tection but between protection and 
the policy of the capital levy, social- 
ism or a class war, since Asquith and 
his followers are not at all likely to 
be an alternative to the present gov- 
ernment.

Conservative free traders, espe- 
cially in Lancashire, are very guarded 

on Premier Baldwin's policy. Harold 
Briggs, Conservative member of the 
House of Commons for Blackley, for 
instance, admits that he ‘is not yet 
convinced that protection is the best 
way out of the present troubles in 
the United Kingdom. Nevertheless 
he would continue to support the 
‘application of the safeguarding of in- 
dustries act where he was convinced 
that it was in the best interests, of 
the country to apply it.

The Manchester Guardian, which 
always has been a strenuous sup- 
porter of Great Britain's free trade 
standpoint as it existed two genera- 

tions ago, acquits Premier Baldwin 
‘of having any party move in mind.

“There is another and deeper cause 
operating, no doubt, on the minds of 
Premier Baldwin and the mass of his 
supporters,” the Guardian says. "The 
broad fact is that since the elimina- 
tion of the home rule question by 
the memorable act of appeasement 
the Unionist party has been without 
a fighting policy. It has been even 
without a name. It needed some- 
thing to give it unity and a program. 
We could wish for its own sake and

Preaching at night he took his text 
 from Luke 1.., 18 and 19, and em- 

phasizing the words of Christ in the 
synagogue, "He hath appointed me 
to preach the gospel to the poor. He 
hath sent me to heal the broken- 
hearted, to preach delivery to the 
captives, and to preach the acceptable 
year of the Lord.”

"What do you believe of God?" he 
asked. "Do you really, down at the 
bottom of your hearts, believe that 
the church is carrying out this teach- 
ing of Christ? Does the work done 
by the church make you feel that 
this declaration of Jesus is the key- 
note of her work? Down in my own 
church in Toronto, where I see some- 
thing of the awful sufferings of the 
poor, and where sometimes people tell 
me they have no decent clothes in 
which to go to church, I feel the 
great righteousness of these words, 
and their absolute truth if the work 
of the church is to be worth any- 
thing at all in the world.

"Christ said ‘love your enemies.' 
Anyone can love their friends—that's 
easy—but it takes the best and finest 
that a man is capable of to allow 
him to love his enemies. Is it not 
written in the New Testament, ‘I am 
my brother's brother'? That is the 
spirit we need in the world today, 
and which if we carry out with all 
our strength and enthusiasm, will 
prevent any children going hungry or 
without clothes or without many 
things they need, if they are to grow 
up into useful citizens. If we had 
spent a fraction of what the war 
cost us on behalf of the kingdom of 
heaven, there would have been no 
war, and what is more, unless we 
spend it now on the kingdom of 
heaven we shall have more wars in 
the future.

"How often did Jesus tell someone 
to ‘be of good cheer'? It is no good 
trying to be a Christian with a long 
face. Religion, if it is worth any- 
thing, is a matter of gladness and of 
faith in the power of God to give us 
those things which are the essentials 
for life. Secular education and mere 
worldly wisdom and learning are use- 
ful, but the love of Christ is the one 
essential and the only thing which 
can ever make this civilization of 
ours the practice of the teaching of 
the church."

Mr. Wilson congratulated the con- 
gregation on the possession of their 
fine church, on the very large attend- 
ance, and on the work being done by 
their pastor and the members.

. Urges Giving.
"Sometimes looking from my win- 

dow, I see long lines of motors, 
reaching from Richmond street down 
to the Masonic Temple, and on the 
same evening they will stretch down 
Clarence street nearly to the G. T. R. 
and along Richmond street in front 
of the cathedral, and so on other 
streets. If the people of London 
could only be induced to give to the 
church one-tenth of what they spend 
on motors, uor missions would be 
well supplied.

"It is wrong for us to depreciate 
the importance of money. Money 
is not the root of all evil, nor is it 
filthy lucre. It is love of money 
which is the root of all evil, and 
money itself means intellect, energy, 
life. Money sent into mission fields 
is a gift of life itself, and more es- 
pecially so, when it means an of 
self-denial, a spirit of self-sacrifice 
on the part of the man, woman or 
child who sends it."

The evil of covetness was stressed 
by Dr Hugh McDairmid of Stratford, 
who spoke on "Cultivating the Sense 
and Practice of Stewardship."

Flays Covetness.
“The most-common and pernicious 

of all sins," he said" is covetousness. 
Great emphasis is placed upon it 
in both the old and the new testa- 
ments. Seventeen, more than half 
of Christ's parables, deal directly 
with it. Since God, then, has given 
such a great amount of space also 
in his Holy Word, to the sin of covet- 
ousness, dare we, as ministers of the 
gospel, be silent upon it."

In opening the morning's theme 
for discussion. Dr. J. Lovell Murray, 
director of the Canadian School of 
Missions, dealt with pastoral leader- 
ship "In Developing a Missionary 
Mind.”•

"The Missoinary Ideal,” he said, 
"is at the bottom of all church work. 
It represents the most supremely un- 
selfish ideal of our church. But we 
have no right to ask men to give their 
money to missions unless we first see 
that they are informed upon them."

From his experience in college 
work, Dr. Murray offered a number 
of suggestions with regard to the 
manner in which the pastor may 
develop the missionary mind in his 
congregation.

Need Missionary Mind.
“First, the minister himself must 

have a missionary mind. It is a fact 
that the majority of ministers are 
without just this one essential. Very 
few are as well informed upon mis- 
sion work as they ought to be, even 
though they may regularly preach 
their missionary sermons.

"But in addition to keeping the 
missionary ideal before him, - the 
minister ought to converse more 
with his people on the subject of 
missions. It need not be necessary 
for him to ride it as a hobby upon 
all occasions, but it should not be 
allowed to slip out of sight. Missions 
should be developed through Sunday 
services through prayer meetings, 
and through visitations from mis- 
sionaries home on furlough. And 
most important of all the minister 
must have the missionary message.”

The remainder of the program in- 
cludes a mass meeting for women at 
3:30 this afternoon, and a mass meet- 
ing for young people at 8:00 this 
evening.
