‘I'he Cuban Rebels Defeated.

A despatch from Havana to Madrid an-
pounced that in skirmisbes with the Gov-
ernment troops in Mestanzas the rebels lost
two killed. Three of their number were
taken prisoners, The insurgents at Guan
tanno, a shorl distance east of the city of
Santiago de Cuba, have dispersed.

Bands of insurgents are still in arms in the
P’rovince of Matanzas, though in what num-
bers or with what success is unknown
here. Martial law is enforced in the Pro
vicce, and Do messages go back and forth,
save under Government sanction. Dis-
turbances are reported also in Santiago de
Cuba, and that city has been declared in a
state of war. DMarti, the revolutionary
chief, and General Comez are reported to
be on the island.
France and San Domingo.

A despatch from Paris says:—In regard
to the difficuliy between France and San
Domingo, growing out of the non~pay-
ment of certain claims by the latter, the
United Btates embassy states that there is
no change in the situation. Representa-
tions were made to the French Govern-
ment by the United States with a view to
the final settlement of the trouble, but the
matter has been pending for a long time,
and no new instructions have been received
by the embassy. The embassy further
stated that the protest of the United States
agaiost the action of France in ordering

| the seizure of the San Domingo customs

receipts as security for the money demand~
ed by France was received in a friendly
spirit by tke French Foreign Office, but
that France was still firm in insisting upon
icdemnity for the alleged tampering with
French consular seals, and also for the
recent murder of the French mer-
cnant, Noel Caccabelli, at Samana Bay,
The Times correspondert in Paris scouts
the idea of a conflict between France acd
the Uaited States over France’s attitude
to San Domingo. ‘‘Itis true, however,”
he says, ‘‘that certain French settlers have
submiited sll sorts of claims, against
which San Domingo protests. This shows
that arbitration is necessary at the earliest
possible moment. The principles and tra-
ditions of the United States forbid its
looking on with 1udifference whenever an
European power assumes an imperious at~
titude toward am American state,especially
when, as here, the citizens of the United
States have spent money in the couatry,
and have capital guaranteed by customs
which the forcigners may menacz. On the
other hand France, which certainly has
grievances against San Domingo, cannot
think of renouncing her claims on the mere
refusal to accept them. The inevitable
conclusion is that the only means of settle-
ment is arbitration.”

Petersburg as finally
abardoned and prepared to remove to the
Beilin embassy. The final dccision to
make him minister was taken while Em~
peror William was in Vienna 'The Em-
peror, the Grand Duke Vladimir and
Prince Lobanoff met at the Russian embassy
and frapkly discussed the situation. The
result was that the Emperor signified that
he would no longer stand in the way of
the appointment. It is stated that the
German ambassador, Count Eulenburg,
and Couat Kalnoky irfluenced the Em-
peror to make this decision.” The cor-
respondent says that M. De Staal did
not desire the appoiotwaent, as he feared
bis health would break down in the St.
Petersburg climate.

To Quell the Cuban Outbreak.

The Spanish Cortes devoted several
hours to-day to a discussion of Cuban
affairs. The minbisters expressed eatire ap-
proval of action to the Cubaa officials.
The leaders of all sections of the Opposi-
tion, including even West Indian autono-
mists, offered their full support of all
efforts to quell the outbreak. Six thou-
sacd troops are heid 1n readiness to em-
bark from Havana. All the available
troops in Porto Rico also are ready to
start for Cuba in case of need. The Gov-
ernment has decided upon a military
occupation of the disturbed districts of
Cuba. Orders have been issued to the
Royal navy and transatlantic company to
hasten preparations to transport 6,800
troops from Spain, and a battalion from
Porto Rico to Cuba.

France’s New Gun,

The French War Department has com-
pleted experiments with a new gun which
is guaranteed for 1,000 rounds. After 3.000
rounds had been fired with the heaviest
coarges of smokeless powder the rifliog
was found in fair condition. The muzzle
velocity of the projectile was 3,000 feet
per second. The gunis made of hard-
tempered steel. It hasa choke bore of
such construction that as the projectile
moves forward in the barrel the bands of
rifling become large and closed, so the
copper forming the driving band is con-
stantly set out. The discharge of gas be-
tween the projectile and the walls of guas,
and the consequent erosion of the gun are
thus prevented. The cun has a bore of
about six inches ard is between 22 aad 23
feet long.

The Loch Maree.

A despatch to the Lloyds says the
steamer Loch Maree, which was aban-
doned off the coast of Ireland while on a
voyage from Charlesion for Bremen, and
was picked up by a tug and taken to Bel-
fast, where she was docked, was sighted
by the tug which towed her into port 1856
miles north-west of Inishtrahull last Mon-
day morning. A part of her deck load was
slightly scorched.

The chairman stated
that the canal had hitherto virtually failed
to secure anything like a fair share of the
cotton traffic, the canal having carried
within the las' six months only 13,600
tons, against 800,000 tons arriving  at
Liverpool.

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CHINA’S POSITION.
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Willing to Make Peacs With Japan if That
Peace is Honorable—Otherwise She
Will Continue to Fight.

Pekin, Feb. 28,—An interview was ob-
tained with Prince Kung at the close of
the meeting of the Privy Council ip that
city, his fellow-Councillors renraining
and acquiesclog in what the Prince said.
Prince Kung remarked that Japan had
seized Corea, and made the Corean
troubles a pretext for war. The disputes,
however, could easily have been settled
peaceably. He admitted that China had
faults, ard that the war had been managed
unwisely, and that some of her officers
were unfit and incompetent. For these
disadvantages China must suffer. . He
expressed himself as ignorast of what
Japan wanted, or why she was fighting,
Upon being told that Japan pro-
bably wanted possession of the ter~
ritory she had counquered, with 400,«
000,000 taels indemnity, Prince Kung
said he questioned very seriously whether
it weuld be nossible for her to make such
a claim, adding:—**China siands upon
principle, and Japan upon power, China
kpows that she i8 weak from a military
-point of view, and has, therefore, conclud-
ed that her only option is to sus for peace.
She has sent envoys for that purjose to
consult with representatives of Japan, and
10 agreeto pay idemnpity. China’s purpose
is sincere. 1f Japan will meet her in &
friendly spirit the conclusion of peace will
be pos-ible. If her demands are exorbi-
tant China will cootinue to fight. Re-
plying to the sugges'ion that China
must expect continued defeats, Prince
Kupg put these questions: — ‘‘Can
Japan overrun all our provinces 2 Will
beaven permit it ? Will the other nations
acquiesce in it ¢ If China is wrong,” he
coucluded, ‘‘she is willing to suffer.*- The
foregolng utterances of-Prince Kung un-_
doubtedly express the general sentiment
of the Council. It was the Dowager Em-
oress and Prince Kung who nominated
Li dung Chang as peace envoy, the other
members of the Council agreeing to tha
appcintment.

Berlin, TFeb. 28.—Viscount Aoki,
Japanese Minister to Germany, said to-
day in an interview: —Without a cessation
of territory Chioa cannot reckon on the
termication of the war. While it is
fully understood that China must ine-
demnify us for our war expenses im the
war I am aware that European powers
may interfere to prevent a cession of terri-
tcry, but it is to be boped that the
Japanese Government will maintain its
position tbhat the conclusion of peace,
equally with the conflict, coocerns Japan
and China alone. Foreseeing that the war
would involve the risk of cumplications
with the powers Japan did everything to
avert hostilities and tried to settle the
Corean question peacably. China made
this impossible. Japan is willing at abny
moment to agree to terms which are in
any way acceptable and honest.
