San Francisco, Aug. 26.—The fishing
schooner Stanley, which has returned
from Behring sea, reports that on May
18 Second Mate Cadosea was_lost during
a storm in Bristol bay.

Quiste was feeble from hunger and ex-
osure. The other boats, “containing
ans Larsen and Olof Larsen, of this
city, who had shipped for the voyage out
of curiosity to see the Arctic, were lost
in the fog for ten days and nights. Af-
ter being tossed abont for four days,
they made land and lived on raw fish
until picked up by the Stanley.
