partially checked by freely dusting 
the trees by air-slacked lime when 
the leaves are wet with dew. A more 
convenient and effective remedy, how- 
ever, is a mixture of whale-oil soap 
and water "in" the proportion of one 
pound of soap to seven gallons of 
water. This mixture should be freely 
applied to the trees, which can be con- 
veniently done by placing the barrel 
or vessel containing the mixture in a 
cart and using a common garden 
pump. A mixture of Paris green and 
water will prove quite as effective as 
the above, but is not so safe, especi- 
ally if the land is in grass.—American 
Cultivator.
