Manufacture of Mcerschaum Pipes.
From the London t'imes.

Rulla, 8 mountain village of Thuringia, is
the centre of the pipe manufacture of Ger-
many. Like our own Shéflield, it was famous
in the Middle Ages for its arms and armor®,
and at a subsequent period for its knives.
When the use of tobacco becamne common in
Europe. it turned its attention to the fabrica-
tion of iron smoking pipes. Gradually, how-

ever, beginning in the seventeenth century,

meerschaum and wood were adopted as
more . Suitable materials to work
upon. The first meerschaum plpo was
carved in the early pact. the
Thirty Years War, and \Vdﬂoostem is smd to
have bought it. The true elay is to be pro-

cured only at Eski-Scher, in Asia Minor,
where there are large deposits, and whence it
igsent direct to the manufactories’ at Ruhla,
of'which there are at present forty, ch)loymg
i1strict.

The number of pipes and other articles dear to
amjokers turned out is* ‘enérmous; tho yearly
uvernf*e ‘being 540, 000+ real me erschaums,
varying in price from 3d. sto 2 apiece ;
500,000 imitation meerschaums, at from 1s. to
£1 the dozen ; 9,600,000 porgelain pipe bowls,
either plain wlnc,: or gayly painted, rising in
price from 10s. " the dozen ; 5,000,
pipes. ,of - infinite . variety
in size, forin and ornamentation and price, the
cominon kinds being extremely cheap, and
those artistically carved fetchng a' compara-
tively high prices; 3,000,000 bowls, of clay or
Java,-plain at ubout 3d., .of better kinds at 3s.
the aozen, 000,000 pipes com of
te rts (bowl stick, cover, ete.,) from

gﬂ. towhe dozen. There are five ntlmes

‘meerschaum used in. the. making of pipes.
The best is known by its facile absorption of
the nicotine juice of tobaceo, which gradually
develops into a rich brown blush upon the
surface, and when ‘this" process iz well ad-
vanced the pipes becomes almost inyulnerable
without bemg hard. A specimen of ' this kind
sold at Vienna for £50, ougb xt was not
very highly carved. -

Divoree in'kerlin.
From the Pall Mall.Gazetie. --

Statistics have just been published on the
subject of divorce ‘in-Berlin. -In 1880 the
Landgaricht I. pronounced decree of divorce
in 412 cases, and later figures are : 1881, 484
1882, 729 ; 1883, 788, and 1884, 754, a total of
3167 divorces for five years.

Of these 3167 cases, 1071 are attributable to
infidelity, or 33.8 per cent. of the whole; to
desertions, 817 (26.8 per cent.); mutual con-
sent, 746 (22.2 per cemt.); while in 166
cases divorce was granted on accowht of the
heavy criminal punisliment of the > respondents,
147 on accouns of ill treatment, 57 on account
of wounded honor, 41 on account of anti-
pathy on one side, 17 on_account. ¢f illness.

f the mummes disannulled, 97° were of
more than 235 years’ duration, but the bulk of
the divorces fell to marriages of 2to 12 years’
duration, an especially large number fallmg to
those of from 7 to 12 years. In“348 cases (11
per cent.) the dxﬂ'erence between the ages of
the divorced persons “was™” more “than 10
years, In 1884 divorce was pronounced in 42
cases in which the difference ranged from 11
to 15 years, 27 in which it was from 16 to 20,
and 16 in which it 'was over 20 years. It is
noteworthy that of the 3167 divorces referred
t01.083 tell to the independent artisan olass, 722
to work people and journeymen, 688 to husx
ness people, 199 to officials, 195 to" the servant
classes, 183 to the categories of artistic and
learned professions and 28 to the military
order, -As to religion, 2692 divorces were of
Protestants, 14 of Cathohcs, 3 of Dissenters
and 26 of Jews.
