to s grest extent a meant of ‘dependence’ for
the farmer, are very largely neutrahzed by
the unsuccessful character of isolated efforté in
this directioni. * It is ‘a fact that-d'very large
number of our farmers” wiVes are ignorant of
theé methods of good butter making.  Not
?nlv are thte!:r eﬁ'olru u;) thlnhdlrecuon uneatis-
actory to themselves, but the poor quality of
the article made by them affects the reptyln-
tion of Canadian butter in ‘the foreign market.
Nor is their ignorande entirely responsible,

Here there. gan . be
 for those who can nob. provide them the
proper~ ~ conditions as. . fo temperature,
cleanliness, &e., and' it will be. properly
made‘and a uniform standard secured as far as
the locality in which the butter factory is sit-
uated is concerned. . Indeed with slight modi-
fications, with scientific butter makers, the
standard  throughout the Province may be
brought to an almost uniform pitch, - At least
there may be the general character' for excel-
lénide given to Canadian butter as has been
given to Canadian cheese.  Not only will the
gonditions of makm% and storing be¥mpr0\ed
by butter factorie®, but the marketing will be
better done, and the ultimate outcome in this
respect would be to the benefis not only of the
farmers but of the merchans, who would no
longer be conipelled to take bad butter for his
gooda but would receive the cash which had
