WOMEN'S MEDICAL COLLEGE.

An Account of the Progress of the In-
stitution and the Fine New
Building, :

The founder of the Women’s Medical Col-
lege, the late Dr, Barrett, was a man justly
esteemed for a combination of qualifies
vouchsafed to. but few. Eminent in' the
profession of medicine, he was perbhaps most
/| conspicuous: ds & teacher with more than’
average abilities,

Connected with theedugationalinstitutions
of this.country for more than 40 years, he
was early brought in contact with the prob-
lem of the medical education of women, and
with his usual zeal he wrestled with the

roject, and the Women’s Medical
hool was founded. With the assistance of
Chief Justice Patterson and Mrs. McEwen,he
purchased a lot and cottage for school
purposes, gathered a teaching faculty, sought
and obtained incorporation, and in October,
1888, began & course of lectures with three
students. Two of these dropped out, but the
third, joined by amother young lady, pro-

successfully through the four- years’
course of stud{‘, and finally graduated at the
Pniversity of Trinity College, Torounto.

The little school, however, possessed ne
universitmowem, and it became necessary
to seek hation with some of the degree-
conferring institutions, Accordingly in 1883
letters were sent to the University of
Torontoand the Universityof Trinity College
with this end in view. The latter application
was readily replied to and Trinity College
has since continued to -act generously to-
wards the Women’s Medical School. The
letter to. the Toronto University was not
answered, but at the last meeting of the
senate a committee, com of 8ir Daniel
Wilson, Vice-Chancellor Mulock, Dr. A. H.
‘Wright and Professor Louden, was appointed
to deal with the matter. For thepast few
years the number of students has greatly in-
creased and the accommodation at the/little
{cottage was found  to be inadequate,
When this fact became apparent to
the directors an immediate effort was'made
which resulted in the erection of the present
commodious building on the site of the
humble but useful cottage.

The equipments of the ecollege are com-
mensurate with the growth of the school.
Each year a certain sum has been set apart
from the students’ fees and expended upon
thearticles r’a&ﬁjmd for study.

The college began with three students, but
now the Eraduates practice from ocean to
ocean, and each succeeding year has brought
lications from all over the land.
