BLUFEED BY E. SMITH.

Civic Dignitaries Prowl
Round His Stable.

HE BANTERS THE CITY AUTHORITIES

Citizens Are Mad and Say They
Will Pay No Fares To-day.

The City’s Queen’s Counsel Advises Feace
—An Invertebrate Committec Surren-
ders Without a Struggle—Shut Out of
Their Own Property Like Tramps—
Theatrical Scene Between the Mayor
and President Smith—Bat it Broke no
Bones—The Senator Won Hands Down
—Look Out for a Long “and Unsatisfac-
tory Lawsuit, Which an Exhibition of
& Little Sand Might Have Avoided.

The same thing over again!

Orce more the city of Toronto has been
made the door-mat of an eunterprising indi-
vidual, >

If in & multitude of counsellors there is
wisdom this long-suffering city is indeed un-
fortunate- in its selection of counsellors, for
the marshalled wisdom of them all, fortified
by the high-priced assistance of a solicitor’s
department, leaves Toronto still the play-
thing of Senator Frank Smith, president of
the Street Railway Company.

The Mayor and the Street Railway Com-
mittee of the City Council were aquietly
taken into camp Saturday night by Mr.
Smith, and the street railway is to-day in his
possession. When the easy-zoing gentlemen
in whose hands Toronto’s great interests are
reposed visited the street car premises they
found the doors Jocked, so they served
papers on Mr. Smith, and that red-tape per-
formance over they scattered. Never was
there such a quiet surrender of vital inter-
ests, and never did Frank Smith score so
easy, cheap and smiling a victory as at that
witching midnight hour.

The Mayor's anxiety lest the service of
notice on the president was not formal did
credit to his methodical ways. It was emi-
neuntly formal but beautifully foolish—as a
final- act for the night, Smith wanted
service, implored service, was out of bed to
see that by no miscarriage of civic folly he
should be deprived of the pleasure of being
served, for he figured that on finding the
doors closed the city’s guardians might go
home and enter into possession this morning.
Being served, he conjecturad that the ex-
hausted committee would take no further
action until he could have time to get out his
promised injunction. That Le required an
injunction to restrain toe city from taking
possession was a palpable admission that as
matters stood the city had right of pos-
session. But it waived the right.

The whole story of the proceedings and
the manuer in which the person, who had
notaleg to stand on, triumphed will be
found bzlow. The question that now arises
is, What is to be done? The idea is thrown
out that the leaders of public opinion in the
city, outside of the council, should ecall a
mass meeting of the citizeus, where the pub-
lic indignation may be expressed and the
idea may be driven into the brains of our
civic misrulers that the 200,000 people in this
@ity are in dead earnest about this ma ter,

There is still time, however, though it may
be short,for the Mayor to act. That injuaction
has not yet been served. Just as soon as the
stables open this morning march in a body
of police and take posssssion in the name of
the people of this city and they will see His
‘Worship through. Possession is nine points
of the law. The otherside are in the wrong.
Let Senator Smith do the fighting for posses-
sion, not the city.

THE VACILLATING COMMITIEE,

How the Opposition Bluffed Them Off With
Threats of Legal Proceedings.

From the profound silence and ap-
parent apathy of the Street Car Company, it
was confidently expected up to 5 o’clock
on Saturday afternoon that the only diffi-
culty in the way of obtaining possession
would be a physical one- easily conquered
with the aid of a few police-
man. Unfortunately the surmise was
not correct. At the hour mentioned Mr,

F. Shepley, Q. C. acting for
Benator Smith, dropped into  the
City Hall and notified the Mayor
that an injunction réstraining the city from
taking the property over had been applied
for and would be argued before Mr. Justice
Meredith in Osgoode Hall this morning.

This somewhat unexpected news caused
stir and trouble in the ball. Mr. 8. H.
Blake, Q.C., who has been ecting for the city
throughbout all the negatiatouns and prelimin-
ary arrangements, bad been with the Mayor
and committee until 4, leaving then to fill
another engagement. Mr. Caswell was
hastily dispatched after him with the copy

of the Shepley notice with a request that he

return to.'the hell to consult on what had
best be done under the circumstances. Mr.
Biake was unable to come down, but seat
back a letter giving his advice. This was in
effect that the original program be persisted
in with this exception, that no yiolenco be
used, and should admission to the various
properties be refused, then those intrusted
with the demands for possession should sim-
ply serve them and let matters rest.
No Fight in the City’s Lawyer.
The Street Railway Coinmittee had been
almost continual session all Sat-
urday, and previous to receiving
the - notice from Mr. Shepley and
th consequent advice of Mr. Blake had de-
termined on - a policy of aggression. The
Cuief of Police and City Engziucer had been
kept in constant attendance, and it was ar-
ranged with the former that police should
be detailed at each of the stables of the com-
any to enforce entrance if it was refused.
E\'en after the letter of Mr. Blake depreca-
ting violence the committee was in a belliger-
ent humor and wanted blood. Sober second
thought,however, prevailed, and on the sug-
estion of the Mayor, it was resolved, as Mr.
lake's guidance had. been followed hereto-
fore, it should be followed to the last. 1t
was a hard pill for the committee, but they
swallowed it.

