The Statement of Rev. Mr. Philp—He
Natrates All the Circumstances that
Led Up to the Meeting—The History
of the Troubles in the Church Told in
& Calm, Judi¢ial Maunner.

The following isa report of the meeting of
miembership of Broadway Methodist Taber-
nacle held Oct. 6:

The Rev. J. Philp, M.A., opened his re-
marks by sayiog: I will read, firstof all,
the statement read yesterday morning
calling this meeting, as follows: ‘“‘There
will be @& society meeting held to-
morrow evening In  the lecture room
at 8 o’clock. - By this is meant a meeting ab-
solutely for those who are in membership in
this church.” Now, ‘I sball not make any
ruling te-night or eballenge anyone, but I,
simply bavifig read that. leave it with each
and all who are here to act in accordance
with the same; laying it upon the honor of
all who Lave come to-night.  **This meeting
is called for one purgose, and one only—to
give the pastor ac opportunity of placing be-
fore the members in as few und kind words
as possible his relation to the late difficulties,
and the course of action pursued by him,
end 1o give the members an opportunity of
bearing from the pastor hiwnselr. This, and
this alone, is the object of the mesting.
With tnis understandiug, and on this condi-
tion, an earpest invitation is extended to ali
the members of the church who might

* deem it a privilege to attend to do so.”

T would like the friends to notice the con-
dition - upon which the meeting bas been
called and the ~onditions on whicu they are
bere. 1 take it, therefore, that their pres-
ence here is a recoguniticn und that® from the
beginuing to the end thai recoguition will be
very carefully and very heartily observed.
“The meeting is called for ove purpose, and
for one only, to give the pistor an oppor-
tupity of placiug before ih) members,
in as few and kiod wurds as pos-
sible, his relation to the late difficulties,
and the course of action putsued by bim, and
to give the members an opporiunity of hear-
ing trom the peastor himsdlf.” Now, Istate
that very definitely, that no one during any
part of the meeting may call iu question my
action or my ruling, if 1 sheuld be compelled
80 to do. 1do not want to becharged inany
*way with cutting off discussiou or interier-
ing with discussion, for the simple reason,
ard the frieuds can uuderstand from the
calling of this meeting, that discussion is not
to be expected and is baruly to be allowed.
It is not for. the purpose of re-opening the
question at all, but simply for the stalemeut
of the pastor’s relation to this matter. If,
at the close, any friend desives to ask a ques-
tion, and thal question be asked in a rigot
spirit, I sball be quly toé glad to answer it,
but from the anupouncement and an natlure
of what I have to say 1 Lope thafithere will
be no iuterruptions whatever ffom any
source or under any circumstances. Theone
object is to convey clear and coirect inforina-
tiou, to allay as iar as possible the doubts of

just intimate cthat after my coming
among you I found an unfortun-
ste spirit existing; it is Dol pecessary
for me to enlarge upon thaf. There was a
feeiing, a very strong personal feeling, in
the hearts of some members for and againgt,
as the case might ve, in _consequence of ]
unbappy circumstances that hud arisen Be-
fore I come here. Very soon after ecming
here the rumors which have pained us all
came tomy ears. They cawe first to my
ears through Mr. Calvert, after several
weeks bad passed, passing frow one to the
other: altbough 1 sought at the tune by
counsel to advise leaving these rumorsalone,
inasmuch as I had no cause to suppose there
was any foundation for the rumors, and
strongly advised, if there was any founda-
tion at all, tbat there should be charges laid,
abd these charges would be investigated ac-
cording to the discipling of tte church. These
Yumors passed from one to another until at
last they came to Mr. Vokes—I do not know
that it is necessary for me to explain how
thev came, save that two or three of the
brethren, 1 think, waited upon bim ia his
office and spoke to hun concerning these ru-
mors, especially coucerning the rumors in
the Washington case. Mr. Vokes baving
received these rumors went at ouce to Mr.
Dingman—he was the first person who had
spoken thus to the accused at all concerning
the matter—and told him that certain ru-
mors were abroad detrimental to his moral
character. That same -éveuing he and Mr.
Diugman waited upon me (it was Saturday
nighi, and you may lmagine, of course, the
feeling under which the accused was labor-
ing in consequence of these charges thus laid
sgainst bim. They were of a two-fold char-
acter, you know. The one applied to the
Washington case and the otker to
the case which ™ has been mdt be-
fore the public, that is the of
Miss McPherson. I advised Mr. Dfggman
at once, as his pastor, to clear his ch#facter.

