Indeed, I
consider that in Africa will be the coffee
and tea fields of the future; and there is

| really an admirable climate. The Europeans

could bring up their children well there.
The natives are very teachable. Even the
hitherto wild tribes are already drilled into
good police, engineers, riveters, etc. Take
my word for it, Africa is the hopz of the
future, and *vill be the salvation of an over-
crowded world.”

Some Usefal Helps—A Fascinating Sel-

of

ts : A
mrt. Its star charvs are good and the
two series of moon charts are y ad-
mirable,

First we have the four lunar quadrants
represented, with all the “seas,” “bays,”
and “‘marshes” of the old selenographers
(and avho could wish that those picturesque
names should ‘ever be abandoned, even
though we know there is not a drop of
water on the moon?) together with the
principal craters, ring-mountains, and nni
lains. The selenographical latitude an:
n%itudo lines are laid down with beauti-
ful distinctoess, and by means of a very
simple device of macking the position of
the terminator or the line npsnt-i':s day
from night on the moon is indica for
etich successive period of twenty-four hours.
It is along the terminator, where the
contrasts of light and shadow cause the
ruggéd Tunar fandscapes to stand out with
stereoscopic effect, that the scenery of our

satellite can best be studied.

Then following n series of charts on
black backgrounds showing the moon as it
appedrs with-a telescope on each successive
evening, from the time when it is a narrow
si¢Kle in the sunset.sky ‘‘three days old,”
to the full, round orb ‘of lunar maturity on
the fourteenth day. With such charts and
a two or three inch telescope to aid him,
anybody should be able to obtain a
knowledge of the realms of Diana and find
a-plenty of enjoyment in the acquisition.

Then there was more or less valuable
charts of Mars, Jupiter, of the satellite
systems of ‘the ~planets, reproductions of
some recent celebrated photographs, like
Mr. Robert’s audeaneda nebula and the
Henry Brothers’ pleiades, and a large
amount of information concerning double
stars, variable stars, planetary phenomena,
meteor showers, precession of the equi-
noxes, &c. Many readers will be particu-
larly interested in a. clear explanation: of
the method of finding the orbit of & binary
star,
¢ Chicago furnishes us with one of the best
$¢planispheres” that we have seen. (Poole
Bros., ' Chicago.) Upon a movable
circle of cardboard some 20 inches in dia-
meter, neatly colored and engraved, are to
be found all the constellations and princi-
pal stars, and by reference to circumscribed
circles the student can ascertain the hour
of rising and setting of particular stars, the
position of the planets, and the aspect of
the sky onany night. In an accompany-
ing handbook Mr. Jules A. Coles has col-
“lected a great q ity of miscell as-
tronomical facts,

many :books on the subject of astronomy
were pit forth, and there never has been a
time ‘When such books were 8o sure of eager
readers as at present, because now,  more
than ever, the mysteries of the heavens are
being revealed. Why should we not all
Know the rosy Aldebaran, the soft-shining
Capella, and the sparkling wonder . hidden
away in the girdle of the celestial Herctles,
for all these are suns, and where a sup
shines how can life be absent ?

The Mocking Bird,.

A Philadelphia darky was the cause of
the writing of that famous song, *‘Listen to
the Mocking Bird.” “Sep Winner, the
author and composer, says :  “‘I was born
in Philadelphia in 1827. There was in
that city a_street character known as
Whistling Dick, an accomplishment in
‘which he excelled, really making some
beautiful music, to which he strummed an
indifferent accompaniment on the guitar.
One of his specialties was the imitation of
a mocking bird, which suggested to me the
composition of a ballad of that character,
and ‘Listen to the Mocking Bird’ was the
result. It was written to suit the small
compass of Dick’s whistle, to whom I
taught it, and this whistling genius did
much to start the song on its successful
career. The song won its greatest popu-
larity 1n the Southern States, where it was
taken up by the colored people and sung
far and wide. There are numercus ycung
ladies in the United States to-day bearing
the name of Hallie, which was first used in
this ballad. As the song was first publish-
ed in the year 1855, it will be seen that it
is now nearly 40 years old.”
