Three men, Duncan McPhail, James Hen- 
nesy and John Mclsaac, met a terrible 
death at Gold Lake on Friday, by the ex 
plosion of a boiler. The Truro News of Sat­
urday gives the following particulars of the 
sad affair:

The Gold Lake gold areas are owned by J. 
B. Neily, of Halifax, and are situated in the 
wilds of Musquodoboit, some 36 miles from 
Shubenacadie station. The course to Gold 
Lake, some 14 miles distant, is over a rough 
trail, with intervening water stretches of 
probably four or five miles. Over this course 
three weeks ago, travelled the unfortunate 
men, over which they were never again to 
pass alive. The Foundry & Machine Co., 
being requested by the management of the 
mine, sent two of their best mechanics to re­
pair a large steam boiler, 20 ft. long, 44 ft. 
in diameter; locomotive pattern and one 
that has been in use probably 25 or 30 years 
—one of tho first boilers set up in the Gay’s 
River gold district.

The manager of the mine, who has lost 
his life, has been employed there for some 
time; two of his sons are with him. He was

San Francisco, Cal., November 27.—The 
typhoon which swept over the Phillippine 
Islands on the sixth of October was the 
cause of one of the worst disasters that has 
been reported from the southern ocean in

ing. Telegraph advices concerning the cal 
amity have been very meagre. The difficnl . 
ty of getting news from the island is great 
at any time, and owing to tire remoteness of 
Some of the provinces visited by the hurri­
cane, full details of the storm did not reach 
Hong Kong until the first of November. 
The steamer Gaelic, from the Orient, Satur 
day, brought letters and papers, which 
tain accounts of the ravages of the tidal 
waves and winds, 
swept or blown away. Fully four hundred 
Europeans were drowned, and it is estima 
ted that 6,000 natives perished. Tne hurri 
cane struck the isl.xud at the Bay of Santa 
Paula, iu the province of Samarar. It de­
vastated the entire southern portion of the 
island and cut off communication with the 
rest of the world for two days. On the 12th 
the hurricane reached Leyte, and struck the 
capital of Tacloban with great fury. In less 
than a halt hour the town was a mass of 
ruins. The natives were panic-stricken and 
tried to make their way to clear ground. 
Four hundred of them were buried beneath 
the debris of wrecked buildings, and one 
hundred and twenty-six corpses of Euro 
pcans were recovered from the ruins when 
the native authorities instituted a search for 
the dead. Reports from the southern coast 

received, which claimed that a score of 
smalt trading vessels aud two Sydney traders 

blown ashore and the crews drowned. 
The sea at Samoa swept inland nearly a 
mile, destroying property valued at several 
million dollars, and causing a great number 
oî deaths among the natives.

Fighting in Africa. :Beilin, Nov. 26. — A despatch to the 
Frankfort Z^ituny, from Rome, reports that 
a sanguinary conflict has taken place between 
the French and the British at Niki, in the 
Ligua hinterland.

A conflict between the French and British 
forces in the Lagos hinterland has been an­
ticipated for some lime past. Both countries 
have been hurrying troops into the disputed 
territory. The trouble ia .of about thirty 
years’ standing, dating from 1868. In 1870 
France and Great Britain opened negoiia 
lions for the settlement of their respective 
frontiers in West Africa, and it was decided, 
in substance that French influence and au­
thority should be confined to the north cf a 
certain line, and .that Great Britain should 
have a free hand south of that line. The 
outbreak of the Franco Prussian war inter­
rupted the negotiations. Finally, it was re­
solved to appoint commissioners to reconsider 
the whole matter, a meeting iu Paris was 
arranged, and as a result, during the course 
of the next ten years four separate agree 
ments were concluded. One dealt with the 
territorial limits of Sierra Leone, the second 
arranged a number of disputed pviuts regard­
ing Gambia, Sierra Leone, the Gold Coast 
and Lagos. The third agreement drew a 
line between the spheres of the two countries 
in the Niger legion running from Say, on the 
Niger, to Baiua, on Lake Chad, and making 
a detour so as to include the kingdom o 
Sekoto, in the British sphere. The fourth 
of these agreements settled the interior fron­
tier of Sierra Leone, relinquishing the hin­
terland to France.
