CHINA DECLARES WAR.

London, June 19—China declared war
against the world when the Tuku forts
opened fire upon the interaational fleet.
The accounts of what took place are still un-
satisfactory, the best semi-official informa-
tion being the despatch received at Berlin
from Chee Foo.

The unofficial narratives, coming by way
of Shanghai, vary widely and bear internal
evidence of supplementing the main facts
with guess work. One despatch says that
the Yorktown participated in the bombard-
ment, another asserts that
marines formed part of the storming party
of two thousand.

The correspondent of the Daily Mail,
telegraphing yesterday, says :

“The forts began firing in obedience to
orders from Pekin, conveyed in a personal
edict of the empress dowager, by advice of
Kang Yi (president of the ministry of war).
Several warships were struck by shells from
the twelve inch guns of the forts.

Altogether the Russians appear to have
lost 16 killed and 25 wounded, whereas the
total casualties of the other powers only
amounted to 5 killed and 12 wounded. No
casualties are reported to have occurred
among the men of the American contingent.

Two of the forts were blown up. The
thirty-two warships at Taku aggregated two
hundred thousand tons and carried more
than 300 guns.”

“Four hundred Chinese are reported to
have been killed. The Chinese, when re-
treating fell into the hands of the Russian
land force.”

American Troops for China.

Washington, June 18.—The actual news
of the Chinese situation was received by the
Navy department in two cablegrams, the
contents of which were made known as fol-
lows :

The department has received a cablegram
from Admiral Remey at Cavite, dated June
18th, that informs the Department that
Commander Taursig cables that the Taku
forte at the south of Pel No River, fired on
the foreign gun vessels and surrendered to
the allied forces on the morning of the 17th.
The Department has instructed Admiral
Kempff to concur with the other powers in
taking all steps necessary to protect all
American interests.

A despatch from Taursig dated Che Foo,
June 17th, eays the Taku forts fired on the
foreign vessels at 12,45 in the morning, and
reports that the British Admiral is at Tien
Tsin.”

The press despatches from Manila last
night saying that the 9th Infantry had been
ordered to Manila for service in China, ex-
posed the secret plans of the War Depart-
ment to despatch troops to the scene of
trouble in China. Secret orders were sent
to General MacArthur a few days ago to
prepare for the prompt despatch of troops to
Taku, but it was not intended that the mat-
ter should become public antil the movement
should be at least under way.

The voyage from Manila to Taku will
occupy at least a week, so that under the
most favorable circumstances it appears
that these troops will hardly reach the
Chinese port before July 1. The Ninth [a-
fantry has rendered excellent service against
the Filipino insurgents, and taken part in
many important and decisive engagements.
The officialg of the Foreign Office say no
word has been received from the British
Miaister at Pekin, Sir Claude Macdonald,
gince June 12, and the government was
ignorant as to whether the Legations at the
Chinese capital had been captured or not.
The Admirals on the spot were relied on to
overcompe all difficulties, Admiral Seymour,
the British commander, not being hampered
by orders and any requeats which he might
make would be promptly met.

Boxers Becoming Bold.
London, Juane 18 —In the Hounse of Com
mons Mr. Broderick today, for the Govern-
ment, amplified the Admiralty’s news from
Chee Foo. He said the Japanese warships
reported that the Chinese forts opengd fire on
the gun boats at the mouth of the Fiver yee-
terday, at 12 45 a. m., that the ships then
engaged the forts, and the engagement was
procecding when the Japanese ships left at
530a. m. D achments from all the foreign
warships were landed Saturday to protect
Taku. There was one Chinese warship at
Taku, which remains passive.
Mr. Beoderick added that British, Raus-
sian, Japanese and French reinforcements
were due to arrive about Taursday.
The fitting out of the Japanese battleship
Asahi of 15,200 tons, now being finished at
Clyde Bank, is being expedited and she is
under orders to sail within a week.
Lord Salisbury was questioned in the
House of Lords to day on the Chinese situa-
tion and said he regretted he was unable to
enlighten the House on the state of affairsin
China. Admiral Seymour had returned to
Tieo Tsin but the Government did not know
exactly why, nor what Admiral Seymour’s
intentions were.
The failure of the Iaternational forces to
reach Pekin hus greatly intensified the anx-
jety here as to the fate of the Earopeans
huddled together in the Legations at the
Chinese capital, and it isfeared also that the
check to Admiral Seymour’s forces, necessi-
tating their return to Tien Tsin, will lead to
large accessions to the ranks of the Boxera
sng make their euppression still more diffi-
cylt.

The Chinese War Cloud.

