A native 
of Lawrencetowü, the deceased was 
a son of the late Dr. Primrose, for 
many years a highly esteemed physi­
cian of Annapolis County.

MATES AT MILLION AND A 

HALF BARRELS

Ottawa.—An estimate of the fruit 
and vegetable crops of the Dominion 
issued by the Department of Agri­
culture follows:

BRITISH COLUMBIA:
Apples—75 per cent, of the crop 

of last year, or 793,120 barrels, <2,- 
379.360 boxes).
Light, Delicious Jonathan heavy.

Pears—75 per cent of last year, or 
1,575 tons.

Peaches—Equal to last year, or 1,- 
315 tons.

Plums atnd Prunes—85 per cent, of 
last year, or 2,720 tons.

Apricots—100 per cent, of last year, 
or 632 tons.

Onions—965 acres. Onion maggot 
doing considerable damage.

Potatoes—Slight increase in acre­
age of last year, or 16,500 acres, de­
creased yields due to drought.

ALBERTA:
Potatoes—85 per cent, of the acre­

age of last year, or 43,670 acres. Fair 
oonditicti.

SASKATCHEWAN 
Potatoes—94 per cent, of the acre­

age of last year, or 56,621 acres. Fair 
condition.

MANITOBA
Potatoes—98 per cent, of the acre­

Apples—30 per cent, larger crop 

than last year, or 1.150,850 barrels. 
Spy, Greening, Baldwin, light, scab 
developing rapidly.

Pears—90 per ceut. of full crop, 20 
per cent, heavier than last year.

Peaches and Plums—Full crop, 40 
per cent, heavier than 1921.

Onions—Full crop, from 30 per 
cent, increase in acreage over last 
year, or 1,807 acres.

Potatoes/—162,000 
planting yielding heavy crop.

QUEBEC:
