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Canada in 1776, under General Carleton, from
Traloe, havin* mrned there Mary Brssdshaw,
who was descend from Colonel Bradshaw
(brother of the Regicide who went to treland
with Cromwel's army), and who was thus des-
cended froml the famons Bishap af Winchester,
William of Wykeham.

Mr. Thomas C. Keefer was bor» at Thor-
oid, on the 4th of November, 1821. He
was edncated at the Upper Canada Callege.
Before leavinf College he decided that his pro-
fesion ehou il be that of a Civil Engineer.
With what intuitive genius lho made the choice
his worke achieved and publicly acknowledged
bear testimony.

In 1838 hieo omnmenced his profession at Lock-
port, State o! New York, on the Erie Canal,
where extensive works were then in progress.
In 1840 hie returned ta Canada and waa cm-
pioyed by the 'Weland Canal Company under
tise late J. S. Macaulay, Colonel in the Royal
Engineers, and Engineer-in-Chief af the Canal.
In the foliowing year IJpper and Lawer Canada
werc united ansd tise Canal was made a public
work af the united Province. Mr. Keefer, then
anly in làis twentieth yesr, was charged with tihe
eîsiarge-ment of tihe feeder and continued in
charge until 1842. Hie remaîxîed a Division
Fssgiîseer of ail work south ai the Welland
River uintil 1845, w}sen lie was apîinted ta
tise charge of the Ottawa River VM arks, and
thus, lu bis tweîsîy-fourth year, ceased ta be an

Asistant Engineer. At the close af 1848 ho
wsss disrnissd fram the Goverument service
with a flattering letter froan the Goverument,
astesibiv an the scre of retrenchinent, but iu
reality liccause heelîad as Engineer in charge
succeMsîUily apposiedproposed expeuditures in
which somene sembers ai Parliainent having in-
fluence with the Administration were interested.

1 1S49 Mr. Keefer wrote the «' Pbilosophy
of Raiiraads," a pamphlet which was reprinted

b>' ss'vs'rl railroad campanies, andi republished
inin sams' ewspapers. It contributed mare than

any ather ta gsve 1igour ta the railway agitation
which aiunitîse completian ai the Great
Western, the Toroanto Nortbern (now N.orthern
af Canada), Port Hope, l'rescatt and Ottawa,
and the Grand Trunk, al aof them a.uteries af
ixîdustrial vitaiity. It was also a text book for
tih e a oaSoia anîd New Brunswick,
in sdocating their raîlway policy.

In tise saisne yéar, His Exceilency the Earl ai
Elgini, Gcvernor-General, otTred a premiuni for
the best " Essay on the influence ai tise Canais
ao' Canada upon lier Agriculture." For this
Mnr. Keeien was tIse succeiisf'ul coropetitor, and
tihe anaouncem'nrt,lainS18, '-.tdiat-ely after
the success of lus - Phj"ss siy af Rairoads,"
at once gave hia the positi.;..aus a thority on
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
