Tisser-
and, who recently communicated his obcervations
to the Academie des Sciences, He found that if
cows’ milk is, immediately or scon after being
drawn, placed in vessels at varlous temperatures
between freezing point and 900 F., and the iuitial
temperature is maintained for 24 or 3¢ hours, it
will be found that the nearer the temperature of
the milk is to freezing point the more rapid is the
collection of cream, the more considerable ig the

_quantity of cream, the amount of butter is greater,
and the skimmed milk, the butter and cheese are
of better quality, These facts, he believes, may be
expluired by Pasteur’s observations.on ferments,
and their effects on the media in which they live.
It Is probable that the refrigeration arrests the
cvolution of the living organisms which set up
fermentation, and hinders the changes which are
due to thewr growth, The facts stated indieate room
for great improvement in the methods of storage

“and preservation of milk. To keep milk at its
original ‘quality, extreme. cleanliness and a low
temperature are absolutely necegaary.
