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THE LIFEBOAT HEROES,

FROM THE OFFICIAL EMNQUIRY—HELP
FuB TiiE BEREAVED FAMILIER,

Loxnox, Dec. 13.—The Board of Trade
haw oraered an official erquiry, to ascertain
now it came about that the Southpert
lifeboats did not right themselves when
turpnd over, Captain Chetwynd has left
Londen to attend the investipution on bebalf
of the National Lifeboat institution. An
officer of tho Natiopal Lifeboat insti‘uticn
said yesterday :—* During the past thirty-
two Ttears our self-righting lifeboats have
been liunched nearly 5,000 times and saved
wpwaras of 12,000 lives, The boats have
been capsized ultogether forty times, but only
on vighteen occasions wos there any loss of
life.  The pumber of lives lost, counting the
twenty-six men who perished in the recent
disasters in the Southport and St. Anne's
lifehoats, amounts to only eighty-eight,
including twelve shipwrecked persons,
Seventy-six lifeboatmen lost represent about
one in 858 men employed in boate on service,
The cases of capeizing were at the rate of one
in each of the 120 service launches. The
lifeboats bave also bzen out on exercise with-
in the sarme period of thirty-two years up-
ward of 15,900 times, with the loss only of
eight lives.’ The mayor of Sounthport wired
to the Daily Telegraph, which started a sub-
scription on Saturday afternoon for the fami.
lies of the men loat in the recent storm:
* Thank you heartily for your generous help,
We shall need large support. The widows
and families ot theso brave fellows are badly
off in many cases.”

WHAT 18 A THOROUGHBRED ?

A contemporary, in answer to what ocon-
stitutes B thoroughbred cow, says: ¢ We
cannot produce a thoroughbred by sny ex-
isting breeding by orossing. A thoroughbred
cun only come from o thoroughbred sire and
a thoroughbred dam. We may crose and
create a pew breed, which wo shall accom-
plish when we have bred long enough to fix
characteristica,  Whenever we have an ani-
mal that will reproduce iteelf, we bave
created s brood ; und if we chocse to name
it, we have a thoroughbred of the naw breed,
13ut it is a0t a thoroughbred of either of the
breeds that we have used for croasing. ~ If
we presented such an animal for registry,
the rejection would bs announced just os
soon a8 it was asdertained that any of
its ancestors were mnot thoroughoreds.”

¢ | There are some things misleadiog in thia.

The tcrm thoroughbred is apvlied distinoct-
ively to-the racing horse, horaes bred dis-
tisctively for running,  The term is also ap-
plied to Shorthorn catile. Ociginally both of
ihess were produced by croesing, Horses,
by crossing the Arabian, a pure hreed, and
the Turkish horse, or barb, wvpon certsin
mares of Boglish blood,  and this agasin

of mixed blood. The  Shorthorns
arese, from the foundation, Durbham,
or  Teewwater cattla, these of mixed

blesd, the bull Mubback being the mst pro-
nounced ‘nteger in the early hist:ry of the
breed, since known as Shorthorns. Both in
racing horses and Shorthorns the perpetuation
of cersain charact:ristics have bzen fixed and
improved by selection, and animals mast
descend to certain animals of either of these
breeds to entitle them to entry in the
veepectud or nerd ' book., A thorough-
bred, therefcra, is an animal that may
be trated in an unbroken line to cer-
tain other animals, the provenitors of the
breed. Hence, any animal of mixed origir,
tracing distinctly to cerfiin progenitors,
selected ag rapresentative types as founda-
tion stock, and bred together for u suflizient
time to fix gived characteriatics, are thorough-
bred ; und the pedigrees sre valuadls iz jro-
portion to the accnmaulation of the bloc:l ot
famous progenitors, celebrated for theiy <- nna-
mitting power. Hence, again, it is as poesi-
ble to produce & thorcughbred striin now as
ever, In fast, among hoge, the term
thoroughbred is applied in Berkshire swine,
The American Mevino is somctimes desig-
nated as thoroughbred. They are, however,
more correctly parely bred, the direes de-
scendants of certiin select animals of the
pure Spanish flocks, bred pure for mer» than
a thousand years, aad brought to the United
States iu the early part of the centary.
Careful breeding and selection has un-
doubtedly made them the most valuable
of the Spanish Meriuos in the world. Why?
For one reason, that at the breakiog up of
the Paular and Infsn:ado Merinoa in Spain,
the Lust representitives of these flacks found
‘their way here, Devon cattle of Boglan ure
s pure race of catile. That is, they aro dis-
tivetive in character, and have existed in
Eoglunad from time immemorial. Tne Here-
forda are closely related to the Devons ; the
Sussex are etill moreso. The Jerseys are »
pure race, their oricin probably being the
cow of Normeudy. The Holateio-Fri-
sian g#re & pure race, and a very an-
cient one, cclebrated and recsived in
the time of Cwx3ar at Rome as tribute from
the Fristans. Reully, the word thorouzh-
bred is misleading, except in the sense of
tnoroughbred breeding tetween congenial
lines, arizing from the union of two particu.
lar animals, cclebrased in their day, and kept
to o standard by careful breeding and stlec-
tion.

There is one matter that ebeuld be kept
promineitiy in view by all that clues who
may thiuk it profitable to create a new breed
ot horses and catltz, The gemerzl pexcel-
lencs of the English horse for speed dates
back neariy a thous.nl yeara, 83 does tie
excellence of Eoglish cattle. It has takea
about 200 yesrs to permauvently fix the
charaoteristics of the Eoglish racer, and
100 years that of short-hora cattle, The last
100 years have seen the mnost marked improve-
meat, sod within the last fif.v the greatcst
stridea ;owards a sbandard of perfection has
been reached.

stud-fees, and in three years his colts are
actually not worth raising. Colts of the
eame mares might ba valuable if the mares
were sent to n well-bred stallion, represent-
ative of the best familiese. This man has a
reputation in his town, and thinke he is a
shrewd breeder, but, to show that he is not
shrewd in breeding, in a year or so -he wiil
see aome tight-micded breeder sell his colts,
which have been caretully bred at yearlings,
for $500, while he will not receive more than
$50 or §75 far his yearlicge, the prodnce of
the comumon and cheap horse.

RETTRNING LAND TO YOREST.

Low prices for all kinda of farm products
suggest the idea that in some sections the
business of tillage has been overdonme, and
that a return to forest growth of a portlon of
the land olesred up is advisable. With im-
proved culture and thorough manuring one-
half the land now under oultivation might
eatily be made to produce as much as the
whole now does. If the other half were
pianted in the best kinds of timber the atesdy
growth of value in land thus ocecapied would
be far preferable to the present practice of
cultivating large areas for crops which ean-
nut sell for enoupgh to pay expenses, Of
course the broken land would firat be relegat-
ed to timber woder thia plan. Much of this,
it ie now ecen, should never have been put
uader culsivetion, though it might he advie-
able to clear off the original growth o get it
sat ncre evenly or with more wvaluable
varieties of timber— Cultivalor.
