In the aftarnoon, towards 4 o’clock, the Holy
Father, foilvwed by sz conrt, wen” tu the Can-
anizativn Hall to venerate the relic andimsge of
tte newly-beutified. He was rec-ived by the
chupter of St. Peters and the astudents of the
Vatican seminnry, who accompanied him to the
altar. The hall was filed, and on the gallery of
vhe diplomatic corps was remarked His Excel-
leacy Connt Lefebvre de Behaine, with all the
personnel of the Irench embassy ia uniform.
The Holy Father remsinet on his knees ab-
aorbed in pious meditation for & good half-hoar,
duriug which time pictures and dives of the
blessed fuunder were distributed among the car-
dmals and bishops present.

When the Sovereign Pontiff arose, Brother
Joseph, superior geaneral, advavced, and
taking from the hands of his assistanta
the customary offerings, he presented to
His Holiness a magmticent filigree rel.qary,
ornamented with precious stones, and contain-
ing a relic of the blessed founder of the insti-
tute; also o picture and richly bouud lite of the
same, and a supsrb biuquet of artificial lowers.
Tae Holy Father adiressed a few amiable words
to the superior and tbe Brothers, and parmitted
them all to kiss his hsnd Couat de la Salle
also was kindly received by the paternal Lec
XIII. When the Popa bad retired to his apart-
ments, the canons of St, Peter’s chanted Vespers,
thus terminating the double ceremony of the
beatifoation.

Thia gloriticat'on of the Blessed John Baptist
de 1a Salle, founder of the Chriftian Brotners,
we repeat with the author of the preface to thg
illustrated lifs, promises to his institute and 't
all other similar congregations an interior reno-
vatim of piety and zeal, and an exterior aug-
mentation of importance and prosperity. And
so all the children of God rejoice and thaok the
great and venerated Pontiff Leo XIII. for hav-
ing given this encouragement to their charity
and planted in the midst of sogreat and necessa-
ry & work a naw gerw of supernatural vitality,
All likewise feel comforted on seeing this
gplendid homsge paid to the maternal eclici-
tude of the Church. At the sight of the in-
solent pretensionz of an age that foolishly
claims to have founded general education on
the ruins of superstition, it is good, it is con-
s)ling to see rising majestically hefo-e us the
noble figure of him who, a hundred years be-
foru the French Revolution, found in bis faith
the inspiration of o greatb work of popular in-
struction of him who graciously bent to the
child of the poor to raise it and enlighten it, ffty
years before Voltaire destined for it *“a goad
and some hay.” This glorification is an act of
justice ; it reatorss historical rights ; it avenges
worthily the Christian teachers of the base in-
juries inflicted on them by savage hate; it re-
wards their benefactors for the aacritices of
which they have been 80 lavish ; it consoles &ll
the children of the Church for the afflictions
they suffer ; 1t fills them with the hope of a
botier future. The reign of iniquity is not
aterael, :

Rome, Feb. 21.—This morning, at 11 o’clock,
our Holy Father received in private audience
Most Henorable Brother Joseph, superior gea
w:al of the Christian Brothers, 90 whom hugave
& most gracious reception, conversing with him
nearly & quarter of au hour. He then went to
tbe Throne Room, where he found assembled
the Brother assistants, provincials, visitors, and
directo-s of the said inastitute,

* Why, you are a legion !’ exclaimed the
Pope on enterinyg the chamher. Waen haviog
sat down on the threue, His Holiness called be-
fore him Count de la Salle, and epoke with him
of bis family and of the joy he must have ex-
terienced in seeing his granduncle raised to the
honor of the altar. The Brother Superior then
presented to the Sovereign Pontiff his six as-
giatantd ; the Brother secratary general ; the
procvrator general, whom the Holy Father
called by name; M. Alevia Cbevalier, ths
able and zealous defender of religious congie-

ations ; the Brother provinciale of France, and

ather Chaumont, chaplain of the mother house
in Paris. His Holiness said a very few amiable
words to each of them.

The Brother viaitors next approached the
throne, &nd they met with & reception, if pos-
sible, «ven more bencvolent and affable. The
Holy Father -inquired with paternal interest
about the numiber of establishments, of towns in
which the Brothers teach, and of the number of
Brothers aud pupils. He showed himself par-
ticularly concerned for Syria and Armenia, and
was agreeably smiprizged to hear of the great
namber of Brothers. and their pupils in the
United Sta‘es. He felicitatad the Brother
vigitor of Belgium, snd said that the valiant
peoplo of that country had defcated ths bad
inwa proposed, because they had bad the courage
_to fight, ond thav ther example merited univer-
.8l imitation. ; <

Finally, the Holy Father, received Brother
Adelminian, miraculously healed through the
intercession of the Blested dela Salle, and said
to him: * Ihave desited to steyou, in order
to hear.from . your own mouth an account of
your oure, Relate, therefore, tous how the
miracle was wroaght,” The Brpther told with
touching simplicity the story of his miraculous
cure, and.hia words of faith, candor, and humi-
lity mode o deep impression on the Holy Father
and his‘court. . . .

