I. GENERAL INFORMATION

1. Crop Situation and Outlook

The growing season in 1983/84 was extremely dry causing the average cereal 
production to decrease sharply. The estimated production of wheat in 1984 is 
100,000 tonnes compared to average wheat production of about 110,613 tonnes.

2. Foreign Exchange Situation

Foreign exchange is sufficiently available in Jordan due to remittances from 
Jordanians working in other Arab countries and aid flows from the U.S., Europe 
and the Arab Oil countries. Under the foreign exchange control/import licensing 
system, priority is given to food and agricultural inputs.

3. Fertilizer Situation

Fertilizers of different kinds depend mainly on imports. In Jordan diammonium 
phosphate (DAP) (337,000 tonnes) and potasiurn chloride (280,000 tonnes) were 
produced during 1983. These two kinds of fertilizers are produced only for 
export.
