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2. This Agreement shall be open for acceptance by signature or otherwiseby governments having provisionally acceded to the GATT, on ternis re-lated to the effective application of rights and obligations under this Agree-ment, which take into account rights and obligations in the instruments
providing for their provisional accession.

3. This Agreement shall be open to accession by any other government onternis, related to the effective application of rights and obligations underthis Agreement, to be agreed between that government and the Parties,by the deposit with the Director-General to the CONTRACTING PARTIEiS tothe GATT of an instrument of accession which states the termis so agreed.

4. In regard to acceptance, the provisions of Article XXVI :5(a) and (b)of the General Agreement would be applicable.

Entry int force

This Agreement shaîl enter into force on 1 January 1981 for the govern-rnents * which have accepted or acceded to it by that date. For each othergovernment it shaîl enter into force on, the thirtieth day following the date
of its acceptance or accession to this Agreement.