At 10.30 on Saturday evening the com-
mittee with Ald, McDougall in the chair sat
down to a bountifui lunch io the executive
chamber. There were present besides Mayor
Clarke, City Engineer Jenuings, Chief of
Police Grasett, Assistant Engineer Cunning-
bam, City Clerk Blevins, City Treasurer
Coady, Assistant Treasurer Patterson and
Assistant_City Solicitor Caswell. For the
beunefit of the press the Mayor read the
extract of the Biake letter already referred
to.

Where Frank Smith was and what his pur-
pose might be the committee did not know.
Not so with the shrewd Senator. In a room
with his solicitor, not many hundred yards
from the City Hall, he sate awaiting develop-
ments.  Whben Mr, Blake’s letter had been
read and discussed and the city representa-
tives had laid baro their doubts aud fears,
their hopes and intentions, a newspaper re-
porter, who as such had gained admittance,
made a bee-line for the Senator’s retreat.

The
offices were lighted, but no one seemed to be
within, followed by Mr. Caswell,
who carried notices demanding pos-
session, the Mayor approached one of the
entrances and attempted to open it. It was
of no avail. All means of ingress had been
carefully locked and all that the Chief
Magistrate could do was to rattle the lock.
leanwhile a big crowd of midnight
loungers had gathered to see what was up,
and assoon as they learned the state of
affairs cries went utr of “Kick the doors in,”
“Smash in the windows!” The Mayor d
no = attention to these demonstrations,
but. after a hasty consultation, dis-
pa various of the aldermen
and officials to the stables of the
company in the mnorth and east. Thes»
civic ambassadors met with no better suc-
cess in their mission than had the mayor in
his. Senator Smith was not to be caught
napping in this way. Under orders from
him every car was safely locked away in its
shed and every horse in its stall before a
quarter to 12, and when the city people ar-
rived they found nothing but frowning doors
to welcome them. Service of notice was ac-
complished in some maunner, however, on
King-street east. It was shoved through a
broken pane of glass toone of the stablemen
within,

While all this was occurring in these sec-
tions of the city a highly interesting scene
was witnessed by those who clung to the
sidewalk in front of the central street car
offices. I§ was 11.35 when Senator Smith,
accompanied by Mr. G. F. Shepley, were
seen advancing along King-street east to-
wards the offices, Vghen be reached the
curbstone on the northwest corner he
straightened bimself up and looked at the
crowd.

“It is hard walking, is it not, boys?” he
said. . *“What are you doing here?*

“We want six tickets for a quarter,” re-

ed Ald. Saunders with a chackle.

“Why, bless my soul, there is Saunders,”
continued the Senator. ‘‘Yes, and here is
the Chief of Police. There must be some-
thing wrong. Ah! and there is the Mayor
in the corner, isa’t it? I thought he kept
good hours.”

“Will you not open the office for us?”
asked Mr. Caswell.

“Not: {usc now,” replied the Senator, *'1t is
too late.”

At this moment the clock in the tall tower
of St. James’ Cathedral struck the hour of
12, the moment when by all preconcerted
notions the city was to step into possession of
the street car property and the company to
step. out.

'ushing bis way through the crowd which
séparated him from the Senator, the Mayor
forced himself directly in front of the presi-
dent of the road. 4

*I, as Mayor of Toronto, demand from
you. Frank Swmith, possession of these officas,”
said the Mayor.

“And I, as Frank Smith, president of the
Toronto Street Railway, say to Mr. Clarke
as Mayor of the city of Toronto, that I dis-
tinctly refuse you ion.” '

The Mayor then handed the Senator the
notice, and turning to Mr. Caswell asked:
*‘Is the service legally performed, Mr. Cas-
weli?”

The Assistant Solicitor: ‘“Yes, sir, it is.
He is president. He accepts service and re-
fuses possession. We can do nothing more.”