The other case passed. on for some little
time, rumors still going abroad and the
statements still being made very strongly
and very emphatically sometimes, Wwith, I
might say, very strong and barsh words
indeed, until it was thought wise to bring it
into the trustee board, an action that I al-
ways feared; and yet} Tonsidered that as al)
that were concerned were members of the
trustee board, it might be that happily we
might so copsider the matter there that we
might have it setiled, and if we could, what
a blessing It would be tous!

various circumstances, with all the evidence

against, Everything was very candidly and
earnestly discussed as far as we could pos-
sibly consider it. Then, after that long and
careful discussion, the following resolution—
this is the very resolution which was moved
and which was written (the original resolu-
::on). which was written in lead pencil at the
me:

Moved by W. E. Southgate, seconded by
W. Calvert, *That in vi?g of all the evidence
Prodqgeq this night regarding the charges of

mmorality against Brother Dingman, it Lss
been fully established that the same have
been made through a misconception on the
part of the informers, they evidently mis-
taking Brotber Dingman for some other
rson; we thersfore regard him as being
ree from all blame in the matter, and bave
great pleasure in affirming that his conduct
as a member of this church since his counnec-
tion with it has been all that could be
desired,”
_ That is the original resolution at the meet-
ing, which was moved by Brother Southgate
and seconded by Brother Calvert. You may
imagine how we all feit when that resolution
was moved and when we pronounced it
carried unanimously.

I bave a right to say just here that 1l pro-
nouuced it unanimous, fuliy believing that
it was so; afterwards Brother Death asserted
that he did not vote for it. I accepted that
assertion., However, there was no voice
aguinst either from Brother Death or from
anyoue else; but, with that one exceptiou
every hand was up—all was silence—and 1
pronounced it unanimous—doing so cop-
scientiously, believing at the time that it was
unapimous. You can imagine, I say, our
teelings, after five long hours, when this
resolution was passed. ‘It seemed to Le a
sort of benediction of the Spirit; we were all
thankful to God, we expressed that thank-
fulness -without hesitation; we shook each
otber’s bands and hbeartily congratulated
each other. Brother Dingman regeived the
copgratulations, so far as 1 know, ok nearly
all present, and I supposad of all.

The Troubles Seemed Ended.

{ I said to the brethren: ‘“Brethren, I am so
thankful that at last Broadway Tabernacle’s
troubles are ended, that we have buried
them forever, and that we look outona
future of success and happiness.” I charged
them never again to think about it, or speak
about it; and I considered that my charge
was recognized and accepted. Isaid to the
bretbren; “Now, what about the minutes?
My advice to you is: ‘Enter nothing in your
books. Other eyes will see these minutes in
time to come and they won’t understand
their meaning; so there will be a record that
will be, painful to look at. Enter nothing in
your mimutes, but simply piace in the bands
of the accused, Mr. Dingman, the resolution
which you have passed (this very copy), so
that if anyone charges him in the future he
will have that to sbow as the thought and
feeliug of bis brethren concerning him.” The
brethren unanimously and heartily said:
*“That is just what we want; we will do
that” and the meeting closed.

Whea we came together the next week for
the transaction of business of another char-
acter altogether, and not supposing that this
watter would come up- again 1n any way to
claim attention—some of the brethren were
not present, as they know—what was my
surprise when the reading of the minutes of
the previous meeting was called for. I ought
to suy here that in connection with this long
meeting of investigation the regular secre-
tary, Mr. Winter, was ill and was not with
us. I think possibly he was the only brether
'in the city who was not with us excepting
Mr. Hughes. Mr. Southgate was appointed
secretary pro tem of that meeting, & was
an old secretary, and therefore was asked to
take the secretaryship; and he sat by me,
Just as though he were sitting here at this
table. When he asked for any counsel I gave
it him as best Icould. Mr. Southgate, of
course, took the rough minutes home with
bim, and took this book home with him,
What was my surprise and pain wben we
came together the next time, and I asked for
the reading of the minutes ot the last meet-
iug, to find that, notwitbstanding whap the
bretbren had decided that nothing shduld
be entered, two whole pages were en-
tered in ink as ‘they are here be-
tore me now. What seemed to me the
wore painful was that the resolution itself
bad been changed. I will read you the re-
solution as it was changed, and then you will
?e where it differs from the original resolu-