Observers at Shanghai and Tien-tsin
think there is a great deal more trouble
ahead for the concert of powers than the
mere reaching of Pekin with 2,044 men.
Serioys disturbances are taking place at
Yun Nan Fu and Meng Tse, as well as at
other points a considerable distance from
the capital. The whole Chinese Empire
seems to bein a ferment.

The intentions of the Empress Dowager
are still equivocal, with a balance of testi
mony on the sjde of a determination to ex-
el the appropriators of a part of her coun-
try, or te lose her dynasty in the attempt.
¢ is related of her that on Monday, follow-
ing the murder of the chancellor of ‘the
Japanese legation, she was roused to a sense
of danger and went personally to the Yung
Tung gate of Pekin, where she advised the
ricters to diuperse. But she took no steps
to apply forcc, end the appearance of things
is more threatening than before.

While Admiral Seymour, with the in:
ternational relief column, is forcing his way
to Pekin, several of the powers are arranging
largely to reinforce their details at Tien-tein.
Germany purposes sending 1,200. Great
Britain sent 600 from Hong Kong yesterday,
and 400 will go on Sunday. Italy hasordered
1,000 to hold themselvesin readiness. Rus-
sia, according to a St. Petersburg despatch
of Wednesday, has decided to briog her
forge gt Tien-tsin up to 6,000, Thus the
combinad forge at Tien tsin will probably
soon be about 10,004 men,

Reports from Tien-tsin confiem the news

of the burning of the Japanese legation, but
a rumor that a minister has been murdered
is not confirmed. - Ffteen hundred Russians,
with four guns, have arrived outside of
Pekin. This makes 4,000 Russians who
bave landed.
§ ‘A telegram received from Yun Nan Fu
says that the French and English missions
have been burned, and that the foreign
residents have taken refuge in the viceroy’s
residence. The trouble, this despatch says,
is reported to be due to French intrigue.

A special despatch from Shanghai dated
today says: ‘‘A report has reached here
that the British, Americans and Jap
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Inter-Provinciel Rifie Mateh,

The Iater-Provincial rifle match to decide
the championship of the Maritime Provinces
took place on the Bedford range last Thurs-
day. The competing teams were from P.
E. Island, New Brunswick and Nova Scotia.
The first match was held at Moncton in
1886; the succeeding matches have been
held at St. John, Charlottetown and Hali-
fax. Of the fifteen contests that have been
held, Nova Scotia won eight, New Bruns-
wick four, and P. E. Island three. Eight
men composed a team, and they fired seven
rounds at 200, 500 and 600 yard ranges.

The result of the match was cousiderable
of a surprise, particularly to the New Bruns-
wick and Nova Socotia marksmen. At first
it was doubtful whether the Island would be
able to secure a team, aud it was not until
the last minute that the men were got to-
gether. The team, however, proved to be
the best one that ever crbssed the Northum-
berland Strait.

The Island team has the honor of making
the highest score since the commencement
of the matches. The team scored 725 points
out of & possible 840 points. The next high-
est score in those matches was made by
Nova Scotia in 1894, when they got 708
poiats.

Some excellent individual scores were
made. At 500 yards Sergt. Baird made the
possible 35 points. Sergt. Morse also secur-
ed a possible, and one of his sighting shots
was also a bull. Major Crockett not only
got the possible at this range, but his two
sighting shots were bulls, making nine bulls-
eyes in succession. The highest individual
score was made by Gunner McEachren of
the 1st Canadian "Artillery, Halifax, who
scored 96 poiuts out of a possible 105.
Sergt. Morse, of the 69 h, and Sergt. Baird,
of the Charlottetown Engineers made the
second highest individual scores with 95
points each.

Durrant Was Not a Murderer.

Many of our readers will remember the
famous Durrant murder case which attracted
so much attention in the United States a
few years ago, and whicn enfled, after long
fighting in the courts, in the final conviction
and execution of the accused. Although
Durraat protested his innocence to the last,
scarcely any onme but his own counsel be-
lieved in his innocence.