The main altar was concenled beneath an im-
mense pavilion of red silk fringed with gold.
Above it was the large oval painting of the
Blessed de la Salie which was unveiled 2t the
baatification, surmounted with these words:
“To the Apostle of Youth.” Around the gal-
leries wera 1nacriptions referring to the ocea-
sion: Sinide parrvufos venire ad e, taliem est
enim regnim caelorunt; Venite, filil, audilc me,
timorem Domint doccbo vos, etc. A nmumerous
and select assembly filled she nave, while the
pupils occupied the galleriea. In the firat
viaces were their Ewminences Cardinale
Parocchi, Bianchi, Schisffino, Vaonutelli, and
Aloisi-Masella, the Archbishops of Rouen
and Besancon ; the Bishop of Orleans; Mgr.
Jacobini, secretary of the Propsgania; Mgr.
de Neckere; Mgr. Causetta, chaplain of His
Holinesa, aud eeveral other bishops azd pre-
lates ; Count de Momuel, counsellor of the
French embassy ; Count de Courtea, calunel of
the Swiss Guard, etc.

The entertainment was op=ned s little before
4 o’clock with a very el quent discourse by his
Eminence Cardinal Schisffino, which produced
a preat-cenvation and was treatcd with enthu-
sinstic applause, Next cime music and reciba-
tions in Freach and [tolian, Father Erchbach,
supzrtor of the French Seminary, also delivered
a epecch wud the entertainment was closed with
a charus in honor of Leo X111, the glerifier of
the Blessed de 1a Salle.

Oa leaving the hall the audience went to a
large tquare courtyard, which was brilliantly
illuminsted wi h Venetian lights arranged in
wroathes along the granite columus from the
the Simploa and on the arches, from the mid-dle
of which were suspended large baskets of
flowers. The flage of various nations bunched
bekind shiclds on which were painted divera
emblems of religion, the arts, eciences, com-
mevce, iandustry, etc.,, oroamented the
gallery that extends around the eourt.
Under the cloak was & larga picture of
the blessed founder mstructing children, and
on both sides were the paintings representing
miracles (the same that were exposed at the
beatification), the parfs of wbich were brought
out with charining effect by hundreds of parti-
colored lighte. The scene in the court was
simply magniticent, while ths college band fur-
nished music that was well in keeping with the
grandeur of the display. It wouid have been
difficult to close in a mora fitting way the feast
of the beatification of the Blessed John Bap-
tist de lo Salle.

CHAMBERLAIN'S TREACHERY

Full Text of hin Famouns fMome Kule
Letter,

Ra&rint)from Sour OXFORDSHIRE NEWS,
ng.

Highbury,
Mooro Green,
Birmingham, December 17th, 1884.

My dear Sir,—Having at lant = little apare
time, I propose to reply more fully to the
letter you were kind enough to send me in
October last relating your experiences In con-
neotion with Ireland.

L have n§lin road your account with mach
interest. It Is onthe whole a brighter piciure
than aoy that I have get seen.

You aeem to have found a general absenco
of anything like painfol poverty, and a hope-
ful epirit with regard to the future, At the
same time yon remark on the abssnoce of the
bitterness which prevalled o few years ago,
80 that altogether I might, wero I so inolined,
found on your letter an argument aas to com-
plete succses of recent legislation, and the in-
expediency of any further changes,

I imagine, howsver,.that this would be a
cocclusion forelgn to your intention, and it
does not satisfy my own estimate of the
situation. In epite of the great improvement
that has taken place, and the advantagea re-
cently obtained from the English Parliament,
you have convinced yourself that the large
majority of the people are still Nationallst in
their aspirations,

L should like to know exactly what this
word meant, and what thepeopla really want. .
But before entering on this enquiry, I ought
to eay that the answer will not necessarily be
conclusive with me as to the pelicy to be
sdopted. I donotconsider that wishes and
rights are always identical, or that it Is anffi-
clent to find out what' the majority of the
Irish people desire in order at once to grant
their demande..

I can never consent to regard Ireland as o .
separate people, with the inherent rights of
su absolutely independent community. I
shogld not do this In the case of Scotland or
Whales, or to take a more extreme ocase—of
Suesex, or London:

In every cese the rights of the country or-
district must be subordinated to the rights of
the whole community: of which it forms a
portion.. Ireland, by its geographical posi-
tion and hlistory, is a part of the Uaited
Kingdom,. and cannot divest Itself of ite
obligations or be denied the advantages which
this condition involvee.

Accordingly, if Nationallam mesns separa-
tioo, I for one am prepsred to resist it; I gee
in it the probability, almost & certainty, .of
dangerous complicationr, aud an antagonism
which would be injurious to the interests of
the larger country, and fatal to the prosperity
of the amaller. Sooner than yield on thia
point, I would govern Ireland by force to the
end of the chapter,
But i Nationalism means **Home Raule,” f.
have no objection to make on prinociple, and
am oniy aoxious to find out exactly what it
means, I object to the Home Rule proposed
by the late Mr, Butt, because I. bslieve it
could not work, but would infallibly lead to a
demand for psparation. Oa the other hand
consider that Ireland has a rightto local aelf-
government, mare complete, more popular, .
more thoroughly ropresentative, and more far
reaching than anything that hae hitherto been
suggested, and I hope that the firat session of
a reformed Parllament will settle vhe quastion
#o far at least as what is generally called
county government ia concerned. .
Bat tor myself I am willing to go oven
further. I belisve that there.are qucations
not local in any narrow sense, but which re-
guire loca) and exceptional trsatment in Ire-.
1and, and which cannot ke daalt with to the
satiefaction of the Irish peonle by an Impe-
rial Parliament. Chlef amcag them are the
eduoaticn and the land questione, and.I wounld
not hesitate to tramsfer their consideration
and solation entirely to an.Irish Booard, alto-
gether independent of Foglish Gevernment.

Such.a Board might alse deal witk railways
snd other communicatione, and would ol:
course bs invested with powers of taxation in
Ireland for strictly Irish purposse. I doubt.