The Mayor strode to the Church-street
side cf the building and tried the side en-
trance. but without success. He was fol-
lowed by Mr. Smith, who in a bantering
tone of voice exclaimed: *‘No admittance
except on business. You can’t get in; Mr,
Magor. The door is too strong.” The
Mayor turned round on hun: *By the Lord,
if not to-night we will be in on Tuesday
morning.”

This was the finale of the encounter. ‘The
Mayor .and . party returned to . the
City Hall, whence the City - Engin-
eer sent expresses to the street car
stables to order the men whom he had there
in readiness to enter upon possession to go
home. Instead of doing so they came to the
Hall, where they finished the remains of the
aldermanic supper. The aldermen and city
officials logked somewhat disappointed after
they got back to cover. City Cierk Blevins,
perhaps, was the most angry man in the
crowd. As he sat in his chair he struck his
fist on the table before him, exclaiming:
“Why did they not break in? That was the
way to do it. Just imagine the Mayor of
Toronto begging for entrance into the pro-
perty of the city. Ic¢ is disgraceful. It
makes my blood boil to think of it. My
motto is to make a spoon or spoil a "horn.
That is the way to do.”

The Mayor and Aldermen left the hall for
bome at 1.25 yesterday morning. Belore de-
parting The World had an interview with

is Worship on the occurrences of the night.

*“You can say,” he said, ‘‘that our action
of to-night was based on the opinion of our
legal adviser,Mr. 8, H. Blake. He is respon-
sible aud probably knows what is best.

THE HERO OF THE PIECE,

The Honorable Senator Is a Hard Man .to
Beat at Any Game, <

People who knew the character of Hon.
Frank Smith will not be surprisei at the
action he has taken. Although of affable
and pleasant demeanor in the ordinary
affairs of life, he has a magniticent temper
of his own and is full of Celtic combative-
ness. The man’s whole life has been a strug-
gle. Handicapped as he was by want of
education he yet went into the businessarena
and met the sharpest men who throag that
field, and as everybody knows he did not
come out second by any means. One need
but look at his thin lips and the straight line
of his mouth to read the firmness of charac-
ter, tenacity and courage that have made him
what he is, He does not know what surren-
der means. Those who were in the inner
circle during the street car strike of a few
years ago will remember the tremendous in-
fluence that was brought to bear to make
him yield to the demands of his men. Mayor
Howland and the aldermen, many of them
warm personal friends, waited on him day
by day and urged him—almost implored him
—to make some concession to the men and save
the city from riot. ‘They might as well have
abjured the stone foundations of his ware-
house, He was deaf to prayers or entreaties
If the men wanted to come back to work
they could apply to him or to his foremen.
At length a committes of the council came
away from his office and hurried up to the
meeting-places of the men and told them
that President Smith had agreed to take
them back to work. The men flocked back
to work, but found that they had been 'de-
ceived. The Senator was taking them back
on his own terms. He declared that. the
aldermen had totally misunderstood or mis-
represented his position. The matter was
never satisfactorily explained, but anyway
the Senator won, which he always does and
which he probabl{ will 1o in this case,
through want of a little wholesome force and
bull-dog courage.

CITY’S L.EGAE FPOSITION,

Advice of the City's Adviser Not to Use
Force Was Adopted.

Assistant City Solicitor Caswell yesterday
made this statement of the legal position of
affairs,

“Owing to the award not being ready onm
March 14 an agreement was enterad into be
tween the city and the’ company by ' which
the time for the expiry of the latter’s right
to run the road was extended until May 16-
After the award was made, Mr. Lash, Q.C.,
was authoriz:d in the absence of Mr. 8. H.
Blake, Q.C., by the Street Railway Com-
mittee to negotiate with the company as to
the payment over of the award, transfer of
property, etc. - About a week ago Mr. Lash
reported that the company was going to ac-
ceﬁg(t) the money less the encumbrances, the
$600,000 debentures, etc., but they wanted
to preserve their right to appeal against the
award as to whether they should be paid for
their franchise. Mr. Lash and Mr. Shepley,
Q.C., actually drafted a document whereby
the city was to pay over to the company
the difference between the amount awarded
and the encumbrances, and the company to
hand over alLthe property to the city, and
each party to be at liberty to appeal if they
so determined. 'The sum to be paid over was
therefore $858,783. Suddenly, however, on
May 12, Mr. Sbepley said this was all atan
end, as he had been overruled by D’Alton
McCarthy, Q.C., and Senator Smith, and he
couid say nothing more in the matter.