ion:,

**Moved by Mr. Southgate, seconded by
Mr. Calvert, That in view of the evidence re-
garding the charges of immorality against
Brother Dingman, it has been fully estab-
lished that the same have been made through
a misconception on the part of the informer,
Dr. Washiugton, he baving evidently mis-
taken Brother Dingman for some otier per-
son whom he somewhat resembled.”

You see there was an effort made to make
the resolution simply point to one feature of
the case—that or Dr. Washington—which
was settled in 20 minutes; the other accusa-
tion was the one that kept us all the while.
The resolution which was passed (I do not
know that I have any need to read it again),
was in the plural—no referenco to Dr. Wash-
ington’s name at all. Let me read it again:

“In view of all the evidence produced this
night regarding the charges of immorality
against Brother Diugman, it has been fully
established that the same have been wade
through a misconception o the part of the
intormers, they evidently mistaking Brother
Dingman for some other person; we
therefore regard him as being free from all
biame in the matter, and have great plea-
sure in affirming that his conduct as a mem-
ber of this church since his connection  with
it bas been all that could be desired.”

The Real Resolution Restored,

That last clause is here in the minutes like-
wise. So you see the difference between the
two resolutions. When these minutes were
read, attention was at once directed to them,
and you way imagine there was some
feeling awakened, unfortunately. It was

at _once that this resolu-
which  had been  miseutered
should be put back into its original form,
and that was done by scraping the words in
whoien it differed from the original, and the
true words being entered, marring the face
of this resolution, and muking, as you will
see, a hole in the page of the minutes. When
it was back into its original form, then it
was carried by the Trustee Board, and sealed
as the right record of the meeting which we
had before. It is only fair to say that these
brethren—Brothers Calvert, Death and
Douglas—say that they misunderstood the
resolution, that they understood it to apply
simnly to the oue case, and then there was
anxiety to open the case again. I said:
* Preturen, it cannot be done here; it has
been opened ouce, and thav is enough—pos-
sibly ouce too often here; but,” I said, “‘now
I want to say to you, in the presence of the
other members of the board, that if you
have charges to lay agamst Brother Ding-
man, as the pastor I will see tbat they are
most carefully investigated. Lay these
charges. brethren, or for the sake of the
churcl, do stop talking; let us have peace.”
1 urged that most emphatically,

Time passed on, nearly four months passed
and the rumors were still abroad, and the
talking was till going on as strongly as ever,
possibiy even wore so,until atv last you
wnow how we were allsurprised. I felt that
surprise myself—and I fancy I am only stat-
ing what others feli—when we heard that a
case had been h ld in court as between Dr.
Dame apd Mr. Dingman, in which case two
brethren, Brothers Calvert and Deatb, had
entered the witness box, aud uunder oath
had stated that they would not believe Mr.
Dingwau under oath. It may be well, pos-
sibly, for mg just here to read that part of
the evidgncet I bave the certified copy here,

Mr. Death’s statement is very similar.

Q. “Do you know the reputation of Mr.
Dingman—do you know his character and
reputation?”

A, “Well, I know a little about it; the
past year it has not been Very satisfac-
tory.” 7

Q. “What is his character as to truthful-
ness—is it good or badt”

A. “Tt is not good. ”

Q. “From his character for truthfulness,
would you believe him on oath?”

A. “No, I would not.”

Now, when this came out, I was greatly
pained, as were all those who heard it, that
there should be such an unfortunate circum-
stance as this occurring 1 connection with
our church. I did not hesitate to say, asl
have said since,that such a course of action I
regard ds exceedingly unchristian, and un~
worthy of Christian brethren. I could find
no warrant for it, either in God’s Book, or in
the discipline of the Methodist Church,especi-
ally when this brother had been cleared by
the verdict and vote of his own board aud
also when these brethren had been asked to
prefer charges and called upory to prefer
them, if they wished to do so,®nd that four
whole months had passed. Iydo not know
whether it was the same evening, or whether
it ‘'was an eveuning or two after, that Mr.
Douglas and Mr. Vokes came in to see me.
We had a'long conversation, quite a lengthly
conversation.