The case is brought most painfully to
public recollection by the recent death bed
confession of one of the chief witnesses
against the unfortunate victim of the law.
The following with reference to it is from a
California paper:

* Oae of the saddest and most atrocious
legal murders so far recorded is that of Theo-
dore Durrant, who was hanged in California
a few years since, for the marder of Blanche
Lamont and Minnie Williams, a most dia-

draw the attention of the more humane of
your readers to a distressing sight that often
greets the eyes of those who happen to be at
our railway station when_the freight trains
are being loaded with stock for the city
market. I presume the same sight m-{ be
witnessed on many other roads, also. It is
surely sad enough that any of God's crea-
tures must lose their lives to supply us with
food, without nddinfn\e{dlmly to their suf-
ferings, and subjecting them to painful condi-
tions which must be borne for many hours.
I have seen our patient oxen orowded
and wedged into the car until it was impos-
sible to get snother in. Isaw, but this moro-
ing, Jane 14th, a car crowded in this way,
and noticed three in line that were obliged
to raise their heads one above the other for
space, while in their restlessness they would
hook up and down against each other.
From all parts of the car could be heard
piteous lowings, and every once in a while
there would be a plunging and groaning and
ractling of horne. I am told that the poor
creatures often lose an eye or a horn, and
get terribly bruised. Will not those who

ave ability or the proper authority interest
themselves to prevent these poor animals be-
ing so sadly subjected to the greed and care-
lessness of speculators and railroad com-
panies.

There is another sight that frequently
meets our eyes, of which I would like to say
a few words, and that is fast driviog of
horses on our public thoroughfare. The
horse is a noble animal, and I, for one, hate
to see them abused. I have seen horses
driven so hard that they were in a lather of
foam, choking aftd gasping for breath. If
there are any people in the community who
desire to witness ‘such shocking abuse .of
God’s creatures, for pity’s sake, let it be in
some out of the ,way place, behind a high
fence.

The principle of legality blinds the eyes to
true liberty and joy. In the degree that we
value and enjoy the mercy of God, we will
be led to show mercy to his creatures. 1 do
not think eicher the speculator, the capital-
ist nor the horse jockey so lacking in humane
feeling as to persist in their course until the
hand of the law is laid upon them, but I do
Eny that the principle of moral suasion may

e brought to bear by others who are better
qualified than myself.

bolical double crime, i's very fi
hardly having a parallel in the annals of
vice, and its perpetrator was sought high
and low for several days, the whole world
hoping for his capture and punishment.
*In the meantime the so called astute
detectives and police authorities concluded
a victim was needed, aod after fastening
their clutches on young Darrant, proceeded
to collect what they termed evidence, the
whole mass of stuff in all probability being
manufactured for the purpose of conviction,
and all of a cireumstantial nature. Durrant
stoutly maintained from his arrest up to the
moment of his execution that he was inno-
cent of the horrible charge, but, forsooth,
because he could not explain every moment
of his presence at certain times, he was con-
victed and haoged, and once more the
majesty of the law, along with the thick-
skulled theory of these police wiseacres, was
duly vindicated. Now the true sequel: A
few days ago, on his deathbed, Rev. Mr.
Gibson, who at the time was pastor of Eman-
uel church, where one of the murders was
committed, confessed that he killed both of
the victims. He was an active and impor-
tant witness at the trial of Durraut, the
reason of which is now quite plain, and also
in view of the fact that suspicion was strong-
ly directed to him at the time.”

NEWS OF THE WORLD.

By legislation introduced by the Govern-
ment at Ottawa last week, the poll-tax on
Cbinese coming into Canada to settle is in-
creased from $50 to $100.

At the Toronto Methodist conference Sat-
urday Rev. Dr. Potts presented his report
on the twentieth century million dollar fund
showing that $826,580 had been subscribed.
A parliamentary return shows that 36
members of the British House of Lords and
28 members of the House of Commons are
serving with the British troops in South
Africa.

Mrs. Gladgtone, widow of the Iate William
E. Gladstone, the English statesman, died
on the 15th inst. She was 88 years old and
had been slowly sinking for some time past,
at Hawarden castle, the family seat.
Premier Martin, of British Columbia, ten-
dered his resignation to the Lieut.-Governor
last Thuraday, and recommended as his suc-
cessor James Dunsmuir, the millionaire coal
baron, who bas been called upon to form a
cabinet.

Fifty constables armed with rifles and
swords left St. John'’s, Newfoundland, Sun-
day night for Belle Island, where the strike
situation ls critical. The striking miners
are in complete control and have provisions
for a month,

Considerable rain has fallen in Southern
India and there have been scattered showers
elsewhere. Hot weather, however, still pre-
vails and the famine relief situation has not
altered. There are now about 5,802,000
persons receiving relief.

New Customs Regulations.

The government has made a new Customs
regulation regarding the direct importation
of goods through foreign ports. The chief
point of the change in the law is that here-
after European goods coming into Canada
through the United States will be valued
for duty asthough imported from the United
States, and duty will be levied on the open
market price in that conntry, unless the bill
of lading clearly shows the goods to have
been consigned from Earope to an importer
at a particular port in Canada; also that a
“transitu statement,” in a form approved by
the Minister of Customs, containing the
material facte set forth in the bill of lading