“Mr. Lash saw Mr. McCarthy, who in-
formed bhim that the company was dissatis-
fied with the award, as they had not been al-
lowed anything in the award for their fran-
chise, and that there was no substantial dif-
ference between the city and the company
as to the value of their other property, the
whole fight being for the franchise. Nothing
then was open for the city but to pay the
money into court as provided in the act of
last session, and_ Mr. Biggar, under instruc-
tions from Mr. Blake, who by this time had
returned to the city, wrote Mr. Shepley, as
solicitor for the company, -that the  city in-
tended to pay the whole amount of the
award into court, and would: take ession
of .the railway and its property at midnight
on May 16. On May 14 Mr. Shepley wrote
Mr. Biggar, asking under what authority
the city proposed paying the money .into
court and taking possession on May 16. Mr.
Biggar replied that both proceedings, that
of payment and ion, were done under
authority of the act of the session of 1890.
Mr. Shepley wrote asking why he did
not get an answer to his letter of
May 14 Mr. Biggar rveceived this letter on
the morning of May 16 and immediately
replied that an answer had been sent and
duly delivered to Mr. Shepley’s clerk on
May 15 before 4 p.m. Mr, lg)iggar also en-
closed a draft conveyance of the street rail-
way's property to the city for Mr. Shepley’s
approval.

“*Between 12 and 1 on Saturday Mr. Shep-
ley’s clerk called at the Hall to get a copy of
Mr. Biggar’s letter of vhe 15th, again stating
that the original had not been received. The
copy was given him. The Street Railway
Committee met at 3 to decide what course to
take. All-the members were anxious to take
possession, by force if necessary, but on send-
ing for Mr. Blake he advised that the Mayor
and aldermen, being the peace officers of the
city, should not take the law in their own
bands, but demand possession at midnight,
as arranged, and if refused take the matter
into court.”

At 4.20 Mr. Shepley came into the com-
mittee where it w4s sitting with a letter ad-
dressed to Mr. Biggar, in which he admitted
that his clerk had neglected to hand Mr. Big-
gar’s letter to him, but that he bad since re-
ceived it and that the delay had prevented
his getting the members of tne Strest Car
Company together earlier. They had now
met, however, and decided to positively re-
fuse to give the city possession. He also
secured a copy of a novice of motion for
Monday on leave granted by Mr,
Justice Meredith to _set aside the
order made by the inaster in chambers,
Mr. R. G. Dalton, on May 14, whereby
the city was given leave to pay the money
into court. This means simply a point of
law raised to cause delay. Mr. Blake was
again seen, and again reiterated his advise
to commit no breach of the peace. We will
not interfere with the street cars, buc fight
the matter in tho courts. We hold that we
are being kept out of our property, causing
us damage and loss of money. The com-
pany, however, is good for the loss, as the
amount of the award is in court, and easily
get-atable. We do not expect to settle the
aifficulty to-morrow, but by putting certain
legal machinery in motion we are confident
of obtaining an order for possession by 1ues-
day next. We will not interfera with therun-
ning of the cars to-morrow, but we will
simply look to the compauy for the-amount
of our losses in not receiving thé day’s re-
ceipts of fares.”

IDEAS PF CITIZENS.
Ex-Ald. Macdonald and Fleming Say the
People Should Refuse to Pay Fares,

All sorts of opinions were expressed on the
street when the incidents that took place at
midoight became noised abroad. Rumors
of all kinds flew around. It was said that
the city would refuse to allow the street cars
to run; that they would tear up all the rails
on the streets adjacent to the company’s
stables; that the company would bave no
right of way and, therefore, could not com-
pel other vehicles to get out of their way.
But the most popular idea is a general re-
fusal to pay fares. On this point the follow-
ing letter speaks for itself:

Pay No Fares.

Editor World: The public will not be sur-
prised at the conduct of the Toronto Street
Railway Company in not giving up the
street railway system to the city. It is
quite in keeping with tho policy of that
covenant-breaking corporation.

But while the public will not be surprised,

the public spirit of our citizens will at last be
aroused.
1 do not know why the Chief Magistrate,
with the moral support of a free, generous,
liberal-minded community, and the physical
support of an army of civic employes and
the police force at his back, did not, on behalf
of the city, assume possession and control of
the street railway system that the people
have paid for.

Although the city happens to be cursed by
a craven lot of poltroons for adwinistrators,
yet all is not lost in tais crisis. The people
ure in a position that they seidom flad them-
selves, they can enforce their rights
by the power of their might. Evi-
dence given at the receat arbitration has

. place and statement
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shown that the profits arising from the opera-
tion of the street railway system are about
$1000 a day. No wonder the company desires
to be on the defensive, while they would keep
us on the ag ive, holding possession
pending the law’s delay.