., Mr. Douglas’ Attitude.

I found Mr, Douglas feeling very strongly
on the matter, as he knows; and I will say it
to his honor, that he spoke very nobly and
very manly. He told me about the whole
case, circumstances I did not know before—
how he had been brought into the company
of these brethren, I think at Brother Death’s
bouse, and they had said that they intended
togo into court and Swear against 5
Dingman; how he had left them and said, “I
would rather have my right hand cut off
than do a thing like that”; and if he was
subpcenaed he said, *“*Well, if you get me
there you will have to drag me.” These
were the statements which he made in the
parsonage, and used very strong language
with reference to the whole matter, feeling
it most intensely. Just here comes a littie
point at issue between Brother Douglas and
myself, which I think be bas pressed more
strongly than he ought to have pressed. He
says 1 rose to my feet and said, ‘“We must
rise ou our di%'mtﬁ and sweep thesp men out
of the church. ow, I simply want to say
in Brother Douglas’ bearing that there is a
misconception, and I think that it is as pos-
sible for bim to be mistaken as itis for me.
Mr. Vokes, who was present, has no remem-
brance at all of such a statement. I simply
say this, because that is not my style of
talking; I think you will give me credit for
that. I do stand most emphaticilly on the
statement I have made to these brethren
themselves time and again when I have .had
the opportunity, that th conduct was un-
worthy, and there I stand to-day, and from
it I cannot change. But that other state-
ment, there is a mistake about, and I think
Brother Douglas is willing to alow it just to
rest there so far as that is concerned. More
than that, I want to say that there must be a
wistake, as there was nothing in connection
with my conduct then or my conduct since,
and 1 will challenge the closest imvestigation,
that will indicate that such was my purpose.
I have not lifted my little finger to put one
of these brethren out of the church, as they
know,

A little further on im the conversation
these brethren asked, ‘“What shall we do " I
I'possibly suggested (if so, I take the respon-
sibility of it) “I think best to call a trustee
meeting.” Iam willing to take the responsi-
bility of that, because that -is just what I
should have done; but I said, *I shall not
call a trustee meeting unless you request it.”
“We request it.” *Very well.” Ou thatre-
quest I wrote the following letter to Brothers
Calvert and Death: .

June 18, 1891.

DeAR BroTHER: Your relation to the
civil suit of Dr. Dame v. Mr. Dingman and
thereby your relation to the Trustee Board
ana its recent action has created very deep
and widespread feeling. I have been re-
quested to call a special meeting of the Trust
Board at the eariiest possible date that the
matter may be fully considered, and that all
opportunity be given you for explanation
and the members of the board for the ex-
pression of their conviction. In accordance
with this request 1 have appointed said meet-
ing for to-morrow evening at the board
room. Kindly accept the intimation. “The
trustee notice will be sent you.

Yours taitnfully,
J. PHILP.

On the back is the trustee notice as fol
lows :

At the earnest request of the members of
the Trustee Board, and in aecordance with
my own conviction of duty, a meeting is
hereby called for to-morrow, Friday
evening, June 19, in the board room at 8
sharp. Circumstances which have very re-
cently oceurred render the calling of such a
meetiug a necessity. 1t is of the utmost im-
portauce that every member be present. Do
not, therefore, allow anything vo interfere
with your attendance.

The Use Made of the Minutes.