By a system of obstruction and appeals it
might be possible for a corporation with such
financial resources to keep this question belore
vhe courts for years. ' In the meantime, for
want of ordinary repairs, the whole system
is going to ruin; but the remedy is simple,
cheap and effective. Lat the people refuse to
pay fares to any other than a conductor duly
authorized by the city. . .

The system is ours and we have paid for it.
Nao police officer would dare arrest a citizen
for non-payment of fares under these circum-
stances. For his own protection the officer
would at least have to be armed ' with a war-
rant, but even should arrests be made I mis-
take the temper and mettle of our people if
there would be stationroom and jailroom
enough to accommodate those who will refuse
to pay for riding on a public street railway
system unless it be into the public .treasury.
Let us stamp this thing out at once and for-
ever and take possession of our own property.
This is no time to di le hnicaliti
Let us take what we have paid for according
to all the forms and substance of law, and
we can discuss the technicalities afterwards.

The law may say that a certain egg shall
not be broken, but then the weakest child
may break the egg and all the legislative
enactments and all the decrees of all the
courts in the world would not restore that
egg, and there are some wrongs tor which
there is no legal redress. £

Let us take our property, and if the Street
Railway Company have any grievances the
courts are opea to them, and surely the, city
is sufficiently responsible to make good any
claims that may be awarded againsu it,

I refuse to pay fare except to the city’s re-
presentatives., E. A, MACDONALD.

A Magistrate's Advice,

Ex-Ald. Robert J. Fieming: This is cer-
tainly the worst exhibition of the incom-
petence and pusillanimity of. our own civic
administrators that has been given us yset.
The citizens will have to take this matter in
charge themselves. In no other way will
they get possession.of their own property.
The citizens ought simply to refuse to pay
fares to anyone but a civic employe. If any-
one comes before me on a charge of refusing
to pay I will let him off light.

Senator Frank Smith is reportad to have
told a friend on Saturday night that he was
in the courts to stay if the judgment of the
court this morning was not to his liking. *“I
will appeal it,” he said, *‘even if I have to
carry it to England.”

THE STREET RAILWAY SCHEME.

Why Not Run It By a Commission of Five
Nominated Independent Officers ?
Editor World: Although fthe people ex-
pressed a desire that the street railway
should be run by a company, it neverthsless
seems to me strange that our-council cannot
elect three or five independent officers—one
of whom could act as president—to manage
the affair,
1. Choose property-holders, not politicians
—men of property, of business habits. Give

them $2000 each, and the president $4000—
as a Board of Managers.

2, Let the City Eayineer and certain offi-
cers under him run the road so far as actual
management, such as looking after the plant.
stata of the road, employment of the men,
The superintendent and secretary might be
appointed by the city to act in unison with
and under the board, the president giving
his whole time to his duties.

8. Let the Board of Management have an
uffice with the secretary and supsrintendent,
with power and duties to daily examine tde
books, receipts, etc., a monthly audit take

be publisaed,

4. This street railway business only re-
quires such business habits as are found in
institutions like the Dominion Bank or the
gasworks. The board must be composed of
men entirely free of partisanship, of private
meauns, above any want of making use of
city funds.

5. The city in this way would have the
roads more under its control and would reap
a large revenue from it.

6. The board should be chosen for say
three years.

Surely there is sufficient honesty aniong
public men to do such a thing as this. I was
talking a few dayssince to a commercial
and independent city gentleman who thought
this scheme might be carried out if the
council has the necessary powers. Your
article of to-day is one of a very proper kind,
As to the men striking, it would be very
foolish, ruinous for them to do so. This rail-
way is a great benefit to the whole city, the
rich and poor, and more so to the employes
than any other class. Let all act patrioti-
cally, sensibly, in this matter. Should such
a scheme be determined on, the rules of the
railway could be always altered to suit the
public wants. CHARLES DURAND.

PRAEELSE
THEY SHOWILD SAND HERE,
Water Department Takes Possession of
Conduit by Force,

The city is in possession of the big steel
condgit, and through it the citizeas are now
receiving their supply of city water. This
state of affairs was not accomplished, how-
ever, without a struggle, and the p olice had
to be called to the assistance of the civic
authorities before they could get itfinto their
bands. On Friday Waterworks Superin-
tendent Hamilton notified Mr. Simpson, Con-
tractor F. B. MacNamea's engiueer in charge
of the work, that the department would
take over the conduit on Saturday.