Possibly 1 ought to have said that in that
testimony likewise reference wus made to
what the trustee board bhad done; indeed, the
resolution passed was read in opeun court and
called in question: that is, the correctuess of
tiie resolution. You see again the action of
the trustee board was brougat into court.
This book, likewise, was taken into court un-
known to me and used; and just here I ought
to say (I do not want to pass that by) in’ ad-
dition to the sworn testimony of these
brethren this book was taken into court,
which it would never have been had I known,
for to me’it was too sacred for that kind of
business, but although the chairman of the
meeting I did not know it. This book was
used against Mr. Dingman; that astute and
clever lawyer, Usler, knew how to use it, and
used 1t, as he well knows. Holding up this
damaged leaf to the jury he said in words to
this effect: *‘See this; what kind of a char
acter must a man have when that resolution
must be scraped and erased in
this way in order to get it through; and
see this: Here is a hole in the leaf, like the
vole in a man’s character, and the resolution
that was designed by the brethren to be a
shield and strength to Mr. Dingman be-
came the sword to pierce him to tie beart
1 bhave read the call of the meeting in
order tnat you may understand the spirit in
which I cailed it, and you see nothing in it
which seems to indicate that there wasa
determination to sweep these brethreun out of
the church at all hazards. Wg came toge-
ther on June 22, 1891, and as soon as the
meeting was opened Bro. Douglas took
out of his pocket, sworn charges, which are
here agaiost Mr. [Dingmaa, the accused, and
would bave plgfed tuem in my hands then,
but I said, not now; I cannot take these as
the chairman of this meeting, but I will take
them at tue close as the pastor of the churci.
We passed through the business which we
bad speciaily in view, and talked very ear-
pestly until we came to the couclusions
which I find written here.

“June 22, 1891,—These minutes are taken
by the secretary, Mr. Winter, and are signed
by bim: The chairman explained tue object
of th@meeting, that it was adjourned from
last Friday evening to give Brothers Calvert
and Death an oppegtuaity of piacing before

“IRELANIX¥ HAS LGST HER LEADER
BUT HEE CAUSE BEMAINS"

No Union With the McCarthyites Will Be
Considered for One Moment—A Meet-
ing of Representative Irishmen to Be
Called—Arrest of One of the Would-Be
Assassins of Emperor Joseph,

Loxpon, Oct. 12.—Mr, Paraell's Parliamentary
colleagues bave issued this manifesto: ‘“Ireland
has lost her leader, but her cause remains—the
duty to the living and dead to maintain erect and
unsullied the flaz of national independence. You,
the people of Ireland, gave into the hands'of Mr.
Parpell and his Parliamentary colleagues the
charge of your political interests and the ‘honor
and safety of the Lgtional cause. You asked us
by conmstitutional means to restcre pro-
sperity, peace and reedom - to our
country, and animated by his spirit, guided by
his clear intelligence and firmness of soul we car-
ried the cause to a point av which the tower of
victory could be seen by all men. But in anun-
forounate hour a majorivy of the Irish represen-
tatives at the bidding of an English statesman,
broke our ranks, ab d the flag of independ
ent opposition and ranged
followers and satellites of the British statesman.
We refused to become parties to the tr )
relying upon the national comviction and main-
taived intact the ailegiance to the inaependent
national party in the conviction that the p::gle
would justify and support us. The great leader
is dead, but the cause lives on. Relying ou your
devotion to Irish nationality we propose to caTy
on the struggle untu the principles for whict he
iived and dfed triumph sand the patioual unity is
restored. The Parliamentary party is pledged
to work for Ireland under toe flaz of au indepen-
dent op tion absolutely free from the conirul
of any foreign power or party. This is our re-
solution. Its realization depends upon you. It
invotves sacrifices aud otruggles and we callupon

you to make tuem,”

1 lusi e o states that it has
been decided to call a convention, of represents-
tive Irisbhmen to discuss the means to cairy out
the policy and program bequeathed by Par:
dying, and says:

*To our ranks we shall welcome all honest men
who believe that the political affairs of lreland
should be controlldd and directed by the repre-
sentatives of theIrisn people alome; but with
men who are immediately responsible for the
disruption of the National pariy who, in obed-
fence to foreign dictation houuded to death the
foremost man of our race, we can have no tellow-
soip.” 7
“There can be no safety between them and the
men who stood true to the cause of Natioual in-
dependence. Ireland must choose. On the
threshold oj the tomb the leader we mourn de-
fined our duty in these imperishable words: ‘If
I am dead and gone to-morrow the men fighting
against English influence in Irish public life
must fight on still. They will still be independent
Nationalists. They can still believe in the futurs
of Ireland as a nation and still protest that it was
not taking the urders of an English minister that
Irelands future ceuld be save, protected and

secure y

“Fellow Countrymen: Let it be the glory of our
race at home and anroad to act up to the spirit of
this message.
